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CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

This chapter explains the review related literature. It consists of definition of reading, definition of cooperative learning, and cooperative integrated reading and composition.
A.  Definition of Reading
There are many definition of reading. These can be studied from a list of different definitions of reading it is defined from different point of view. According to Lado in Language Testing, The Construction and Use of Foreign Language Tests, “Reading in a foreign language consists of grasping meaning in that language though its written representation” (Lado, 1967:223).

Based on Pang, et all (2003:6), reading is about understanding written texts. It is complex activity that involves that perception and though. Reading consists of two related processes: word recognition and comprehension.
According Harris & Sipay as quoted by Sukiyah Kustaryo in Fitrohturrohmah(2011 : 11) “ Reading is concerned mainly with learning to recognize the ranted symbols that represent language and to respond intellectually when being asked about the content of the text he has read.
Reading is one of the most important skills in learning language beside listening, speaking and writing. Reading as with others skill is more enjoy able to do. By reading we learn spelling, writing and translation. 

B. Narrative text

Narrative text describes a sequence of events or tells a story, in other words, narrative text describes an experience. It will drive the participant to make effort in solving the crisis. However it can be better or worse. 
A narrative text is organized by using story grammar. Story grammar is knowledge of how stories are organized with the beginning of the story containing the setting, the character, and the characters’ problems. The middle of narrative is organized around a plot. The plot includes a series of episodes that are written by the author to hold our attention and built excitement as the story progresses.
Communicative purpose: To amuse, to entertain, and to deal with actual or vicarious experience in different ways; Narrative deal with problematic events which lead to a crisis or turning point of some kind, which in turns finds a resolution
Generic structure of narrative text as follows: 

Orientation    
: The first paragraph presents information about the participant of the story. In literary turn, the participant is called character. Orientation commonly introduces information about Whom, Where, and When.

Complication
: Paragraph two explores the niche of the story. That is conflict among the characters of the story this conflict will involve physical and psychological conflict the conflict is actually the heart of any narrative text. It will drive the participant to make effort in solving the crisis. 

Resolution
: The last paragraph closes the story by solving the crisis.        However it can be better or worse.
Lexicogrammatical features
The characteristics of narrative text are as follows: 

a) Narrative text is the specific participant and individual

b) Narrative text is many action verb (material processes), and also use verbal and mental process.

c) Narrative text is usually use past tense.

d) Narrative text is use more linking words dealing with time

e) Narrative text is often use dialogue, and tense perhaps change.

f) Narrative text is descriptive language used to create the imagination in reader’s mind.

g) Narrative text is can be written as the first person, or third person (He, She, And They).
C. Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition(CIRC)

Cooperative Integrated reading and composition (CIRC) is a comperhensive progam for teaching reading arts. It is the part of cooperative learning. Cooperative learning is an instructional strategy that provides the social structure for learners and to work cooperatively in groups. Although it was developed for use with native English speakers, cooperative learning has been found to be effective for promoting the academic achievement, language acquisition, and social development of English language learners (Calderon and Slavin, 1999; Ovando and Collier, 1998). CIRC has three principle elements: story related activities, direct instruction in reading comprehension, and integraetd language arts/writing. ( Madded, Slavin and Stevens, 1986 ). 
In CIRC reading, students are taught in reading groups and then return to mixed ability team to work on a series of cognitively engaging activities, including partner reading, making predictions, identification of characters, setting, problem, and problem solution, summarization, vocabulary  and  reading comprehension exercises.
CIRC consists of instructional practices that develop social, academic, and communication skills (Calderon, Hertz-Lazarowitz & Slavin, 1998). It was selected for the following reasons: 

1. It integrates oral language development, reading, and writing through all phases of instruction.

2. It enables bilingual teachers to manage their English, primary language, and transitional literacy activities effectively.

3. It develops critical thinking and social skills.

4. It develops self-esteem and self-confidence

5. It uses children’s literature in two languages and a variety of text genre, including student publications and reading text

6. It helps students appreciate and become proficient in their primary language while developing proficiency in English.

7. It provides an English teaching learning environment in which the subject matter is not watered down, and higher order discourse and thinking are the norm.

1. Basic Thoughts of CIRC

According to Robert E. Slavin in his book, cooperative learning: Theory, Research, and Practice (2005:201-204), CIRC consist of four basic thoughts in teaching reading and writing. Those are:
a. Advanced Action

An action is almost universal in teaching. It uses reading teams consisting of students who have the same level of work.

