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CHAPTER III

RESEARCH METHOD
This research deals with description of the steps of conducting the research that include: Research Design, Setting and Subject of the research, preliminary Observation, Planning, Implementing, Observing, and Reflecting

A. Research Design


The research study was classified as classroom action research. The research design was a plan and research structures was arranged that the researchers can obtain the answer to research questions (Masnur Muslich, 2011:14). Generally, the purpose of this study to improve students' improve reading skill on Narrative text for the second year students at MTs Negeri Bandung as cooperative integrated reading and composition (CIRC) CIRC technique. According to the purpose of this study, The design of the research was classroom action research. Arikunto (2010 :129) states that action research is a strategy to solve the problem with a real action in innovative development to detect and solve the problem. It means that a classroom action research was intended to solve the problem either faced by the teacher and the students in the classroom.
In Classroom Action Research there are three word must be explain the at: Research is activity to observe a object with certain methodology to get data or information which useful into develop quality about something which think interesting by the researcher. Action is activity which intentional to conduct with certain provide. Class is a group of students receive lesson and teach by teacher in same time and place (Arikunto, et all, 2009:2). Aqib says that classroom action research is a observation toward activity which intentional to rise and happen in a class (Aqib, 2009:13). In this study, the researcher acted as a practitioner.
Based on the model of Classroom Action Research in this study, preliminary study is first steps to know the teaching and learning problems in reading narrative text. The next step is planning, to solve the problems and preparing the action. The next step is doing the action research based on the planning and the preparation. In the implementation the researcher act as the practitioner and the observer is the teacher English. The main of the collaborative partner as observing the activities done by researcher and the student participation in the teaching activity. In observing, the researcher used observation sheets, test and the field note.

In this Classroom Action Research, the researcher used the spiral model as susted by Kemmis and Taggart ( in Arikunto, 2010 ) with the spiral steps as show in figure 3.1 as follows :

The cycle of Classroom Action Research (CAR) consists of four steps. Step 1 is planning, step 2 is implementing, step 3 is observing, and step 4 is reflecting the action. In this research, the researcher will use cycle 1 to improve Reading comprehension on Narrative text. But, if it will fail so the researcher will continue to the cycle 2.
B. Setting and subject of the Research
The classroom action research was done at MTs Negeri Bandung with the total of the students second year in class VIII D   are 48   students as the subject of this research. The classroom action research was done on March 27 to May 10, 2012.
C. Procedures of the Research
The study was conducted through the following stages: preliminary observation (reconnaissance), planning, acting, observing and reflecting. 
1. Preliminary Observation

Before doing this research, the researcher observed second year students at MTs Negeri Bandung  Academic  Year 2011-2012 and  interview  the teacher. The teacher said that the students have difficulties in reading. There are many mistakes in reading, especially in comprehending reading text. The data gained from the preliminary observation is analyzed in order to identify the problem found in preliminary test for students. The researcher found the document score preliminary test. The data are as follows:

The result of the researcher observation and interview with the teacher about the teaching learning process showed that the teaching learning process is not effective because the technique used does not run well so that it cannot rise the learning motivation of the students which caused the reading comprehension score is low.
2. Planning
In the planning stage the researcher prepared to do the action. In the first step the researcher prepared the teaching strategy and the procedure that will be implemented in the research. The research set the proposed solution and the criteria of success, and then the researcher prepared the learning instrument, such as lesson plan, syllabus, teaching media etc. The researcher prepared lesson plans about Narrative text. Researcher also prepared worksheets, story of Narrative, and real object to make the instruction to be effective.

a. Socializing the research program

The research socialized the program to the head master about the method and technique that would be used on 27 March, 2012. On 03 May, 2012, the research shared with the English teacher about the teaching and learning process and determined the time allocation needed to do the research.

b. Providing the Strategy

The researcher taught the students in reading narrative texts through Cooperative Integreted Reading and Composition technique. Below are the activities.

c. Design a lesson plan

  The lesson plan was arranged and developed based on the syllabus in the second semester of second year student of junior high school. The lesson plan was for two meetings. The lesson plan consist of course identity, standard competence, basic competence, indicators, objectives, teaching material learning method(strategy), teaching learning activities. (see appendix 5)
d. Preparing the criteria of success

The criteria of succes for teaching and for the students are  indicated in the form the reading cycle test given. Accordingly, the criteria of succes used MML ( Minimum Mastery Level) in MTsN Bandung,  100% of the students score in reading test was at least 68.
3. Acting

In this study researcher implementing the strategy by referring to activities in the class. This study in was conducted in the two meetings, first meeting was focused in the introducing narrative text and language features. The second meeting was focused in the introducing reading skill on narrative text by giving CIRC technique before begins reading and  the next meeting, giving the test.

4. Observing

Observing was the activity of recording and collecting the data about any aspect or event. That was happening in the teaching and learning activity in conducting an accurate observation the observing focused on the activity done by researcher and the student during the teaching and learning process.  To collect the required data, some various instruments used were as follows:

a. Interview
Interview is a dialogue that is conducted by interviewer to gain information from interviewer. It is used by researcher to asses someone condition. The interview is also a series of questions which presented verbally to person who considered able to give more information or explanation.

The interviewees is students of VIII D of MTs Negeri Bandung.

b. Field notes

The field notes were used to collect the data activity students during the teaching and learning process in every cycle, which were not included in the observation sheets. In the study, the activity of taking note and teaching was done by the researcher.
c. Observation 

Observation was done in the classroom. It was intended to complete the data in a real situation concerning the teacher and the student’s activity. The observers are researcher partners and they observe class activities and list the result the in Observation Sheet by using check list (√).

d. Reading Test

Reading test is used to know the ability of the students in reading comprehension on narrative text. There will be three steps of reading test. The first is preliminary test. It is essay 10 question. The second is giving the material. The third is cycle test. It is essay 10 question.  

5. Reflecting
On the basis of the result of data analysis, the research evaluates the model of paper work assessment, the students scores and students response in the implementation of strategy. The reflection basic is the criteria of success. This phase was final phase of a cycle. The reflecting aims to reflect and to review the result of the observing phase. In this phase, based on the criteria of success the researcher could find out whether the research problem was solved or not, and whether there were new problem appear during the acting phase the researcher could make decision, what was the research stopped or continue with next cycle. Meanwhile, the data taken from the result of the students test is analyzed past to know whether the criterion of success has been achieved or not.
