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CHAPTER IV

FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

This chapter covers the result of the study and discussion toward the result of the study. In this chapter the products of the study taken from planning, implementing, observing and reflecting are reported.  

A. Finding

After the preliminary observation the researcher got the data of the problems in teaching and learning English, especially in reading English text. After got permission from the head master of MTs Negeri Bandung, on March 23th, 2012. The classroom action research was conducted on Thursday, April 05th, 2012 and ended on Friday, May 10th, 2012. It was done in two cycles. The subject of the research was class VIII D that consisted of 48 students. 

Before the researcher applied the method, the researcher gave preliminary interview (see appendix 1) to the students in class VIII D in order to know the problem in English class especially in reading. Besides of that, the researcher also gave preliminary test (see appendix 2) to know the students ability in reading skill. The questionnaire and preliminary test were given on Thursday, April, 05th, 2012.

The description of the classroom action research process as follow:

1. Cycle I

The data was presented in cycle 1 planning in action, implementing of action plan, observing and reflection of the study. This first cycle was done during two meeting for teaching and learning process and conducting the test. It was conducted two days, on Friday, April 13th, 2012 and Friday, April 20th, 2012. 

a. Planning 

Based on the result of the preliminary test (see appendix 11), interview (see appendix 10) and teacher problems in teaching reading, it was identified that students got difficulty in understanding text and to know the vocabulary meaning. Both of the researcher and the collaborator partner discussed how to solve the problem. The researcher will  applied CIRC technique to stimulate students  in understanding the text, in addition, CIRC was selected because, the researcher believed that this method is able to increase the students ability in reading on narrative text and gave the students motivation in teaching and learning process.

Moreover, the scenario of teaching reading has been designed before implementing the method. The scenario in the teaching and learning reading on narrative text in the class was divided in three parts in one meeting (see appendix 5). In the second meeting, the researcher had to decide the test. 
In addition, the researcher, and the collaborator partner prepared observation check list. The observation check list was used to observe the researcher, the observation check list consisted of three columns include number, description of activities, the remark of the activities did or did not. The researcher also used field note. The field noted was used by the researcher to note the important things during the teaching and learning process in every cycle. In field note, the researcher write every activity was done by the students in teaching and learning process, student response and the interpretation had to be noted.
b. Acting

 In this part of acting, the researcher would like to describe whatever had been done by the researcher in this classroom action research in each meeting.

1) Meeting 1

The first meeting was implemented on Friday, April 13th, 2012 at 08.20 am up to 09.40 am. The first activity, the researcher introduced their self to the students. Then the researcher checked the student’s attendance list. Then the researcher asked about the student’s condition and students’ response in first meeting.

Before entering to the material, the researcher explained about the method in teaching reading, most of the students were interested with this technique. Then the researcher explained about narrative text, in this class the researcher just to remind the students. 

After explained narrative text, the researcher asked the students to make group consisting of 4-5 students. The researcher gave simple reading about narrative text. While the rules were based on Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition.Then, the researcher asked one the students to read the text louder in front of the class, directly the researcher gave the correct pronunciation orally. It mean to build the student’s motivation to have self confident in reading in front of the class and have better reading skill. After all students reading the text better, both pronunciation and punctuation mark, the teacher gave a chance to students to ask some difficult vocabularies from the text. It is caused, the students didn’t bring English dictionary at that time. The researcher asked the students to discuss with their reading partners. In the end of teaching and learning process, the researcher discussed the answer of the test and gave feedback about the students was done in teaching and learning process. 

2) Meeting 2

The second meeting was implemented on Friday, April 20th, 2012 at 08.20 am up to 09.40 am.  The first activity, the researcher checked the student’s attendance list. Then the researcher asked about the condition students and students’ response greeting from researcher.

In this meeting the researcher continued the first meeting. The researcher Teacher asked the students to make group consisting of 4-5 students.  Teacher asked the students to map out the names of attributes of the characters, the setting, the main events, and the ending of a selection. Teacher gave question to groups.  The students discussed with their reading groups about the answer. Teacher asked students to summarize  the text with their reading a group. At the last 45 minutest, the researcher gave the students a test; this is the cycle 1 test (see appendix 3). The researcher asked to the students to read the text and answer the question based on the text. In the end of test, the researcher collected the answer of the test and gave feedback about the students was done in teaching and learning process. 

c. Observing 

This stage was conducted by the collaborator during the time of acting stage. The collaborator used observation sheet to observe the students’ activities and the researchers’ action during teaching and learning process. The researcher wrote the field notes (See Appendix 9 & 10) to record all of activities in the classroom after finishing the class because the researcher could not take notes during the teaching and learning process. The result of the observation at the first and second meeting showed that the researcher did all the activities.

The reading test of cycle 1, was done at the second meeting on April 20th, 2012. The result between preliminary test and test cycle 1 was different. In the test of cycle 1, some students got better grade than in the preliminary test. The students score in reading test of cycle 1 can be seen in the following table:

Based on the result of the formula of the criteria of success, the total of the students are 48, 13 students got score less than 68 and we found 72.29% of the students who pass the test. Meanwhile, the criteria of success must 100 % of students must pass in the test.

