In story, the curriculum of Indonesia have changes since 1945. that is in 1947, 1952, 1964, 1968, 1975, 1984, 1994 and plan in 2004. It is important to follow curriculum to be able to gain the objective in teaching and learning activity. However, a perfect curriculum has never been found because curriculum is a reflection of situation in a certain period. As the students need always change from time according to the changing of the society, scince and technology, curriculum always change too.

Today, the curriculum which we use is School Based Curriculum. School Based Curriculum is operational curriculum which is arrange and apply by each school.

SMP Plus Daar Bakkah Mergayu Tulungagung is choosen by the writer as the object of study because it has the interesting program such as:

CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

A. School Based Curriculum
School Based Curriculum (KTSP) is operational curriculum which is arranged and applied by each school.
 School Based Curriculum prevail in Indonesia since 2006/2007 as a substitute in for 2004 CompetenceBased Curriculum (Kurikulum Berbasis Kompetensi). School Based Curriculum is one idea about development of curriculum which have nearness position with learning, that is school. It is one of realization reformation of education which give autonomy for each school to develop curriculum based on potential, demand and necessity of each school.

Something need to understand in School Based Curriculum as like 
:

1. School Based Curriculum developed which is suitable with condition of school, potential, characteristic and local social culture and the students.

2. School and committe developing School Based Curriculum and sylabus based on basic of framework curriculum and SKL (Standar Kompetensi Lulusan) behind the scenes official supervition of education regency or city and Departement of Religious Affairs which have responsible in field of education.

3. School Based Curriculum in university developed and decided by each university suitable with SNP (Standart of National Educated).

School Based Curriculum is strategy developing curriculum to make school which is efective, productive and it has achievement. It is a new paradigm in developing curriculum which give wide autonomy to each school and involvement society for making teaching and learning more efective. Here, school have full authority and responsibility in deciding curriculum and learning which is suitable with point of view, mission and purpose of school.

In School Based Curriculum, curriculum is developed by teacher, headmaster, committe of school and Education Council. This corporation decided based on conference from local official , education committe from Assembly at provincial, local official education, headmaster, education staff, parents of students, and prominent citizen.

1. Base of developing School Based Curriculum
Developing of School Based Curriculum is based on UU and goverment regulation,
 such as:

1. UU Republic of Indonesia number 20, 2003, about System of National Educated.

2. Regulation of Indonesian goverment number 19, 2005, about SNP (Standart of National Educated).

3. SI (Standar Isi)

SI included material and competence to achieving graduated competence in level and genre of certain education. SI involve basic of framework and structure of curriculum Standart Competence and Based Competence in each subject and each semester. SI is decided by decision of Ministry of National Educated number 22, 2006.

4. SKL (Standar Kompetensi Lulusan)

SKL is a qualification at graduated competence and skill which decided by decision of Ministry of National Education no. 23, 2006.
2. The aims of School Based Curriculum
In general, the aims of School Based Curriculum is school more autonomous by giving autonomy to institute of education and give support to school for taking decision with participative in developing curriculum.

In specific, the aims of School Based Curriculum such as
:

1. To improve the quality of education with autonomy and inisiative of school to in developing curriculum, managing and developing resources which is available.

2. To increase society school care in developing curriculum by taking decision together.

3. To improve good competition of schools about quality of education.

3. Principles of developing School Based Curriculum
Developing School Based Curriculum has  suitable relevance by each group or a school under coordination and supervision of official education and Departement of Religious Affairs regency or city. School Based Curriculum is developed based on SI (Standar Isi), SKL (Standar Kompetensi Lulusan), guidance of curriculum arrangement which is arranged by BSNP(Badan Santandar Nasional Pendidikan) and pay attention with the consideration of school committe.

School Based Curriculum is developed based on principles, such as
:

1. Potential, development, necessity and the importance of students and their environment.

Curriculum is developed based on principle that students have central position for developing their competence to be human wich faith and devout to God, having a kind character, healthy, having knowledge, talented, creative, be autonomous, and be society which democratic and responsibility. To achieve that purpose, the developing of students competence has to be suitable with potential, development, necessity and desire of students and their environment. Students have central position, it means that the activity of learning focus on students. 

2. Variousity and integrated.

The developing of curriculum has to know on variousity of student’s characteristic, condition of region, level and genre of education, and appreciate in differences of religion, ethnic, culture, customs and traditions, social economic and gender.   

3. Perceptive in developing of knowledge, technology and art.

Curriculum developed based on awareness that knowledge, technology and art develop in a dinamic manner. Because of that, spirit ang fill of curriculum give experience to student to follow and exploit the development of knowledge, technology and art.

4. Relevant with necessity of life.

The developing curriculum has to involved stakeholders to guarantee the relevance of education with necessiry of life, including social life, business and work world. So, personality skill, intelegence, social, academic, and vocational must be developed.

