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CHAPTER II
RIVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
This chapter reviews the theories relates to research problems covering the English vocabulary, kinds of vocabularies, the importance of vocabulary, types of text, definition of descriptive text and teaching vocabulary using descriptive text.
2.1 Teaching Vocabulary
According to Red John (2000: 16) vocabulary is knowledge involves knowing the meanings of words and therefore the purpose of a vocabulary test into find out whether the learners can match each word with a synonym, adictionary – tape definition, or an equivalent word in their own language. It means that in learning vocabulary we have to know the meaning of it and also understand and can use it in sentence context. 

Igbaria (1997:5), “Vocabulary is needed for expressing meaning and in using the receptive (listening and reading) and the productive (speaking and writing) skills.” So it means that the learners in learning foreign language need to master the words that are used in communication. So it can be understood that vocabulary is one of keys to be successful in learning English.
Teaching English vocabulary is an important area worthy of effort and investigation. Teaching vocabulary here is concerned with the basic technique for presenting new words. The teacher has to know how to present new words in all aspect of teaching vocabulary such as p, spelling and meaning. It is stated by Finochiaro (1994:26), “Vocabulary should be taught and practiced only in the context of real situation so that meaning will be clarified and reinforced. New pattern of language should be introduced and practiced with vocabulary that the students have already known.”
It means that, sometimes teachers translate the meaning of all new words and the students just write all the new words and they are often left with a very long list of unconnected words to learn. After clearly teaching the meaning of new words, the teacher must teach their usage because many English words mean different things in different context. Teachers can help the students to record the new words in a useful way. The teachers need to help them to remember and to use these new words correctly and easily.

In the other hand, the students should be trained in how to use dictionaries effectively but they can also become over dependent on dictionaries. Problems can arise over wrongly using the multiple meaning and various uses of words. The teacher also needs to think how to build on the vocabulary that they already have. Direct translation has its place in language teaching and learning. It is a time saving and useful technique for words that are not easily translated from English to the mother language. So it means that translation can be good idea. To help students’ record new word is to encourage them to order their notes. It may be useful to record new word in meaning areas.
2.2 Types of Vocabulary
To learn English, the learners have to master four skills. The four skills are listening, speaking, reading and writing. The four skills can not be separated one another because they are related closely. Vocabulary has types based on the four skills. They are:

A.
Reading vocabulary


A person’s reading vocabulary is all the words he or she can recognize when reading. This is the largest type of vocabulary simply because it includes the other three.
B.
Listening vocabulary


A person’s listening vocabulary is all the words he or she can recognize when listening to speech. This vocabulary is aided in size by context and tone of voice.
C.
Writing vocabulary 

A person’s writing vocabulary is all the word he or she can employ writing. Contrary to the previous two vocabulary types, the writing vocabulary is stimulated by its user.

D.
Speaking vocabulary 

A person’s speaking vocabulary is all the words he or she can use in speech. Due to the spontaneous nature of the speaking vocabulary, words are often misused. This misuse-though slight and unintentional-may be compensated by facial expressions, tone of voice, or hand gestures.
2.3 Kinds of Vocabulary
In daily activity, the people do the four skills. They are listening, speaking, reading and writing. The four skills can not be separated from vocabulary. Even if we learn a word, it takes a lot of practice and context connection for us to learn it well. English vocabulary is divided into two kinds. They are passive vocabulary and active vocabulary.

A.
Passive Vocabulary


Passive vocabulary is a rough grouping of words we understand when we hear them. We often get passive vocabulary in our daily life. For example, when we are listening song or someone speaks. Another example is when we are reading. The words that we caught from them are passive vocabulary. The listener and the reader recognize but would not necessarily be able to produce.

B.
  Active Vocabulary


Active vocabulary is made up of words that come to our mind immediately when we have to use them in a sentence, as we speak. Active vocabulary appear when produce the words to sentences in speaking or writing. 

