CHAPTER III

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

This chapter consists of the explanation of the research design, data collecting, and analysis in order to answer the research questions.
A. Research Design

The research design of this study is qualitative based on the criteria: Having one natural settings as the data source, using the researcher as the key instrument, having much concern with the process rather than the outcomes, being descriptive in nature, having much concern with utterances or words as the analyzing the data rather than the numbers, and analyzing the data inductively.
Along with the objective of the research, that is to describe the teaching of English speaking by the English teachers of MTsN Termas Baron Nganjuk, the data were collected by observing some important events that occur naturally in the classroom. In addition, questionnaires were distributed to the English teacher of each grade concerning the techniques, and the evaluation, that the teacher use in teaching speaking, the use of media and other factors that support the learners in learning or acquiring English speaking.

B. The Subject of the Research

Two English teachers of MTsN Termas Baron Nganjuk were the subjects the research. Each teacher represents a different grade at MTsN Termas Baron Nganjuk, that are 1st, and 2nd were selected based on their professionalism. The students were also taken from the two different class levels as the subject of this research. The researcher intends to observe the ways given to those different levels of the students. The researcher symbolizes the English teacher of the first year with T1, and the second year English teacher with T2.
C. Data and Source of Data

The data of this study were taken from the direct observation, which were conducting two times, for each grade/glass concerning to the teachers and learners’ activities in learning English-speaking in the classroom. The questionnaires distributed to the English teachers were also the source of the data in this study finally; the data of the media and how it was used were obtained through unstructured interview.

D. Technique of Collecting the Data

In this part, a number of instruments were prepared to collect the data. The instrument consisted of observation sheets, field notes, questionnaires, and interview.
1) Observation

The must important event in this study is observation. The observation is used to identify the strategies used by the teacher in teaching English-speaking that include the teaching techniques and the learners’ activities. In conducting the observation, the role of the researcher is as an observer in which she sat on the back seat observing and doing note taking about all related events that occurred in the classroom.
2) Field Notes

During the observation, field notes activities were made in order to describe all teachers and learners’ activities in the classroom. In other words, the data of the observation were directly written in form of field notes. Specifically, the data obtained was focused on the techniques that were used by the English teachers in teaching speaking.

3) Questionnaires

Respondents were also used in this study in order to get information about the teaching of English speaking in English class of MTsN Termas Baron Nganjuk. The questionnaires were used to identify the teachers’ perspectives in relation with the teaching techniques that were used by the English teachers and the media, technique and evaluation applied in the classroom.

4) Interview 

Since two times observation is enough to find information related to the use of the media, technique and evaluation in the classroom, interview given to the English teacher of MTsN Termas Baron Nganjuk was directed to get information on what types and how they use of media in the classroom. It was conducted out side the classroom when the English teachers were free. To have a smooth interview, it needed unstructured interview to encourage the teachers to talk freely about what kinds of media, technique and evaluation they usually used in the classroom and how the media were applied in the classroom. 

E. Data Analysis

The technique of analyzing data on this study was adapted from Huberman. He confirms that data analysis’s of three activities, namely: data reduction, data display, and data verification. In data reduction, the process, selecting, and organizing raw data obtained in data collections were done. In data abstracting, all of the collected data were transcribed into written texts. This activity can be said as “data display” in which “display” means on organized assembly of information that permits conclusion drawing and acting taking. In other words, a set of information is arranged to lead the researcher to draw the conclusion of the research. The data can also be displayed by showing than in the form of matrices, graphs, network, and charts.

The final activity in the data analysis is “conclusion drawing or verification”. This activity tries to find out the meanings, patterns, explanations, possible configurations, causal flows, and propositions of certain things.

In relations to this study, the data collected from the observation was focused on the process of the teaching of English speaking skill in the classroom. Supporting the process of data collection, the researcher intensively did the observation, distributed questionnaires, and interviewed the subject s of the research, further more, the data which were obtained from the observation, field note on the observation questionnaires, and from the interview were analyzed through the process of data reduction which included the process of selecting and organizing the raw data. The irrelevant data with the research question were discarded, while the relevant or raw data were selected and organized.

The result of data reduction would lead to the process of data display in which the data would be selected and arranged or organized in such way so that each type of data can be used to describe the teaching of English speaking skill and the use of media, technique and evaluation at MTsN Termas Baron Nganjuk.
Finally, completing the 1st and 2nd step the conclusion was drawn to describe the way the English teachers teach English speaking in the classroom. Besides, the researcher displays the media, technique and evaluation used in the speaking activities. The way the data was analyzed in the study is described in figure 3.1. As shown on the table, the data has been collected through observation, distributing questionnaires, interview, and field note. After the data has been obtained, they were analyzed by the process of data reduction which in values the process of selecting, simplifying, and organizing these raw data by referring to the formulation of research problems. Next, the researcher came to data display. In this process the data that have been analyzed through data reduction were displayed or presented in the form or narrative texts. The data are refers to the techniques used by the English teachers of MTsN Termas Baron Nganjuk in teaching speaking. After the data have been displayed, the researcher came to final step of the analysis that is drawing conclusion of this study based on the findings.

However, in this step, there are temporary and final conclusions drawings. If the findings match with the research question means that the researcher can taken final conclusion drawing. In other words, she gets a valid conclusion. In contrast, if the findings do not match with the research questions it means that the research should take temporary conclusion drawing, so the finding or the data is invalid. In this case, the researcher should back to the data displayed or to data reduction in order to find a valid final conclusion drawing.

F. Trustworthiness of Data

In this study, triangulation was used to check the trustworthiness of the data. According to Miles Huberman, triangulation is the use of two or more methods of data collection in the study of some aspects of human behavior.
 In addition, Bogdan and Biklen confirm that triangulation was first borrowed in the social sciences to convey the idea that to establish a fact you need more than one sources of information.

In relation to this study, the use of trustworthiness of the data is necessary to be checked in order to reduce the researchers’ opinion, prejudices and biases about the data that have been obtained from the field notes on observation, questionnaires, and interview.

Moreover, trustworthiness of data provides the researcher with the real research finding on the teaching of English speaking skill in the classroom of MTsN Termas Baron Nganjuk and the use of media. To get the trustworthiness in this study, more than one instrument we used. For example, in the teaching and learning nativities, the teacher observed that the English teacher of the first year used English about 75% in the classroom. In order to check the validity of this data, the researcher asked the teacher in the questionnaire refers to the percentage of using English in the classroom, and the answer was the same with data in the observation.

Triangulation may be defined as the use of two or more methods of data collection in study of some aspects of human behavior (Miles and Huberman, 1984). While Hubberd and Power state that triangulation is the use of multiple sources to support findings in qualitative research. Other experts, namely, Bogdan and Biklen and Denzin suggest that triangulation techniques include (1) sources or data triangulation, (2) investigator triangulation, (3) theory triangulation, and (4) methodological triangulation. Among those four triangulation techniques, three of them were employed in the study, i.e. sources or data triangulation, theory triangulation, and methodological triangulation.
The researcher used two from four kind of triangulation. There are data triangulation and methodological triangulation. In the data, triangulation for the study was done by analyzing the utterances produced by the teacher and the students while they were having classroom interaction. In the present study of methodological triangulation, was done by employing different methods of collecting data, namely observation, interview, field notes, and recording with a cassette recorder.
