CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

This chapter introduces the background of the study, the research questions, the objectives of the study, the significance of the study, the scope of the study, definition of key terms, and organization of the study.
A. Background of the Study

Language is a means of communication. By using language, people can express ideas, thought, opinions and their minds. Language is the most important means in our life, because it is impossible for people to communicate with other and carry on their daily activities without using language. In addition, the development of human civilization is being resulted from the regular contact that involves the use of language.

English is one of languages which is known and used by most people in the world either as the first (the native language), the second (the language which is used after the first language such as Indonesia which is spoken by Javanese), or foreign language (the language that used not as first or second language).
English become International Language. In this case, language has very important part since it is used in the written form. There are many literatures that written in English. Each advance in science, engineering, trade, politics and almost every branch of human thought is mastering English becomes the most importance factors for people who don’t want to be left behind by science and technology development.

Speaking is the main priority in language learning. According to Allen, speaking is a sound practice, particularly in the early stages of learning a language, to give priority to the development of automatic speech habit.
 From that definition, the purpose of oral exercise is to develop students’ capacity in speech unit. Automatically, speaking here might conform all aspects of speaking test, they are Accent, Grammar, Vocabulary, Fluency and Comprehension.
Developing speaking has become main target in every English Department of college, University, or higher university education institution. According to Corder the object of teaching language is to enable the learners behave is such away as a member of communication other them his own.

In other hand, self-expressing in English is not always easy for learners in general, especially for beginners including students of junior high school (SMP). It is due to their limited knowledge of English. Consequently, they are reluctant to speak English in the classroom. In addition, students find it difficult to talk freely in the classroom because they do not know how to organize their thoughts.
According to Brown and Nation, when learners begin to speak in another language, their speaking skill will need to be based on some form-focuses learning. An effective way to begin is to base speaking on some useful, simple memorized, phrases and sentences. These may be greetings, simple personal descriptions, and simple questions and answers.
 His states that with beginners, teachers usually limit the scope of the conversations, so that these conversations are manageable and the students are successful. One way teachers do this is to control the kinds of questions they ask, using yes-no, either-or, and identity questions, so these types of questions only require short respond.
To let students practice English in class, first, teachers need to adopt and vary the techniques of teaching. The techniques include free talk, retelling and role-playing, story telling, describing pictures, speech contest, acting and speaking, speaking and drawing, acting as an interpreter and using games. Second, a teacher needs to get involved in the class. According to Harmer, some teachers get very involved with their students during a speaking activity and want to join too. There is nothing wrong with teachers getting involves of course if the teachers do not start do dominate. Although it is possible it’s better to stand back so that they can watch and listen to what is going on, students can also appreciate teacher’s participation at the appropriate level. Sometimes, however, teachers can intervene in some way if the activity is not running smoothly.

The next is how a teacher uses a media in their teaching process. Media has an important function in a teaching learning process. By using media, may be a student will understand what a teacher explains and so, a teacher will be easier to transfer their knowledge to their students. Therefore, the aids or media should be taken into account. Heinich et al. informs that film, television, radio, audio recordings, photographs, projected visuals, printed materials, and the like are media of communication. They are considered instructional media when they are used to carry messages with an instructional intent.
 In addition, he adds that the usefulness of media as an instructional tool, according to Heinch et all not only provides the necessary concrete experiences, but also helps the students integrate prior experiences. From historical point of view, improving the relationship between concrete and abstract learning experiences was a key reason for using instructional media.

In order to discover the real process of teaching and learning speaking in the classroom, it is necessary to investigate the practice in the field MTsN Termas Baron Nganjuk is one of Islamic schools in which can learners on its teaching speaking. Based on the writer experiences so far the fact shows that in reality students have still wants learning speaking and how to apply it in daily life. In this case, the writer to conduct a research in MTsN Termas Baron Nganjuk, since it in entitled “THE TEACHING OF SPEAKING IN THE ENGLISH CLASS AT MTsN TERMAS BARON NGANJUK”
B. Problem of the Study

Based on the background of the study, the writer would like to formulate the following problems:

1. What techniques that the teachers use in teaching speaking at MTsN Termas Baron Nganjuk?

C. Purpose of the Study

E. Scope and Limitation of the Study

The focus of this study is the teaching of English speaking by the teachers of MTsN Termas Baron Nganjuk. However, because the writer don’t have enough time, the main points investigated in this study will only involve the techniques, the media, and the evaluation the teachers use in teaching speaking. 
Besides only focusing speaking class, this study is also focusing on two grades. They have been chosen in the study to represent one class from the first grade, and one class from the second grade. The reason why writer didn’t cover the 3rd grade is that at the time, when the writer are conducting the research, they have already completed English class and are having their final test. Therefore, there were two classes chosen as the subject of the study. The reason why two different grade levels were taken was that it is important to identify the deferent ways given to the different levels of students. F. Definition of Key Terms

a. Teaching

c. Technique
: a method of doing or performing, in the art of sciences, that is use teachers for teaching and learning process in the classroom.

d. Role-play
: the activities in which students are asked to imagine that they are in different situations and act accordingly.
e. Motion pictures: a moving image in color or black and white produced from live action or from graphic representations.

f. Media

: is any person, material or event that establishes conditions, which enable the learner or acquire knowledge, skill and attitude.
