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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION
In this chapter, the researcher will present seven topics related to this research. Those include background of the research, formulation of the research problem, the purposes of the research, the significance of the research, scope and limitation of the research, definitions of key terms and research paper organization.
A. Background of the Research
Language can be described as a means of communication. As Brown (2000: 5) points out: “Language is a system of arbitrary conventionalized vocal, written or gestural symbols that enable members of a given community to communicate intelligibly with one another.” Before that, Smith in (Hill 1968:90) had defined language as a means through which interaction between human being takes places, and interaction – human interaction – is equated with communication. From those definitions it is clear that language is used as a means of communication.
In this world, there are many kinds of language for communication. Every country has its own language, for example Japan has Japanese, Indonesia has Indonesian, Spain has Spanish, England has English, etc.
Yet from those kinds of language, English seems to be the most important language in the world’s civilization. Many countries in this world have spoken English and there are many literatures written in English. It means that English constitutes a means of international communication, and it is spoken by millions of people in across the globe. 
Nowadays English become widely used in the world; some South East Asian countries like Singapore and Malaysia use English as their second language, but in Indonesia English is a foreign language. Although English is not as second language in Indonesia, it has important roles in many aspects of life such as tourism, business, and academic fields.

In Indonesia, English has been studied from elementary school and even it has been studied in kindergarten right now.  Indonesians understand the importance of learning English for career opportunities in the global market place.

Most of people in Indonesia learn foreign language especially English in the classroom. For many people, classroom language is the major source of foreign language learning. In every school in Indonesia, English as a foreign language is considered difficult by many students. Managing the classroom is one of the criteria of success in teaching and learning process. The kind of language used by the teacher in managing the classroom is known as teacher talk (TT). Richard (1999:375) defines teacher talk as “that variety of language sometimes used by teachers when they are in the process of teaching.” Rod Ellis (1985) has formulated his own view about teacher talk: “Teacher talk is the special language that teachers use when addressing L2 learners in the classroom” (Xiao-yan, 2006:5).
In the classroom especially language classroom, teacher talk is likely to be the major or even the only source of target language input when the second language is learnt as a foreign language (Stern, 1991:340). Teacher talk involves many aspects of teaching such as giving explanation, instruction, assessment, giving questions and many others. Although teacher talk involves many aspects, this research just focuses on two aspects which are related closely to language learning, that is: teachers’ explanation and teachers’ feedback.
Explanation is statement that describes something. In teaching and learning process teachers’ explanation plays important rule, it can influence the success or failure of a lesson. As Ur (2009:16) points out: whether the teacher can or cannot explain such new ideas clearly to his/ her students may make a crucial difference to the success or failure of a lesson. 
Providing feedback to learners is another important aspect of teaching. “Feedback is information that is given to the learner about his or her performance of a learning task” (Ur, 2009: 242). Feedback  from teacher can be either positive or negative and may serve not only to let learners know how well they have performed but also to increase their motivation in learning. Teachers’ explanation and teachers’ feedback play important role in teaching and learning process; teachers’ explanation help students to increase their knowledge about English, while  teachers’ feedback is useful for students for knowing that they are right or wrong, and also for setting new and appropriate goals for themselves in the future. 
Based on those explanations the researcher is interested in conducting a research dealing with variety of languages used by an English teacher in giving explanation and feedback when he/she is in the teaching and learning process. Accordingly, the research is entitled: “Teacher Talk on Giving Explanation and Feedback at the Second Semester of English Education Program of STAIN Tulungagung.
B. Formulation of the Research Problem

Based on the background of the research, the problem of this research is formulated as follows: 

1. How does an English teacher give explanation and feedback to her students?

2. What kinds of explanation and feedback does the teacher use in the classroom?

3. How do the students response toward the explanation and feedback given by the teacher?
C. Purposes of the Research

1. Describe how an English teacher gives explanation and feedback to her students.

2. Describe what kinds of explanation and feedback used by the teacher in the classroom.

E. Scope and Limitation of the Research
The research was conducted in E class of the second semester of English Education Program of STAIN Tulungagung. This research involved an English teacher as a subject of the research. The researcher attempted to investigate the teacher talk especially in giving explanation and feedback which was used by an English teacher when she was in the teaching and learning process.
F. Definition of Key Terms

In this part, there are explanations from the title and research questions mentioned in the previous sections. Definition of key term is important to be given in order to avoid misunderstanding. 
The definitions of key terms are as follows:
1. Teacher Talk

Richard (1999:375) defines teacher talk as “that variety of language sometimes used by teachers when they are in the process of teaching. Rod Ellis (in Xiao-yan, 2006:5) has formulated his own view about teacher talk: “Teacher talk is the special language that teachers use when addressing L2 learners in the classroom.”
In this research, teacher talk refers to variety of languages used by teachers in language classroom especially to teach English. In this case, only teacher’s explanation and teacher’s feedback were studied.
2. Explanation

Explanation is statement that describes something. In this research, teacher’s explanation referred to the teacher’s utterance or statement in delivering subject materials to her students.
3. Feedback
According to Ur (2009: 242) feedback is “information that is given to the learner about his or her performance of a learning task.” In this research, feedback referred to the teacher’s comment for students’ work or students’ performance of a learning task.
G. Research Paper Organization
The organization of the research paper is given in order to make the readers understand the content of the paper.
