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CHAPTER III

RESEARCH METHOD
This chapter discusses about the research methods used in this study. It covers the discussion of the Research Design, Subject and setting, Place and Time of the Research, The Presence of the Researcher, Data and Data Source, Data collection, Data analysis, Data Validation.
A. Research Design

Before going to the point of research, it is better to know first the definition of research. Research is the people initiate which is done as systematic to follow mythology rules, examples observation as systemic, decontrol and based on the real theory and be reinforced by the indication (Tanzeh, 2004:6). In this study , the research design used a descriptive qualitative research. Descriptive research studies are designed to obtain information concerning the current status of phenomena. They are directed toward determining the nature of a situation as exists at the time of the study (Ary, 1985:322). Descriptive research methods are used to obtain information about existing conditions and have been widely use in educational research. These methods range from the survey, which describe the status quo of educational variables, to the correlation study, which investigates the relationship between variables. Other descriptive methods include the case study, developmental study; follow up study, documentary analysis, and trend analysis (Ary, 1985:333). Qualitative research is a means for exploring and understanding the meaning individuals or groups ascribe to a social or human problem. The process of research involves emerging questions and procedures, data typically collected in the participant’s setting, data analysis in inductively building from particulars to general themes and the research making interpretations of the meaning of the data. The final written report has a flexible structure. Those who engage in this form of inquiry support a way of looking at research that honors an inductive style a focus on individual meaning, and the importance of rendering the complexity of situations (Cresswell, 2009:4)

The design of this research is descriptive with qualitative approach and the point of descriptive qualitative research is to accumulate the basic data in descriptively and qualitatively. Here qualitative approach is used to describe how does the autism student learning on speaking English, and what does the aspect to support autism student learning on speaking English at SDI Al-Azhar Tulungagung.
B. Data and Data Sources
1. Data

The data is information, evidence, or fact gathered through studies or experiments, which can be analyzed in order to get better understanding of a phenomenon or to support a theory (Jack.C, 1992: 96). Suharsini Arikunto says, “data is result of research record in number and fact”(Arikunto, 1998: 91).  It means that data is the number of fact that found by the researcher. The collected data must be relevant with the formulated problem. In this research, researcher uses qualitative data because the data is in the form of fact.
2. Data Sources
The meaning of the source data in the study were the subject from which the data can be obtained. When the researchers used questionnaires or interviews in data collection, the data source is the respondent, those who respond to answer the research questions, both written and oral questions.
When researchers use observation techniques, the data source can be either object motion or process anything. When researchers use the documentation, then the document or record that is the source of data, while the contents of the record subject of research or study variables. To make it easier to identify the source and author are classified into three levels: person, place, and paper. (Arikunto, 2006:129)

Look for the title of the thesis, so variable of the research is speaking English learning process of autism student at SDI Al-Azhar Tulungagung in academic 2011/2012.The data will be taken from some sources, those are:
a. Person

Person is informants of the interview; they are the head master, teachers of speaking English, and assistant of autism student at SDI Al-Azhar Tulungagung. 
b. Place

Place is the location of speaking English learning, it is at the SDI Al-Azhar Tulungagung. In there  location the researcher know the speaking English learning process for autism student.
c. Paper

Paper is a source of the data that informs number or characters. The researcher got data from document at SDI Al-Azhar Tulungagung.
C. Data Collection
Comments about the role of the researcher set the stage for discussion of issues involved in collecting data. The data collection steps include setting the boundaries for the study; collecting information through unstructured or semi structured observation and interviews, documents, and visual materials, as well as establishing the protocol for recording information (Cresswell, 2009:178).  

In doing the research, the researcher uses some methods and instruments to help his work easier, more effective and more efficient. Instrument of collecting data is tools used by the researcher in collecting data in order to be easy and to have a good result. As stated before, this research is descriptive-qualitative research, therefore the main instrument of this research is the researcher her self. She acts as an instrument and data collector at same time. Suharmisi (2006) states that method of collecting data is a way that used by researcher in collecting her research of data. There are explanations of application the method of data collection practically:
1. Observation 

Qualitative observations are those in which the researcher takes field notes on the behavior and activities of individuals at the research site. In these field notes, the researcher records, in an unstructured or semi structured way (using some prior questions that the inquirer wants to know), activities at the research site. Qualitative observer may also engage in roles varying from a nonparticipant to a complete participant.(Cresswell, 2009:181).    
The observation was used to collect data about the autism student learning on speaking English in the class and also the aspects to support the autism student learning on speaking English. In this research, the researcher observes the autism student study on speaking English in the class to get more information about autism learning on speaking English. 
2. Interview
In qualitative interviews, the researcher conduct face-to-face interviews with participant, interviews participants by telephone, or engages in focus group interviews, with six to eight interviews in each group. These interviews involve unstructured and generally open-ended question that are few in number and intended to elicit views and opinions from the participants (Cresswell, 2009:181)
In qualitative research, interviews may be used in two ways. They may be the dominant strategy for data collection, or they may be employed in conjunction with participant observation, document analysis, or other techniques. In all of these situation interviews is used to gather descriptive data in the subjects own words so that the researcher can develop insights on how subjects interpret some piece of the world (Robert C. Bogdan, 1998:94).. Interview used by researchers to assess the state of a person, for example, to search for data on background variables of students, parents, education, attention, attitude towards something(Arikunto, 2006:155). The person interviewed by the researcher are:
a. The Speaking English Teachers
For this case, the researcher interviewed two speaking English teachers to ask about how the autism student learning on speaking English in the class. 

b. The Assistant of Autism Student
The assistant of autism student is person who accompanies the autism student in the learning process at the class. Every assistant have accompany one autism student, their duty are help the autism student whenever they found some problem in learning process. There are three assistant of autism student was interview.   

