A. Background of  the Study

Questioning (explores, guiding, leading, instructing, developing, evaluation, inquiry, generalizing). Learning community (all participative students in learning group or individually, trying, and doing). Inquiry   (identify, investigate of hypothesis, conjecture, generalizing, and finding). Constructivism (developing an understanding by themselves, construction of new concept, and synthesis analysis). Reflection (review, summary, and follow-up). Authentic assessment (assessment during the process and after study, assessment to every student’s activity, assessment of portfolio, and assessment of various aspect variously.

In such as environment, students discover meaningful relation between abstract ideas and practical application in the context of the real world. Concepts internalized through the process of discovering, reinforcing and relating, for example in grammar class. It is suitable applied in grammar class, because in grammar class not only explain and memorize the patterns like the common belief. However, it is more complicated. It means that CTL not only teach an abstract thing, but more practical with the student’s daily life. Knowledge is not the sequence of fact, concept and theory that already practiced by the students.
  

Therefore, SMPN 2 Rejotangan is using CTL for the effectiveness in improving student’s grammar ability. Because the majority of students in our school are unable to make connection between what they are learning and how that knowledge will used.