An important focus of CIRC activities as a basic method is making the use of time more effective in advanced action. Students work in cooperative team. With these activities which are coordinate with teaching reading team, students can achieve the purpose in the other sector like reading comprehension, vocabularies, and pronunciation. Students can be motivated to work one another in these activities based on learning of all team members(Slaving, E. Robert, 2005:201)

b. Oral Reading

Reading aloud is a part which becomes a standard activity in the most of reading program. Research into oral reading indicated that this gave a positive effect on the ability of reading comprehension (Dahl, Samuel,1979 in Slaving, E. Robert, 2005:202).

One of the CIRC purpose is to increase more students’ chance to read aloud and to receive feedback from their reading activities with making the students read to the other member of their reading team and practice how to response their reading activities.

c. Reading Comprehension Ability

CIRC uses cooperative team in order to help students improve their reading comprehension ability which can be used widely. During advance action time, students work in their teams in order to identify important parts in every narration story, such as: characters, background of events, complication, and resolution.

In CIRC, students make an explanation of prediction how complications of the story will be solved and also summarize main elements of the story with the other member of their teams.
d.  Writing and Language Art

In teaching writing and language art, CIRC is aimed to plan, to implement, and to evaluate an approach process which takes of the other member team in teaching writing and language art. But, in CIRC, students plan, revise their composition using closed collaboration with the other members of their teams.

Teaching language mechanism really integrated and also become a part in teaching writing which is integrated with teaching reading comprehension and compact writing activity process in reading program or by using reading comprehension ability which have already been studied in learning writing.
2.       CIRC Principles

Based on cooperative learning: theory, research, practice written by Slaving (2005:205-209), CIRC consist of three important principles. Those are cognitively engaging activities, direct teaching reading comprehension, and integrated writing and language art. In these activities, students work in heterogeneous teams. These activities follow regular circle which involves teachers’ presentation, team practice, independent practice, and test. The explanation of CIRC principle in as follow:
a. Cognitively Engaging Activities

Cognitively engaging activities of CIRC consisting three important elements, those are:

1. Reading groups

Students are divided into groups consisting two or three students based on their reading ability.
2. Group

Students are divided into pairs in their reading group, then there are divided into group consisting of two reading groups.

3. Related story activities

Students use not only basis reading materials but also novel. This story is introduced and discussed in reading groups, helped by teacher of about 20 minutes.

b. Direct Teaching Reading Comprehension

After dividing students into teams, students do studying steps with their reading group. Tree group activity steps are:

1. Partner Reading

Students read the story silently, and then they read aloud the story with their pairs in turns.

2. Writing Related Story and Grammatical story

Students are given questions related to the story. They are asked to identify characters, background of events, complication of the story, and also to predict the resolution. 

3. Pronouncing word aloud

Students are given of difficult word, and then they must learn to pronunciation them correctly.

4. Meaning Word

Students are asked to look for meaning of difficult word in dictionary, and then they write the definition in order to be understood easily.

5. Retell Story

After reading and discussing the story, students summarize the important points of the story for their pairs.

6. Spelling

Students examine a spelling list of the word one another and help to master spelling of the word one another in their group

7. Examination by their Pairs

Students are given daily task which must be done but they may do basic on their ability or do them early. Every pairs give students’ from task indicates that they have finished their tasks.

8. Tests

Tests are given in the end period in order to know students’ reading comprehension and difficult words of the story.
c.   Integrated Writing and Language Art

Teachers use writing and language art curriculum developed especially for CIRC. This curriculum is concerned in writing process and language mechanism that is introduced as a special addition to learning writing than a partial topic.

In all writing tasks, students make composition concept after consulting with their groups and their teacher about their idea and plans. They work together to revise their composition, then they examine their composition one another using examination from concerned in grammar and language mechanism.
3. The step of teaching reading on narrative text through CIRC

The step of  CIRC by Steven & Slavin, 1995 :

1. Make the group in a which consist of 4-5 person, whose had the heterogencaus members.
2. The teacher gave a discourse / clipping according to the topic of learning 
3. Learners worked together to read and find the main idea and gave a response to discourse / clippings and written on a piece of paper
4. Presented / red the results of the group 
5. Teachers make a conclusion with students