1) Analysis of the process of teaching learning
The analysis of teaching learning process was done based on the field note (see appendix 9) and observation check list (see appendix 7). Based on the analysis some findings needed to improve from joining activity, such as, it was found that the students were not active in teaching learning process. Beside of that, they just kept silent and made a joke with their other friend. I thought they looked difficult to follow this new method. 
However, there are some problems happened in core activities. First, some of the students still confused to know the meaning of the word in the text. Second, the students could not have good understanding in the text, because they understand about the purpose and the meaning of some word.

d. Reflecting 

Reflecting which the final stage of cycle I, it is consisted of the evaluation on the process and the student result. To determine whether the actuating of the first cycle was successful or not, the researcher made reflection details as follow:

1) It can be concluded that the researcher was had not been successful in cycle I because score of students did not reach the minimal criteria of score. Then the percentages of the students passed the test only 72.92%, although the score was increased than cycle 1 test. 

2) The researcher always gave motivation and feedback to make students of VIII D class enthusiasms, but the students still more were not in good response. There some students looked passive in teaching learning process and some students just laughing with their friend in the class. It means that study had not successfully yet, because the researcher determined that the students can active in teaching learning process. 

Based on the problem found in actuating of cycle I, the result of study was unsuccessfully and the researcher decided to continue the research to the next cycle. It was needed to be carried out better in cycle II.

2. Cycle II
This cycle was done during two meeting for teaching and learning process and conducted the test. It was conducted two days, on Thursday, May 03rd, 2012 and Thursday May 10th, 2012. The modification of strategy in cycle II is the researcher more comunicated to the students and come to the students group by group with gave guiding question discussed about difficult vocabularies. 

a. Planning 

Based on the result of the test cycle 1 and student’s problem in reading, it was identify that students still got difficulty in understanding text and to know the vocabularies meaning. Both of the researcher and the collaborator partner discussed how to solve the problem. The researcher applied CIRC Technique to all of the students could be active in order that hey could increase their score in reading. In addition, CIRC technique was selected because; it was believed to able to increase the students’ ability in reading and give the motivation in reading.   

Moreover, the scenario of teaching reading has been designed before implementing the method. The scenario in the teaching and learning reading narrative text in the class was divided in three parts in one meeting (see appendix 6). In the second meeting, researcher helped the students to memorize the last lesson. In this meeting, the researcher had to decide the test. In addition, the researcher, and the collaborator partner prepared the field note and observation check list. 
a. Acting

In this part of acting, the researcher would like to describe whatever had been done by the researcher in this classroom action research in each meeting.

1) Meeting 1

The first meeting was implemented on Thursday, May 03rd, 2012 at 07.00 am up to 08.20 am. The first activity, the researcher checked the student’s absence to know who was absent. Then the researcher asked about the condition students and students’ response greeting from researcher. Before entering to the material, the researcher showed the student’s scores in cycle I. Students were afraid about their score, many students got low score. After that, the researcher explains what the students have to do in reading. 

In this meeting, the researcher made 12 groups in class, each group consist of 4-5 students. The researcher gave simple reading about narrative text. While the rules were based on Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition.Then, the researcher asked one the students to read the text louder in front of the class, directly the researcher gave the correct pronunciation orally. It meant to build the student’s motivation to have self confident in reading in front of the class and have better reading skill. After all students reading the text better, both pronunciation and punctuation mark, the teacher gave a chance to students to ask some difficult vocabularies from the text. It is caused, the students didn’t bring English dictionary at that time. The researcher asked the students to discuss with their reading partners. In the end of teaching and learning process, the researcher discussed the answer of the test and gave feedback about the students was done in teaching and learning process. 

2) Meeting 2

The second meeting was implemented on Thursday, May 10th, 2012 at 07.00 am up to 08.20 am.  The first activity, the researcher checked the student’s absence to know who was absent. Then the researcher asked about the condition students and students’ response greeting from researcher.

In this meeting the researcher continued the first meeting. The researcher Teacher asked the students to make group consisting of 4-5 students. Teacher asked the students to map out the names of attributes of the characters, the setting, the main events, and the ending of a selection. Teacher gave question to groups.  The students discussed with their reading groups about the answer. Teacher asked students to summarize  the text with their reading a group. At the last 45 minutest, the researcher gave the students a test; this is the cycle 1 test (see appendix 4). The researcher asked to the students to read the text and answer the question based on the text. In the end of test, the researcher collecting the answer of the test and give feedback about the students was done in teaching and learning process. 
b.  Observing 

In this part, the researcher and collaborator observed the teaching and learning process. It focused on the students’ activity in teaching reading using CIRC technique. Based on the research instruments used interview, observation sheet and field note (see appendix 8,9,10,11,12 and 13), it was found that the students more active during teaching and learning process better than previous cycle (cycle 1). It could be seen from the students who answered the researcher questions in teaching and learning process. 