5. Spreadly and continously.

Subtance of curriculum included all of competence dimension, studies scholarly and lesson plans which present with continously in all level educated.

6. Study in a hole life.

Curriculum aimed in processing of development and cultivation student wich go on a hole life. Curriculum is interrelated with educated elements of formal, nonformal and informal wich always develop.

7. Balance with nationality and regionality interest.
Curriculum developed by looking the interest among Nationality ang Regionality for building society life, Nationality and Regionality. The interest of Nationality and Regionality must fill up for each other and cultivate as the motto of “Bhineka Tunggal Ika”.

4. Operational Reference for Arrangement School Based Curriculum
School Based Curriculum arranged with paying attention the following things
:

a. Improving faithfulness, devoutness and have a kind character.


Faithfulness, devoutness and have a kind character is being basic for student establishment personality. Curriculum arranged with all kind lessons which may improve faithfulness, devoutness and having a kind character.

b. Improving potential, intellegence and desire which suitable with level of development and ability of students


Curriculum arrange for possibility development of variousity of potential, desire, intellegence, emotional, spiritual of students with optimize which suitable with level of their development.

c. Potential varieties and region characteristic and environment


Region has potential, necessity, challenge and varieties of environment characteristic. Each region need education which is suitable with caharacteristic of region and experience of daily life. Because of that, curriculum must contain that variety for produce alumnus that have relevant with necessity of region’s development.

d. The demanding of region and national development


In autonomy and decentralization era, for realizing education which autonomous and democratic need pay attention variety and support participation society with constant submitted national perception. For that, both of them must intercept with balancing and fill up in others.

e. The demanding of work world


Curriculum must contain of life skill for supplying students to entered work world. This matter very importance especially for vocational school and student who wouldn’t continue for the next level.

f. The develpments of knowledge, technology and art


Education must be continous in making adaptation with developments of knowledge and technology so constant relevant and constextual with the changing.

g. The religion


Curriculum developed for supporting the improving of faithfulness, devoutness and kind characters by keeping tolerance. Because of that, certain curriculum must support in improving faithfulness, devoutness and kind characters.

h. The dynamic of global development


Education must create autonomous, in personality or nationality life which is very important for competition in free market.

i. The national unity and nationality values

Curriculum must motivate the development of insight and nationality attitude as well as national unity for strengthening nation wholeness.

j. The condition of local social culture

Curriculum must be developed by paying attention in characteristic of local social culture and supporting conservation of culture varieties. Appreciation for local culture must grow first before studying other region culture.

k. The equivalent of gender

Curriculum must be developed in creating education which has justice and pay attention for equivalent of gender.

l. The characteristic of school

Curriculum must be developed suitable with point of view, mission, purpose, condition and the characteristic of school.
5. Structure and contents of School Based Curriculum
Structure and contents of School Based Curriculum include sub component
:

a. Lesson

It’s include “School Based Curriculum” which arrange based on necessity of student and school interrelated with effort achieving SKL.

Development of structure curriculum done with manner such as:

1). Organized time alocation of learning “time in class” all of compulsory subject and choices skill in other language.

2). Exploit 4 hours as addition for add time of learning in certain lesson or add new lesson.

3). Include “local subject” in structure of curriculum.

4). It cannot decrease subject wich able in SI (Standar IsI). 

b. Local Subject

Content about kind, strategy of choices and implementation Local Subject which implement by school. In that development consider things such as:

1). Local Subject is curricular activity which have aim for developing competence suitable with characteristic potential of region, include superiority of region.

2). Subtance of Local Subject determined by school.

3). Subtance the material which would develop isn’t suitable to be part of other subject or the subtance  of material over wide so must develop in separate subject.

4). It’s compulsory subject which include in structure of curriculum.

5). The value is quantitative.

6). Each school can done Local Subject more one kind in each semester based on interested and characteristic program study which implemented in school.

7). Student can follow more one kind of Local Subject in every years of education suitable with interested and program of Local Subject which implemented by school.

8). The subtance can be product and service talent program, example: (a) Cultivation subject: decorate plant, drug plant vegetable, cultivation of seedling decorate fish and consumption; (b) Mannering subject: making abon, chips, salty fish and meat ball; (c) Information and Communication Technic subject: web design, communication as guide, computer accuntant.

9). School has to make Standart competence, Based Competence for Local Subject which is applicated by school.

10). The study of Local Subject can be done by the teacher of it’s subject or another expert man from out of school which has relation with local subtance.

c. Self Development Activity

Purposing to give a chance to the student to develop and express their selves as their need, ability, talent, desire and the condition of the school. It’s can be applicated in activity like:

1). Concelling service (personal life, social, difficulties of study, career)

2). Creativity development, student personality, as scouting, leadership.