Based on the definition above the vocabulary of four skills can be divided into passive and active vocabulary. The words that we caught from listening, reading are passive vocabulary. The words that we produce in speaking or writing are called active vocabulary. 
2.4 The Importance of Vocabulary

Zimmerman (1997:5), it stated that, “Vocabulary is central to language and of critical importance to the typical language learner.” So it means that vocabulary is the key and basic component to master in four English language skills, listening, reading, speaking and writing skills because every language must have its vocabulary. By mastering vocabulary, the students have a basic element of language to communicate with others. The importance of vocabulary includes:
· An extensive vocabulary aids expressions in communication

· Vocabulary size has been directly linked to reading comprehension

· Linguistic vocabulary is synonymous with thinking vocabulary

· A person maybe judged by others based on his or her vocabulary
2.5 Types of Text

Text is the original words of something written or printed, as opposed to a paraphrase translation, revision or condensation. According to content standard of 2006 curriculum, there are five texts that should be taught to the junior high school students. The following are the five texts and their function which are listed in alphabetical order:

a. Descriptive text functions to describe a particular person, place or thing.

b. Narrative text functions to amuse, entertain, and to deal with actual or vicarious experience in different ways; narratives deal with problematic events which lead to a crisis or tuning point of some kind, which in turn finds a resolution.

c. Procedure text functions to describe how something is accomplished through a sequence of actions or steps.

d. Recount text functions to retell events for the purpose of informing or entertaining

e. Report text functions to tell information about something, the way it is, as a result of systematic observation or analysis.
2.6 Definition of Descriptive Text 
Descriptive text is a text which says what a person, a place, or a thing is like. It functions to describe and reveal a particular person, place or thing. And this text has two generic structures:
1. Identification
: identifying phenomenon to be described
2. Description
: describing the phenomenon in parts, qualities and characteristics

Descriptive text also uses special language features such as the following:

1. Certain noun, for examples: teacher, house, my cat and so on
2. Simple present tense

3. Detailed noun phrase, foe examples: it was a large yard, a sweet young lady and so on
4. Any kinds of adjectives, which point out describing, numbering, classifying, for examples: two strong legs, sharp white fangs and so on

5. Relating verbs to give information about subject, for example: my mom is really cool, she has very thick fur and so on

6. Thinking verbs or feeling verbs to express personal view of the writer, for instances: I think it is clever animal
7. Actions verbs, for examples: our new puppy bites our new shoes and so on
8. Adverbials, to provide additional information, for examples: fast, at the tree house

9. Figurative language, like simile, metaphor, for examples: John is white as chalk, and so on

2.7 Teaching Vocabulary Using Descriptive Text
A text is as one media which maybe used by the teacher to help the students easily understand the new words. There are some new words in a text that sometimes the students don’t understand and difficult to memorize it. It supported by Bossers (1992:3) said, “When the text has many new words, students quickly despair and are discouraged.”
Descriptive text is one kind of text. In the other hand, it has motivated students of Junior High School. They can get some new words from the text that they have read and the teacher must give them motivation and explain the new vocabulary in context. 

There are some advantages of using descriptive text in teaching English vocabulary:

a. If the words are difficult to be explained, the teacher can explain and raise the students’ imagination the new vocabulary
b. It will motivate the students to learn English

c. Students will be active to learn English, because their imagination has growth by new vocabulary.

d. The students will be more focused on the materials

According that, descriptive text is useful in teaching vocabulary. Using descriptive text the students’ imagination can raise and they will be also easily in memorizing the new vocabulary.
2.8 Language Testing Items on Vocabulary
A vocabulary test is conducted to determine the degree to which the examiner wishes to concentrate on testing the students’ active or passive vocabulary. Heaton (1988:9) states that vocabulary test measures the students’ knowledge of the meaning of certain words as well as the pattern and collocation in which they occur. Heaton (1988:55-63) also divides vocabulary test into multiple–choice, sets (associated words), matching and completion items.

The first decision that must be made whether to test the students’ active or passive vocabulary, that is, the words they should be using in their speech or writing or those they will need merely comprehend especially in their reading. Generally, speaking vocabulary test on an intermediate level will concentrate on the words needed in speaking or in comprehending the oral language, while test on an advanced level will deal mostly with the lexicon of written English, the words needed by students if they are to understand newspaper, periodicals, literature and text books (Harris, 1974:48).
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