The researcher interviewed the assistant of autism student’s to get more information directly about the responses of autism student on speaking English learning process, the characteristic of autism students based on their psychology in speaking English learning process, some strategy to help autism whenever they found difficulty to understand the speaking English in the class, and also the parents of autism students in giving the supports to their child.
3. Documentation

Documentation, derived from the word document, which means the written stuff. In the implementation of documentation methods, researchers investigated the written objects such as books, magazines, documents, rules, regulations, meeting minutes, diaries, and so forth. Documentation methods can be implemented by:

a. Documentation guidelines that contain lines or categories of data to be searched.
b. Check-list, the list of variables to be collected the data. In this case the researcher is putting tally marks or any appearance of symptoms means (Arikunto, 2006:158)    
The research will take data from some related documents. They are geographical location of school, the students and the English teachers data, vision and mission etc. This instrument is used by the researcher to get information about the personnel of the school, organization structure of institute, structured an infrastructure at SDI Al-Azhar Tulungagung.
D. Data Analysis 
After collecting data, the researcher analyzes all the obtained data. Lexy states that data analysis is a process of categorizing, systematizing data into pattern, category, and basic essay unit to find out the theme and to formulate the hypothesis as suggested by the data (Moleong, 2005: 103). It means that data analysis is process of classifying, arranging hierarchically and manipulating the data. Therefore, it makes the researcher easy to write the report. The purpose of data analysis is to summarize and to simplify the data in order to interpret and draw a conclusion.
Qualitative data analysis (Bogdan and Biklen, 1982) is the effort made by way of working with data, organizing data, sorted them into units that can be managed, making synthesis, search and find patterns, discover what's important and what is learned, and decide what can be told to others (Moleong, 2005:248)
Having seen the above definition, the writer studies carefully the collected data to be analyzed as that procedure. In the first time, the writer reads, studies and analyzes the collected data by reducing an irrelevant data to look for an appropriate data with research problem. Because only an appropriate data will be analyzed with research problem. Reducing data is a process of choosing and focusing research through a tight selection, focus of research, making summary to the collected data and organizing the data to be analyzed. After reducing data, the writer classifies the result of data from interview, observation, and documentation by comparing and checking with research problems to find out the answers of the research problems.
The first time, the writer takes the data not only from interviewing to the head  master, english teacher and assistant of autism students but also observes in the real field to know about the real condition of speaking English learning, then the writer makes a documentation, before the writer makes general conclusion. Inductive method is applied to the data taken from field research in the activities of speaking English learning at class. Thinking inductively started from specific facts, real events, and then retracted to generalizations that posse’s general characteristic.
E. DataValidation

Qualitative means that the researcher checks for the accuracy of the findings by employing certain procedures. On (Creswell & Miller, 2000) validity on the other hand, is one of the strengths of qualitative research, and it is based on determining whether the findings are accurate from the standpoint of research, the participant, or the reader of an account. Terms abound in the qualitative literature that speaks to this idea, such as trustworthiness, authenticity, and credibility (Cresswell, 2009:191)

The researcher actively incorporates validity strategies, and these should enhance the researcher ability to assess the accuracy of findings as well as convince readers of that accuracy by using triangulation strategy.

Triangulation is a technique that utilizes a data validity checking something else. Beyond the data for checking purposes or as a comparison that the data. Triangulation techniques most widely used to check through other sources (Moleong, 2005:330)
Triangulate differ data source of information by examining evidence from the source and using it to build a coherent justification for themes. If themes are established based on converging several sources of data or perspectives from participants, than this process can be claimed as adding to the validity of the study (Cresswell, 2009:191)

Source of data triangulation is processes in which various source of data are collected. The variety of sources can refer to time, place and person. In the present study the sources of data referred to person; teacher and student. The kinds of triangulation is data triangulation, methodological triangulation, teory triangulation and researcher triangulation.

In this research used methodological triangulation. Methodological triangulation is a process in which various method are used to measure the same unit. Methodological triangulation was done by employing different method of collecting data, namely observation, interview, documentation.

In this research, to get the data the researcher interview the head master, teacher of speaking English and the assistant of autism student at SDI Al-Azhar Tulungagung, this interview conducted to complete the data about how the autism student learning on speaking English and the aspects to support autism student in speaking learning process, after the data of interview collected to data validation, data interview was compared with data observation, and compared again with documentation. 
1. Data Triangulation

Data triangulation is called as source triangulation. Data triangulation or source triangulation uses different sources of data to get same data. The emphasize is on the source of data, not in data collecting method or others.
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2. Methodological Triangulation

This triangulation can be done by researcher by collecting the same data but using different technique or method of collecting data. The emphasize is on the use of different data collecting method and more over to be pointed to the same data source to test the data validity. For example, to increase the data validity about someone's skill in a certain case, the researcher use questioner, and then conducting an interview to the same informant and then the result are tested by observing the informant skill in the real activity.
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3. Investigator Triangulation

Investigator triangulation means that the validity of the research in some parts or all can be tested by some other researchers. From some researchers' point of view and interpretation to the all information gotten and collected in the note, and it is hoped there will be the same interpretation that can increase the research validity.
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