The reading test in cycle 2 was conducted at the end of the second meeting. The test was done to measure the students’ reading skill on narrative text by using CIRC technique. The students’ score in reading test of cycle 2 can be seen in the following table.

Based on the result of the formula of the criteria of success, from total 48 students, 100% of the students’ core in reading test was at least 68. The means score in cycle 2 is 79.81. It is means that the average score was in satisfied category. Beside, the numbers of the students’ succeed also increasing.
 In this cycle II, the criteria of success is achieved, so the researcher did not continue the research. 
2) Analysis of the process of teaching learning
The analysis of teaching learning process was done based on the field note (see appendix 10) and observation check list (see appendix 8). Based on the analysis some findings, it was found that the students were active in teaching learning process, when the researcher gave opportunity to the students to discuss in group. The researcher came to the students group by group to give guiding in discussion process and the students interested in the teaching learning process. In this cycle II, the students could understand the uncommon word, so they could understand the text easily.

c. Reflecting 

Reflecting which the final stage of cycle II, it is consisted of the evaluation on the process and the student result. To determine whether the actuating of the second cycle was successful or not, from acting and observing stage, the researcher made reflection details as follow:

1) It can be concluded that the researcher was had been successfully in cycle II. The percentage of students who pass the test in cycle II is 100 %. 

2) The researcher always gave motivation and feedback to make students of VII D class enthusiasms, the students were in good response. Many students looked active to discuss in group, just a few students looked passive in teaching learning process. 
Based on the problem found in actuating of cycle II, the result of study was successfully and the researcher decided end the study in this cycle.

From the result of cycle II, it was proved that this method can improve the student’s reading skill on narrative text through cooperative integrated reading and composition (CIRC) to the second year students at MTs Negeri Bandung academic year 2011/2012. By using this method, the students more active in teaching and learning process. 
B. Discussion 
The implementation of Cooperative learning (CIRC technique) to second year students at MTs Negeri Bandung is very useful to increase the students reading comprehension. It is effected of the implementation of CIRC technique make the students have more responsibility to increase they reading comprehension and also make them feel  more independently to share about their idea, to solve the problems in comprehending the text with their friends without have to ask for the teacher. According to slaving (1995) CIRC Technique is a comprehensive program for teaching reading and writing, so in this technique not only reading skill that the students have to show but also writing. CIRC consists of instructional practices that develop social, academic, and communication skills (Calderon, Hertz-Lazarowitz & Slavin, 1998). It was selected for the following reasons: 

1. It develops self-esteem and self-confidence

2. It uses children’s literature in two languages and a variety of text genre, including student publications and reading text

3. It helps students appreciate and become proficient in their primary language while developing proficiency in English.

CIRC has some step, those are : 

1. Group

The students are divided into group consist 4-5 students based on their reading ability.
2.  Reading in a Pairs

The students read the story by silent, and then they have chance to read aloud with their couple. The other students / listeners correct the mistakes of the reader.

3. Writing the related story and the grammatical of story

The students got the questions relate to the story in which it is about the used structure of the narration. After that, they stop read after got a half of the story to identified the characteristics, setting, and the problems that occurred in the story, and predict the end of story. In the end of story, the students respond the whole of the story and wrote some paragraphs about related topics.
4. Saying words loudly

The students got new or difficult vocabularies that are in the story. They must learn those words righly. The students practice to say those words with their couple till they can read fluently.

5. The meaning of word

The students find the meaning of the new or difficult words that have been gave by the teacher, and write the sentence with that word to got clear meant.

6. Retelling the story

After read and discussed the story with the team, the students summarized the main points with their couple.

CIRC technique that combines two skill and the situation to work in group can make the reading that usually is saw a difficult and lazy things to do can be a pleasing and more interesting things. Before they got the treatment of CIRC technique, the students were given preliminary test to know the basic competence and to know their earlier knowledge before they got treatment. Then, the average score in preliminary test was 66.98, 50% of students or 24 students must pass, in the test some of the students had difficult problem in reading the text.

Based on the result of the test cycle 1 and student’s problem in reading, it was identified that students still got difficulty in understanding text and to know the vocabularies meaning. But in the next meeting in cycle 1 the researcher try to combine two language, the researcher used English and translate to Indonesia. The researcher helped the students to read narrative text with come to students but just saw student’s activity and students still felt afraid to the researcher.

The result of cycle 1 was better than preliminary test, the score students was increase but it was not fulfill criteria of success. Based on the result of cycle 1, the researcher must better in cycle 2, the researcher must communicative to the students and the researcher  must speak English then translate into Indonesian.

In cycle 2, the students were active in learning process, in this cycle the researcher more communicative to the students and came to the students group by group with gave the guiding question when they read the narrative text. Because the researcher explained about the scoring criteria in reading, the students looked more active in reading process, so that the students more active to helped their friends by giving guiding question to the other friends. In this cycle 2 better than cycle1 because students was pass in cycle 2 there 48 students or 100%.
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