It is not subject of the lesson. So, it doesn’t need Standar Competence, Based Competence and syllabus. This activity implemented in extracuricullar. The valuing implemented as qualitative (description) which is focussed to the changing and development attitude of the studentafter following self development activity.

d. Arranging of Study Loading

It content of study loading mount every each subject in a week, a semester and a year of study which is implemented in the school, which is proper with time allocation in the curriculum structure. School can arrange time allocation for every each subject in a even or uneven semester in a year of study which is suitable with necessity, but the amount of study loading in a yearis consistance for hole.

The time allocation practice activity is counted like the following two lesson time of practice in the school is same as one lesson time in a class, and four lesson time of practice out of the school is same as one lesson time in a class.

School can exploit adding allocation four lesson time and time allocation of Structural Duty and Unstructural Duty 0% - 60% for each subject of the lesson (max. 60% x 38 lesson time = 22 lesson time) for remidial and suftering activity, adding practice hour and soon which proper with potential and student necessity in achieving in certain subject of the lesson.

Exploitation of time allocation of Structural and Unstructural Duty must be planned systematically and programmed in to integral part of teaching learning activity with the certain subject of the lesson. Time allocation of Structural and Unstructural doesn’t need to include in curriculum structure and syllabus, but include in lesson plan of the subject. School has to handle it, in order to use the time exploitation efficienly and effectively without loaded the student.

e. Study Completeness

It’s containing of criteria and mechanism of minimal completeness decision for each subject which decided of school by consideration as the following:

1). Ideal study completeness for each indicator is 100% with the ideal criteria minimum 75%.

2). School has to decide the minnimum completeness criteria for each subject by considering student rate ability complexity and other advantage factors.

3). School can decide the minnimum completeness criteria under ideal criteria but step by step it has to reach ideal completeness criteria.

f. Class Passing and Graduation

Containing of criteria and mechanism class passing and graduation and also the strategy for handling the students who do not pass and graduate which is done by the school. The program arrange based on the thing as following:

1). Class passing guide will be created by education director of senior high school.

2). The graduation rule will be arranged specially in onother rule.

g. Guideline

Containing of criteria and mechanism of guidelining also strategy or looking talent activity, desire and achievement which applicated by school. It’s arrange based on the guide of guidelining will be created by director.

h. Life skill education 

It isn’t subject of the lesson but it’s substance integral part for all of the lesson subject. It doesn’t include in curriculum structure. It can be represented integrationly or as a pack or modul which is planned specificly.

Life skill substance including personal skill, social, academic and vocational. For vocational skill can be get from the scholl just like local subject or talent subject. If Standart Based Competence of talent subject is not suitbla with the sutdent necessity or schol, the school may develop Standart Competence, Based Competence and other talent syllabus which is suitable with school necessity. Learning talent subject applicates comprehensifly in intercurricular.

The development of standart competence, based competence, syllabus and the material of teaching, also the implement of vocational talent learning can be applicated with formal or informal school.

i. Education Based in Local and Global Superiority

Education program which is developed using local superiority and global competition necessity. The aspect of the subtance are economic, culture, language, computer information technique, ecology and soon which have advantage in developing student competence. 

It including all of integration subject or local subject. Student can get it from formal or informal scholl.

j. Life skill education

It isn’t subject of the lesson but it’s substance is integral part for all of the lesson subject. So, it doesn’t include in curriculum structure.the content of it can be represented integrationly or as a pack or modul which is planned sepecificly. Lifa skill substance including personal skill, social, academic and vocational. For vocational skill can be got from the school just like local subject or talent subject.

If standart and based competence of talent subject is not suitable with the student necessity and school, the school may develop competence standart and based competence and other talent syllabus which is suitable with school necessity. Learning talent subject applicates comprehensifly in intercurricular. The development of standart competence, based competence, syllabus and the material of teaching, also the implement of vocational talent learning can be applicated with formal or informal school. 

k. Education based in local and global superiority

Education program which is developed using local superiority and global competition necessity. The aspect of the subtance are economic, culture, language, computer information technique, ecology, and soon which have advantage in developing student competence. This content including all integration subject or local subject. Student can get it from formal or informal school.
6. The Education Calender

Education calender is time arranging for student learning activity a year. Education calender consist of the beginning school year year, effective week of learn, effective time for learning and holiday.Every the beginning school year, team of program arranger is arrange education calender for arranging time learning activity for a year which consists of the beginning school year, effective week of learn, effective time  for learning, and holiday.

Elementary school and high school can arrange the education calender which is suitable with the region necessity, characteristic of school, necessity of student and society, by paying attention in education calender which is included in SI (Standar Isi).

Some important aspect which is to be considering in arranging education calender, such as
:

a. The beginning school year is starting time for learning activity in beginning  school year of each school. The goverment have been deciding the beginning school year on July and finishing on June for the next year.

b. The effective week of learn is week amount for learning activity in a school year. School can allocate the effective week based on condition and necessity.

c. The effective time for learning is amount of hour for learning in a week consists of learning hour amount for all subject of learning include local subject, and self development activity.

d. Holiday is time which is decide for there is no learning activity. Holiday decided based on National Educated Ministry decision, and Minister of Religious Affairs in deciding religion holiday. Governor and Organization of applying education can decide special holiday.

e. Holiday can in the middle of semester, intersemester, in the last of school year, religion holiday, general holiday, national holiday, and special holiday.

f. Holiday in the middle of semester, intersemester, last of school year used for preparing activity and administration in the last and beginning year.

g. The school in certain region which nee religion holiday more long can arrange by their self without reduce effective week amout of learn and effective time for learning.

h. The school which need special activity can allocate special time without reduce the effective week amount and the effective time for learning.

i. General/national holiday for level and genre of education decide based on Center Goverment / province / town Regulation.

B. Problems Application of School Based Curriculum
Umaedi (2001) explained that at least there were three factors that made education quality decreased, those were:

i. Policy and application of national educated using education production function approach and input-output analysis which was not used consequenly.

Input-output analysis explained that Education Department had function as a production center if it will be fullfilled with necessity input, it would produced the output. This approach also explained that if education input like teacher trainning, books and lesson tools suppliying, and also others education tools repairing will be fullfilled, so otomatically education quality (output) will be formed. In reality the education the education quality that they want would not happen. Because until now, in applying education production function approach always centering in education process.

ii. Application of national educatted was applied bureaucraticly and centralistically.

The applying of national educated was applied bureaucraticly and centrslistically, so it putting the school as education applying depend on bureaucratic necessity which had long strip in education applying and sometimes the policy was not proper with the school condition.

Because of that, the school lost their personality for developing and improving their department including increasing education quality as the one of national education purpose.

iii. The minimum of society role especially student parents  in education applying.

Until now the society participant more in input supporting (donation) is not in education process (taking decision, monitoring, evaluation, and acuntability).

Those factors can influence leraning activity, especially in appliying curriculum. Because, all of learning activity included in curriculum.

There is problems in aplliying School Based Curriculum, such as
:

1. School Based Curriculum is not systematic curriculum

The unlogical School Based Curriculum happen because school has authority in elaborating the main curriculum which is made by the goverment, but the national evaluation which is made by the gioverment in national examination more decide the student graduation.

2. School Based Curriculum is unfuctional

This curriculum become unlogic because parting development duty between the goverment and the shool is unproportional. Actually, the goverment only decide the general framework of purpose as competence, content, strategy, and evaluation. Meanwhile the developing and the applying become authority of the school.

a. The headmaster doesn’t understand about School Based Curriculum
The headmaster still makes the same pattern in learning system or learning result evaluation, which doesn’t understand with the purpose and School Based Curriculum demand which is decided by the goverment.

b. The lack of high quality teachers

i. The curriculum explanation for teacher is limited.

ii. The supplies of teacher agency give the lack of contain education material.

iii. The workshop of this curriculum is limited.

iv. The monitoring for teacher in applying School Based Curriculum is limited.

v. The books which are given to the student doesn’t support this curriculum being success.

vi. The teachers who are able or ready and can compete in this curriculum is only little.

vii. Most of the teacher only change their name, format and syllabus.

C. The Solutions of Problems Application School Based Curriculum
So many problems faced in applying School Based Curriculum. There are School Based Curriculum is not systematic curriculum, School Based Curriculum is unfunctional, the headmaster doesn’t understand about School Based Curriculum, the lack of high quality teacher. That problems need solutions.

The solutions of problems faced in application School Based Curriculum are
:

1. Making some trainnings and other activities for increasing teacher ability in making curriculum which is suitable with standart of content (SI).

2. Applying School Based Curriculum step by step.

3. Making School Based Curriculum workshop.

D. Previous Study

Wiliam Asher said that, “If man is not aware of what has been learned in history, it is said he is bound to repeat the experiences”. What his said is true. Nowdays the education problems that we get are not new. Moreover, we could say that it is old problems which often comeback in other unique form. So it is very important for the candidate of the researcher to know much about the problem.

In doing preliminary study, we may find that other people have been success in solving their problem, so there is no purpose for them to research. They may know other relevan things with their problem so make them become researcher because other people still consider that it is a problem. If there are other researchers with the same problem or they do not find the answer yet, the candidate of researcher should know what methode that used, what result that achieved, what part of the research that unfinished, what supporting factors, and how to solve their research problem.

By doing preliminary study, it economized on the power and fee. And for the researcher candidate, they will know and understand much about their problem.

The way in doing preliminary study, such as
:

1. By reading literature although in theory or findings form from the result of previous study.

2. By coming to the experts and resource person for consulting and getting the information.

3. By observing to the research place or location for seeing the things or the event.

In this study, the writer take previous study from Sulis Styiowati thesis in 2005 with the tittle “A Study of Teaching English Reading in Applying 2004 Competence Based-Curriculum of First Year Students of MAN Kunir Wonodadi”.

Her study focus on:

1. The  definition of Competence Based Curriculum.

2. The materials presented in English reading in applying 2004 Competence Based Curriculum.

3. The process of teaching English reading in applying 2004 Competence Based Curriculum.

4. The Process evaluation in English reading in applying 2004 Competence Based Curriculum.

The result of her study were:

1. Definition of 2004 Competence Based Curriculum in MAN Kunir.

Competence Based Curriculum is set of planning and management based on school and it is integrated element of local past test. In arranging the material of reading, teacher makes syllabus. It consists of basic competence, indicator, out come, scenario of instruction and assesment. In the evaluation, the teacher monitor the students participation continually till the final step. It is includes some aspect. They are cognitive, psychomotor, and effective.

2. The process of teaching English reading in applying 2004 Competence Based Curriculum.

a. Teacher’s preparation.

In arranging the material of reading, the teacher makes syllabus based on into some elements. They are; table list basic competence, indicators, and the main materials.

b. Techniques of teaching reading

1). Pre-reading activities.

· The teacher tells about the story of the experience related with the reading.

· The teacher shows the suitable picture related with reading text.

· The teacher asks sometime to the students realated with reading text.

· The teacher gives explanation about something, which is mentioned by the students related with reading text.

2). Whilst reading activities.

· The teacher gives example how to read the passage.

· The student image their teacher how to read the passage.

· The teacher asks the students to discussing about the content of the passage.

· The teacher asks one of the students to retell about the content of the passage.

3). Post reading activities.

· The teacher asks the students to make summary about the content of reading text.

· The teacher gives instruction to the students to tell again the content of reading text by their own words.

· The teacher asks the students to make dialogue based on passage and difficulty.

c. Evaluation.

The evaluation of reading, the english teacher can star to monitor the student participation continually till the final step. It is purposed to know the students participation in English reading.

3. The material of English Reading in MAN Kunir.

The material of reading, MAN Kunir uses textbook and various forms. The textbook is English for a better life. The themes that can be chosen are, I love sport, what is on, a picnic experiences, class promotion. The various forms are magazines, short story, and poetry.
4. The students achievement in English reading in applying 2004 Competence Based Curriculum.

The students’ mean score for 41 students in English reading in applying 2004 CBC are 70,07. There are 30 students get good score and 11 students get less score than average. It means that more than 50% of the students have good.

Based on that previous study, so the writer take problems which is on the focus of the study (on chapter I) with the tittle “A Study on The Application of School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah Mergayu Tulungagung”.
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CHAPTER III

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

A. Research Design

Based on the focus of the study presented the chapter I, this study is designed to obtain information concerning to the nature of phenomenon and directed toward determining the nature of situation as it exists at the time of the study. Qualitative researh is rooted in phenomenology, which sees social reality as unique
. Related to the purpose, the appropriate design of this study is descriptive qualitative. According Bogdan and Tylor that:

“Qualitative research is procedure of research which produce descriptive data as words although written or oral form from the people and the attitude which can observe”.

Sherman, Webb, and Andrews argue that Qualitative research is concerned with experience as it is ‘lived’, ‘felt’ or ‘undergone’.

This study to identify and describe the application of School Based Curriculum, the teacher problems found in teaching learning English based on School Based Curriculum, and the solutions of those teacher problems found in teaching learning English based on School Based Curriculum.

B. Time and Place of Research

To make the research easier, it was important for the researcher to know the research area. There were not certain criterion in determining the research area, but it must be clear where the research will be conducted. Related to the problem of the research area, the reasearcher was chosen SMP Plus Daar Bakkah Mergayu Tulungagung as the place of the research. For collecting data, the researcher used it because they have been done about School Based Curriculum (KTSP) in conducting their tecahing learning English.
The research was done for two months. It was happened on June and July. The researcher choosen this month because the teaching learning process was still active.

C. Observer participation

In doing qualitative research, the writer was went to the field directly because she was the instrument and also as the data collector. In this study, she  used observation, documentation and interview method. But the function of that methods were limited because there were only supporting methods. So, the participant observation for qualitative researching absolutly very needed.

Participant in this research was as participant observer or full observer. The researcher was also being collector, analisator, and reporter the data from the result of research.

At the first time, the writer came to SMP Plus Daar Bakkah Mergayu Tulungagung as a researcher on 4​th of June 2008 for meeting the headmaster by bringing research permition letter from STAIN Tulungagung with research proposal. After reading it, the headmaster gave briefing in doing direct research and collecting data all about the research title “A Study on The Application of School Based Curriculum (KTSP) at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah Mergayu Tulungagung”.

The writer done interviewed the headmaster, headmaster vice of curriculum, and the english teachers on 9th of June 2008 for collecting data about focusing of study. The interviewed was condecucted during their activity of teaching learning process without bothering them.

D. Data Sources

1. Kind of data

Data is the result of research notice which is as a fact or numeral.
 Collecting data must relevant with the problem that faced. In this study, researcher use qualitative data because it describes the implementation of School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah Mergayu Tulungagung.

2. Data sources

Data sources is “the subject where the data got”.
 Data sources is the guideline of place where the data come from. Informant in this searching were headmaster, headmaster vice of curriculum and english teachers in SMP Plus Daar Bakkah Mergayu Tulungagung. The result of observation are about the focus of the study and the interviewing which is produce data as opinion and statements then the writer represent it in the written form.

In increasing of searching data, she used data source as document in SMP Plus Daar Bakkah. 

The data which she collected from field was interrelated data in the focus of the study. The data which collectes was qualitative data, as statement or opinion which was changed in to written form.

She established data sources which relevant with the first focus of the study that was the application of School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah Mergayu Tulungagung. Based on it, she took data sources from lesson plan, sylabus, curriculum and supporting books which was used in teaching learning at that school. For the secong and the tird focus of the study about problems faced and the soulvation of english teacher’s problems in teaching learning based on School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah, she took data sources from headmaster, headmaster vice of curriculum and english teachers in that school.

E. Method of Collecting Data

According Lexy. J. Moleong “Method of collecting data is manner which can use of researcher for collcting data”.

For getting data which had interrelated with focus of the study, the writer used techniques of collecting data as follow:

1. Observation 

Observation is “the observing and recording systematically toward indicated which research object showed”.
 

The writer attended in the research location attemped to observing and recording of what happened in teaching learning English based on School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah Mergayu Tulungagung with correctly.

In the last observing, the writer made summary of data for data analysis which was needed. And the instrument was observation guideline.

2. Interview

Interview or oral questionnaire is a dialog which is interviwer doing for getting information from interviewee.

This method is used on interviewer to get information from interviewee which doing dialog with headmaster, headmaster vice of curriculum and the english teachers at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah Mergayu Tulungagung. It also used to collect data which was not written yet.

3. Documentation

Documentation is “looking for data about things and variebles which as notice, transcript, books, newspaper, magazine, epigraphy, notes of meeting, agenda and etc”.

This method used for collecting the datas with investigated of documents and it was place for preparing data and information. It also used for getting data about structure of organization, rooms sketch, profile and atc. Which had interrelated with this method.

F. Data Analysis

Data analysis is “the effort which has done with data, organize it, separate it to be unit which can execute, synthesize it, seek and find pattern, find what are the importants, what are the lessons, and decide what can tell to the others”.

The writer had perocessing data which was collected with observation, interview and documentation then arrange it used qualitative approach. Data which collected from field, she analized and represented in thesis. The data which was got arranged in group based on the focus of the study, and then analized with qualitative technique. This data analized with inductive analysis technique.

Inductive analysis is “the result of research in the field then formed in the theory, law, not theory which have able, but developed it from field”.
 

In this context, the writer attemped delved the data from field which then she flatten in a flat of data and then analized with inductive technique.

G. Trust Worthyness of the Study

The data which got from field research location can has validity, so attemped which research done was:
1. The longness attendance

Int this research, the writer as instrument. Her participant in collecting data not enough in the short time, but it needed the longness attendance on research setting in order to increasing degree of believed based on the data which was collected.

Based on agreed with the headmaster for coming in the reaearch location with incedental and the data which was needed still lack, so the writer intensificate attendance up to thesis examination and after it if needed.

2. Triangulation

Triangulation is the general manner which used for increasing the validity data in qualitative research.

According Moleong: “Triangulation is technique investigation of validity data which exploit something out of that data for the verification need or  as compare it”. “Sources triangulation is compare and verificate back degree of believed to an information which get it with the different time and tool in qualitative research”. There are some ways in doing that, those are: 1) Comparing the data from the research result with the data from interview, 2) comparing the interviewers said in the public with what they said personality, 3) comparing what the people said about the condition of the research with what they said all the time, 4) comparing the condition and perspective of someone others opinion and perspective of people such as citizen, the people who has middle and high education, rich people, goverment, 5) comparing the result of interview with connected document.
 The sources are getting information from headmaster, headmaster vice of curriculum and english teachers.

On the applicated, she compared the data result of observation and interview also documentation which had interrelated. So, what had got from a source can more have validity if compared with the data which was got from other source.

3. Discussing with friend

According Moleong, discussing with friend is technique which do with expose the while and the last result which get in discussing with friendin colleague.

From information which was got, it hoped can matc the different opinion, so the result of research can more steady. In this discussion, she had done with friends as same researcher.

H. Time Schedule

In seventh semesters to be student of english education program departement of islamic education state islamic college (STAIN) Tulungagung, the writer begun prepared for arranging thesis with read books about education. With that supplied from followed seminar proposal of thesis program, she submitted proposal with the title “A Study on The Application School Based Curriculum (KTSP) at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah Mergayu Tulungagung” which had seminar on 11th of March 2008.
Since that, she looking for literature about everything which had interrelated with theme that thesis, although for based of theory or method of research. As the beginner researcher in qualitative research, so she begun asked everything which was not understanded to guide lecture and colleague which had competition in qualitative research. She came in the research location directly with developed research design. And then, she had interviwed and observed on the subject of research, so she got data which as soon as possible produced to be new literary work, that was thesis.
CHAPTER IV

RESULT OF RESEARCH
A. Data Presentation

1. The brief history of SMP Plus Daar Bakkah 

The first time, this school was in boarding form. It was ladies boarding school and the main purpose was only focusing in memorizing Al_Qur’an. After running about six month, it became Islamic Senior High School. It happened on 2003.

The Islamic Senior High School just run for about three years, but it finally and the students merged with the students in Islamic Senior High School of Muhammadiyah. It was dispersed because the interested of society decreased, and they thought that if only memorizing Al-Qur’an there wouldn’t interest for students to study there so they had only few students. 

On 2006, this school began again in the form Islamic Junior High School with name SMP Plus Daar Bakkah which had legaliztion by National Educated Departement. The name Daar Bakkah taken from arabic words. Daar mean home and Bakkah mean Mecca.

SMP Plus Daar Bakkah is not only depend on education officer in the form of Junior High School, but there is afternoon Islamic School which contents of Islamic subject just like Fiqih, Aqidah Akhlak, Nahwu Shorof, Tahfidzul Qur’an, Mufrodzat and Arabic. Everyday, this Islamic school begun at two o’clock until five o’clock. And in the morning, at 06.45 until 11.30 which get general subject such as Mathematic, English, Biology, and ect.
2. The geographical condition

As mentioned above, SMP plus Daar Bakkah is located at Mergayu Village, Bandung sub. Distric, Tulungagung, post code 66274, East Java. It is south side of Tulungagung town, about 1 kilometer distance from sub. District Bandung and 25 kilometers from the center of this town.

3. Condition of teachers of SMP Plus Daar Bakkah

As the students, teachers take an urgent role in education. There is no teaching learning process without teacher. Teachers facilitate their students to reach and to capture the material given.

6. Data Presentation

To know the application, problems and solutions of School Based Curriculum apllied at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah, the writer collected the data by conducting interview to the Headmaster, the Vice Headmaster Curriculum, and the English teacher.

a. The application School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah

Mrs. Reny Widya Widawati, SP. as headmaster of SMP Plus Daar Bakkah said that the School Based Curriculum applied by combinning the curriculum from National Educated Departement and Boarding School curriculum. It means that the subject lesson of this school included Islamic and general subject.

Mrs. Vidya Kusumaningrum as vice headmaster curriculum said that before the teachers teaching in class, they must prepare their teaching with arranging syllabus based on School Based Curriculum first. So, their teaching learning activity in clas can run systematicly and effectively. Then based on the lists of effectively week, the teacher made the purpose of learning briefly, and required School Based Curriculum. To the material given, the students appropriately based on their level, competence, and curriculum based.

b. The teacher problems found in teaching learning English based on School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah

Mrs. Reny Widya Widawati, SP. (the headmaster of SMP Plus Daar Bakkah) said that the main problem in applying School Based Curriculum was on the teachers. The teachers can not arrange syllabus and School Based Curriculum correctly, because they never follow workshop about School Based Curriculum yet. It was serious problem because if the teachers can not arrange syllabus and curriculum correctly for preparing their teaching especially English in the class, so the activity teaching learning will not run well.

Mrs. Vidya Kusumaningrum (vice headmaster curriculum) said that the teachers in SMP Plus Daar Bakkah never follow workshop about the application of School Based Curriculum. So, the teachers knowledge about School Based Curriculum is limited. Beside that, the society role especially student parents in application of education are minimum. Until now, the society participant more in input supporting (donation) is not in education process such as in monitoring students in their studies. Whereas, here, the society participant in monitoring students in their studies are needed for supporting teaching learning process effectively. Because of that, the application School Based Curriculum in teaching learning process is not effective, so it becomes problems in the application of School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah Mergayu Tulungagung. 

According Mrs. Vidya Kusumaningrum, the other problem is on the qualities of the English Teachers. The English teachers in SMP Plus Daar Bakkah are not from Education Department. It makes their ability in arranging curriculum and syllabus still lack.

Mrs. Dianah Nur Sa’adah and Mr. Sanusi as the English teachers said that they got some difficulties in arranging syllabus based on School Based Curriculum, because they didn’t known and understand how to arranging it correctly.

c. The solutions of problems application School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah

Mrs. Reny Widya Widawati, SP. (the headmaster) said that to solving the problems in applying School Based Curriculum, she gave direction and divided her knowledge about it to the teachers where she got from following workshop in MAN 1 Tulungagung. Beside she as headmaster at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah, she also as biology teacher at MAN 1 Tulungagung, so she can follow workshop at that school and understand about School Based Curriculum. She also said that SMP Plus Daar bakkah will organized workshop about it.

Mrs. Vidya Kusumaningrum (the vice headmaster of curriculum) said that as the vice headmaster curriculum, she must mastery in arranging School Based Curriculum, so she becomes the leader for other teachers in arranging and applying it. Her attemp to make the teachers understand about the application of School Based Curriculum, she tried to get many information and knowledge about that from Education Official, she also get the guidance book of School Based Curriculum application. From that, she try to give trainning for the teachers in applying it. She also keep monitoring the application of School Based Curriculum.

The role of society very needed to make education applying run well. The school including headmaster and all teachers in SMP Plus Daar Bakkah rely that they cann’t apply education well without the society participant. Because of that, school has schedule for meeting with the student parents once time in three months for monitoring teaching learning result and sharing about the development of students.

In solving the qualities of teacher, the school ask to the teachers should have S1 degree wich is from Education Department. The teachers who have S1 degree but not graduate from Education Department should take akta 4. this is has purpose to improve the teachers quality in teaching.
B. Data Analysis

School Based Curriculum is operational curriculum which is arranged and applied by each school, so the school have full authority and responsibility in deciding curriculum and learning based on their point of view, mission and the purpose of that school. School Based Curriculum developed which is suitable with condition of school, potential, characteristic and local social culture and the students.

Based on it, in applying School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah, the teachers made syllabus as their teaching preparration based on that curriculum. Then based on the lists of effectively week, the teacher made the purpose of learning briefly, and required School Based Curriculum. To the material given, the students appropriately based on their level, competence, and curriculum based.

The problems application of School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah were they never follow workshop about that curriculum and the teachers didn’t known and understand how to arrange it. The solution of that problems were they divided their knowledge who had followed workshop about School Based Curriculum, looking for guidance and examples about how to arranging that curriculum correctly.

C. Discussion of findings

Based on the data gotten from the interview, observation, and documentation, the researcher arrive at the final conclussion that the application of School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah in their teaching learning English they used some media such as pictures and many supporting book so their teaching lerning process can more effective. In applying School Based Curriculum the teachers made syllabus as their teaching preparration based on that curriculum. Then based on the lists of effectively week, the teacher made the purpose of learning briefly, and required School Based Curriculum. To the material given, the students appropriately based on their level, competence, and curriculum based.
It was based on the analysis showed there was some problems that the teachers faced in applying School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah such as the teachers never follow workshop and the background of their studies was not from Education Department which is made them do not understand about the application of that curriculum. But, they have attemped to solve their problems such as the vice headmaster curriculum who she must mastery in arranging the School Based Curriculum becomes the leader for the other teachers by making the teachers understand and giving them information and knowledge obout the application of School Based Curriculum. The teachers also increase their ability by continuing their studies especially in Education Department.
CHAPTER V

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESION
A. Conclusion
1. SMP Plus Daar Bakkah in their teaching learning English based on School Based Curriculum they used some media such as pictures and many supporting book so their teaching lerning process can more effective In applying School Based Curriculum the teachers made syllabus as their teaching preparration based on that curriculum. Then based on the lists of effectively week, the teacher made the purpose of learning briefly, and required School Based Curriculum. To the material given, the students appropriately based on their level, competence, and curriculum based.

2. The teacher problems found in teaching lerning based on School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah were the teachers never follow workshop about the application of School Based Curriculum and also the qualities the teachers who are not graduated from Education Department. So, it makes their ability in arranging curriculum and syllabus still lack.

3. The solution of teacher problems found in teaching learning English based on School Based Curriculum at SMP Plus Daar Bakkah were the teachers never divided their knowledge who had followed workshop about School Based Curriculum, looking for guidance and examples about the application School Based Curriculum correctly. And it aslo increase the teachers ability by continuing to study S1 degree which is from Education Department or taking akta 4.

B. Suggestion

The suggestion which is able in this thesis are as follows:

1. For headmaster

As the headmaster hopped can give some policy which can used for the process teaching learning more active. For making the teachers understand about the application of School Based Curriculum, the headmaster hopped too give them understanding about it by doing workshop in their school. So, they will understand about it and the teaching learning process can be more effective. And also, the headmaster receive the teachers who have good qualities especially the teachers who graduated from Education Department.

2. For the vice headmaster curriculum

It is hopped to the vice headmaster curriculum to monitoring the application of School Based Curriculum, so that is really applied rightly.

3. For the teacher

It is expected for the teachers to increase and develop their ability in teaching, especially Englis. For the teachers who didn’t get S1 degree hopped continue their study especially in education department. The teachers who have S1 degree but not from education department hopped take akta 4, because they works in education field and it will support the application of education.
