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CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
This chapter presents some review of related theories and previous studies.
A. Review of Related Theory

1. Theory of English Teaching and Learning as a Foreign Language

Theory is needed in order to create an effective way both in teaching and learning. By having the standart or measurement through certain teaching and learning theory, the teacher can create the situation which is effective for the activity in the classroom. Theory also helps teacher to understand  more about the type of learners, who are in the next can  adjust between  the  method  of  learning and that type of learner. 
Teachers have the big role in the education. The way they teach can affect the students to study and understand about the goal of teaching and learning process. Teacher is also as the stick holder of how to create students success in the educational context. Through teacher, students can be whether motivated or unmotivated, success or unsuccess, spirit or unspirit, diligent or undiligent. 

Good speaking activities can and should be extremely engaging for the students, if they are all participating fully. Also if the teacher has set up the  activity properly and can give sympathetic and useful feedback, students will get tremendous satisfaction from it. According to Scott Thornburry as stated by Jeremy Harmer (2007:123) teaching of speaking depends on there being a classroom culture of speaking, and that classrooms need to become ‘talking classrooms’. 
In other word, students will be much more confident speakers if they have many partners in the classroom who speak as they speak and practice it together. Moreover, their speaking abilities will improve if this kind of speaking activation is a regular feature of lessons in their daily class. 
Psychologically, learning is a process of behavior changes of an individual as a result of interaction to the environment in fulfilling the needs of his/her life. The changes itself will be expressed in their whole aspects of behavior. One of successful characteristics in learning process is signaled by the change of behavior of the individual who have learned.

There are some learning styles as what is stated by Harmer (2007: 16), such as : (1) Visual : the students’ style of learning which is easy to remember things better if they see them, (2) Auditory: the students’ style of learning which is easy to respond everything they hear (3) Kinaesthetic : the style of learning which is effective for other learners, who seem to learn best where there are involved in some kind of physical activity, such as moving around, or rearranging the things with their hands. 
Those such learning styles must be known for the teachers who face the students everyday. If teachers already known about the students’ style, they will get the ease to decide what method and treatment can be used to face the students with their various type. 
Drs. As’aril Muhajir states that there are some matters that must be understood about the learner. They are:
a) The learner is not the miniature of adult, that is why the method used to teach them also different with teachers’ used for adult.
Teachers have to understand the character of learners whom they taught. The learners are younger than teachers (adult), do not ask the learners to follow teachers’ want but teachers themselves who must follow learners’ world in order they can enjoy their world during teaching and learning process. 
b) There are the steps of learner’s development, the implication is that how to make the process of learning itself fit with the period and the steps of learner’s development.
Something taught must relevant with the students level. It will be difficult for students to learn the material which its level is too high for their understanding. That is why the decision of material being used to teach them must be fit with their level of development.
c)  Each learner has his/ her own characteristics and uniqueness (Muhajir, 2001:15).
As stated above that students or learners have their own type or style of learning. Treat the students as their style will interest them to study in line with teachers. Finally there will be the balance relation between teacher and student in the classroom. 
2. Approach and Methods in English Teaching
a. Approaches of English Teaching 

Approach and method are two terms which are often overlapped in language teaching. People often mention one of them but they refer to another. An approach is a set of correlative assumptions dealing with the nature of language teaching and learning. Approach is level at which assumptions and belief about language learning and teaching. Different people may agree with different belief and assumptions dealing with nature of language, learning and teaching (Setiyadi, 2006:8).
Because there are many approaches and methods can be applied for teaching language, there will be also many assumptions come from people to choose them to be applied in their teaching and learning process. The reason to choose such approach and method will be better if it is suitable with the goal of teaching and learning. 
Kinds of approach in English Teaching are:

1) Contextual Teaching and Learning (CTL)
Contextual teaching and learning is the approach which helps teacher relate between material taught with the real situation in the world. This approach helps students to make the relationship between the knowledge they have with the application in the real situation, whether in the family or the society. 
2) Communicative Approach

This approach is demanded in order to: (1) Students are given the freedom to talk without burden (2)  Students are able to communicate their idea to other people  (3) Students study more about the use of language rather than the theory of language (theory, grammar, structure,etc.) (4) Teacher are forbidden to blame the students’ mistake when they speak. 
3) Behaviorism 

This theory emphazises on the external factor rather than the internal factor of individual, so the students seem only passive to wait for the stimulation from teachers. Behaviorism focuses more on the form and structure of language rather than the meaning and purpose. 
4)  Cognitivism 

For this approach, learning is the interaction between individual and environment, and this event happens continuously. In the case of first language (L1) acquisition Piaget said that: (1) Instead of immitating, children also active and creative in mastering their L1 (2) The ability to master language is based on the cognitive (3) Cognitive has the structure and function; function is genetics , posses from born, while cognitive structure can change based on the ability and students’ effort. 
5) Constructivism 
Constructivism approach in learning is the approach in which the new knowledge is not given in the final form, but students shape their own knowledge through assimilation and accommodation (Kusuma, 2003), as cited on EAGLE’s curriculum 2011. 
b.  Methods
in English Teaching
Approach was a set of assumption dealing with the nature of language, learning, and teaching. After deciding the approach being used in teaching and learning process, then comes method. Method was described as an overall plan for systematic presentation of language based up on a selected approach (Douglas, 2002:9). 
Method in teaching should come after the approach. It happens because the plan of language teaching should be developed from theories on the nature of language and language learning. If the approach was found, means that the teacher alredy agree with such nature of language proposed by certain theory. Finally, it will be easy for teachers to decide the method will be used.
Whatever the method used in teaching language, it is clear that its main aim is in order the students have competence in language. The following is a discussion of some major methods, which has been used in Teaching English as Foreign Language (TEFL), especially for speaking skill. There are as follows:
1) The Audio – Lingual Method (ALM)
The advocates of the ALM believe that learning is essentially the process of change in mental and physical behavior induced in a living organism by experience (Setiyadi, 2006:54).
The learning will be effective and take longer time to stay in students’ memory if they experience such activity teacher set for them by themselves. Experience such event will effect their change of behavior.
The characteristics of The Audio Lingual Method are:

(a) The goal of The Audio- Lingual Method is to make the students to be able to use the target language communicatively
(b) The teacher is like an orchestra leader, directing and controlling the language behaviour of the students
(c) New vocabulary and structures are presented through dialougs. (Freeman, 1986:40)

In ALM, teacher trains students to use target language communicatively with the other students in a classroom. The role of teacher is just as the guide who direct and control students in learning language.
2) Community Language Learning (CLL)
 
In Community language learning, teachers have to consider  their students as the “whole person”. Whole person means that teachers consider not only their students’ feeling and intellect, but also have some understanding of the relationship among students’ physical reactions, their instinctive protective reactions and their desire to learn (Freeman, 2006:89).

Teacher who uses the Community Language Learning method wants their students to learn how to use the target language communicatively. That is why building the relationship among students and allow learners to get know one another are very important. 
3) Communicative Language Teaching (CLT)
The principles of CLT in language teaching are: (1) Whenever possible, authentic language – language as it is used in a real context – should be introduced. (2) Games are important because students have certain features in common with real communicative events. (3) Students should be given an opportunity to express their ideas and opinions. (4) Errors are tolerated and seen as a natural outcome of the development of communication skills (Freeman, 2010:125). 
The clearest characteristic of CLL that can be seen is that almost everything done with communicative intent. Students are trained to use the target of language they learned through communicative activities that make students active in the class.
3. English Teaching Material 
Material is the tool that helps students to realize the goal of learning. To choose the material, there are some criteria: (1) Material should be suitable with the education level, (2) Material should be suitable with the determined teaching learning purpose, (3) Material should be organized systematically and has continuity, (4) Material should be factual or conceptual thing (Sudjana, 2000:67).
Material is a key component in language teaching taht helps the teacher conduct the activity in the classroom. Material serves language input and the language practice for the learners. Hence, the role of using the material in language teaching is a significant aspect. 
4. English Teaching Media

 Media is any extension of man which allows him to affect other people who are not in face to face with him  (Suyanto, 2007:100). English as the foreign language in Indonesia, and is not spoken in everyday interaction  or communication is regarded difficult to learn. In this case, media can be a tool which accompany the information between the source and the receiver (Arsyad, 1996:4).
In educational context, media can be a tool for teachers to help them deliver the lesson for students. The use of media can interests students if the decision to use it suitable with the character of students. By using an appropriate media, the information deliver for students will be easy to be catched. 
The kinds of media such as:
a. Visual Media
Visual media can be called as printed media, which can be seen by the people. The visual form can be pictures, diagram, map, graphs, charts, and table. 

b. Audio Media
Audio media can be called as listening media, because it can be heard. Audio media is the media that is used to be one way communication only. The examples of this media are: radio, tape, and recorder.

c. Audio- Visual Media
Audio Visual Media is the combination between audio and visual media. So, beside the students can see the real picture, they also can hear the voice of it. Examples of audio Visual media are: television, movie, and computer.
5. English Teaching Evaluation

An evaluation is needed by the teachers to know or measure the students’ progress and understanding. The evaluation commonly called as the test. There are many types of test, those are:
a. Achievement Test

Is a test used to determine acquisition of course objectives as the end of period of instruction.
b. Aptitude Test

Aptitude test is a test given to predict a person’s future success, it means his or her ability to learn a foreign language. (Brown, 2001:390) 
Those two kinds of test above can be implemented in the end of teaching and learning process by the goal to know the development of students in written form.
Beside those all kind of tests above, there are some kinds of spoken tests to assess the students ability in speaking such as:

a. Interview 

It is relatively easy to set up, especially if there is a room apart from the classroom where learners can be interviewed.
b. Live monologues

The candidates prepare and present a short talk on a pre-selected topic.
c. Role- play

Most students will be used to doing at least simple role plays in class, so the same format can be used for testing.
d. Collaborative task and Discussion

These are similar to role-play except that the learners are not required to assume a role but simply to be themselves (Thornbury, 2005:125).
Teachers  have to pay attention to the condition of students and the environment of school in order they get the appropriate test can be applied to assess their students. So, teachers are also easy to evaluate students.
6. Teaching and Learning Speaking 
a. Teaching  Speaking

1) Principles of Teaching Speaking

(a) Take account of students as a person

Of all the four language skills, the speaking skill is probably the one most affected by personality features. Students who are confident and have experienced success are likely to be more motivated and more willing to try harder.   There is therefore a great need for teacher to be sensitive, sympathetic and encouraging. Praise students frequently and select material that is motivating and within the ability of students. Choose the material that are relevant to their age, interest, experience and knowledge. 

(b) Reduce anxiety by moving from easy to more difficult

Students are often anxious and nervous when they are asked to speak in foreign language. Teacher can help to reduce this anxiety in a number of ways: talking short turns Example: responding to an invitation or greeting or question is usually easier than talking long turns ; a familiar, private environment is less stressful than a public one. So, at least at the earliest stages, get each student to speak to a familiar friendly individual before making him speak to groups of four or five; it is helpful if the speaker has information that the listener does not have but for some reason needs. 
This makes the speaker feels he is firmly in control; speakers feel more secure when they understand the information that they have to communicate and have the language required to communicate it. Try to do the activity yourself to find out what kind of language the students would need to complete the task successfully; some tasks are more difficult than others. For example, telling a story which has several characters and a complicated story line is more difficult than telling a story with only one or two characters and a simple story line with repeating episodes.
(c) Maintain a careful balance between accuracy and fluency
An important part of teacher involves maintaining a careful balance between accuracy-building and fluency-building. If the teacher over emphasizes accuracy and correct every error the students make, this may undermine their confidence and hamper the development of fluency. On the other hand, if teacher  ignores most of the errors so as to encourage the development of fluency, this may be providing opportunities for students to practice wrong forms. Errors which have been ingrained through constant repetition are very difficult to correct later on.
(d) Provide a good model for students to imitate


Providing a model would involve the ways as like: (1) Learning to speak English in an acceptable way yourself so that your students habitually listen to good English and develop a feel for good English pronunciation, intonation, etc. (2) Using the target rhythms, stress patterns, words, etc. over and over again so that students can learn to produce them by imitation. (3) Consciously teaching students correct pronunciation, intonations, etc. in such a way as to help them learn the correct forms.
(e) Provide appropriate stimuli for eliciting speech
To avoid such misallocation of class time and to make sure that you use your stimuli well, ask yourself question like: (1) What proportion of the total time allocated to the activity will the students be thinking? (2) What oral skills will they learn in this activity? (3) Will they get enough practice in the target skills? (4) What is the ratio between teacher talking time and students talking time in this activity? (5) Is the content of the stimulus familiar enough for the students to feel comfortable talking about it? (6) Does the stimulus give too much of the language the students is supposed to use?
(f) Vary interaction modes
A very important aspect of learning oral skills effectively involves clever use of different interaction modes. Being creative to set the interaction modes make the students not bored in the teaching and learning process.

(g) Give clear instructions

Instructions for an oral class can often be complicated especially when it involves group work and use of different sets of material by different students. Make sure the instructions are clear. 
(h) Monitor student actively

In this way, teacher should: (1)Encourage students who seem to find the activity difficult. (2) Note down common and recurring errors so that you can deal with them after the communicative activity ends. (3) Praise students who perform well or try hard.

(i) Make sure you have made adequate preparation for your class


Oral lessons often involve complicated procedure. A lesson can fail completely if wrong materials are given to wrong students. Because of this, the teacher need to organize the class very carefully.

(j) Handle errors sensitively and effectively

Language learning is a developmental process and making mistakes is an integral part of learning. (Chitravelu 2005:65)
Do not blame students because of their mistake during learning process, because mistake is the part of learning. From their mistakes, students will know how to correct them and do not make the same mistakes for twice in the later. 

2) Characteristics of Successful Speaking Activity 
(a)  Learners talk a lot. As much as possible of the period of time    alotted to the activity is in fact occupied by learner talk. This may seem obvious, but often most time is taken up with teacher talk or paussess.
(b)  Participation is often. Classroom discussion is not   domminated by minority of talkative participants: all get a chance to speak, and contribution are firely evently distributed.
(c) Motivation is high. Learners are eager to to speak, because they are interested in the topic and have something new to say about it, or bacause they want to contribute to accieving a task objective.
(d)     Language is of an acceptable level. Learners express themselves in utterances that are relevant, easily comprehensible to each other, and of an acceptable level of language accuracy (Ur, 2010:120).

Teaching speaking can be called  success by the students’ active to speak in the classroom without any reluctance and worry. Whenever teacher gives the chance, students will take it as the opportunity to show up their ability to speak.
3) Problems With Speaking Activity 
Not all the goal can be filled as we want. Everything will faces the challenge. Such in the speaking activity that may be occur in the class, there will be some problems come from teacher and students, such as: (1) The students are at different level (2) The class is very big (3) The students keep using their own language (mother tongue) (4) The students don’t want to talk (5) The students don’t understand the command (Hamer, 83: 2010).
The teacher will meet the difficult position to teach speaking if the students are not welcome to the speaking activity itself. The problems appear in this case commonly come from the students’ difficult to understand about the target language used (meaning). 
4) Problem Solving of Speaking Activity
(a) Use group work
This problem solving increases the chance for learner who just has a limited period of time to talk as much as possible and also lowers the inhibitations of learners who are unwilling to speak in front of the full class. 
(b) Base the activity on easy language 

In general, the level of language needed for a discussion should be lower than that used in intensive language learning activities. It also the way  to minimize students’ hesitation, so that they can dpeak fluently. 
(c) Make a careful choice of topic and task to stimulate interest

Deciding the topic and task clearly will ease the teaching and learning process, so that the time posses will be effective to reach the goal of teaching and learning. Besides, by having the clear purpose of learning, students will be more motivated because on the whole, the clearer the purpose of the discussion, the more motivated participants will be.

(d) Give some instructions or training in discussion skills

To alive the class, the teacher is forced to be be effective to create an effective model of teaching. The effective model of teaching is not enough to  give the good result if the students can not do what teacher want. In short, teacher has to give the clear instructions, so that the students can do it well. 
(e) Keep students speaking the target language

The best way to keep students speaking the target language is simply to be there yourself as much as possible, reminding them and modelling the language use yourself (Ur, 2010: 121).
Problem solving is a must when the teacher meets the difficult situation in the teaching and learning process for students. By applying the appropriate solution in a certain problem, the teaching and learning process will run well, and goal can be reached. 
5) Some Activities in Speaking Class 

Some teachers get very involved with their students during a speaking activity and want to participate in the activity themselves. There is nothing wrong with teachers getting involved, of course, provided they don’t start to dominate. The activities that can be done in speaking class such as : Role play, telling story, short dialog, discussion (Johnson, 2001:39).
Those such activities can be done by learners to apply their ability in speaking, because they provide the chance to speak as much as possible. Also, they train students to speak in front of public.
b. Learning Speaking


Learning refers to the change in a subject’s behaviour. Learning is often concerned with the acquisition of knowledge, and acquisition refers to a change in possession (Bower and Hilgrad, 1981: 1).

Through learning, students are expected to change their bad habbit to be  better and better, because from learning they get new knowledge which can be used as the consideration to evaluate the mistake in the previous. 
1) The learners type:

(a) Type 1 : concrete learners 

These learners tend to like games, pictures, films, video, using cassettes, talking in pairs, and practising English outside classroom
(b) Type 2 : analytical learners 
These learners like studying grammar, studying English books and reading newspaper, studying alone, finding their own mistakes, and working on problems set by the teacher. 

(c) Type 3 : communicative learners

These students like to learn by watching, listening to native speaker, talking to friend in English and and watching television in English, and learning by conversation (Nunan, 1995:57).
2) Characteristics of Motivated Learners


There are many studies found that motivation is very strongly influence the achievement of students. Learners’ motivation can be displayed such as: (1) Positive task orientation. The learner is willing to take tasks and challenges, and has confidence in his or her success, (2) Ego- involement, (3) Need for achievement, (4) High aspirations, (5) Goal orientation, (6) Perseverance, (7) Tolerance of ambiguity (Ur, 2010: 275).

The learners who have high motivation as like what displayed above are easy to get success in their achievement. 
B. Previous Studies
Related to the study that the researcher conducts, there are two previous studies that are chosen as the standard to ease this thesis writing. Both of these two previous studies are conducted to observe an English Course in Tulungagung. Those two previous studies are conducted in 2001 and 2010 by  State College for Islamic Studies (STAIN) Tulungagung.
1. “A Descriptive Study in the English Teaching and Learning at 
Excellent Elite College (EEC) Podorejo, Tulungagung.” 
This study was done in 2001 by Muhammad Agus Salim. The objective study is for observing an English Course in Podorejo, Tulungagung named Excellent Elite College (EEC). The findings in this study  are about the material, media, and evaluation used by the EEC in teaching English.  
In this study finding, it is written that the objectives of the English Course observation are divided by two goals, they are for students and for the publics who want to work abroad. The material used also varies based on the students mentioned above. It can be concluded that the material set divided into two goals, they are for getting job and for the education.
EEC English course uses Grammar Translation Method as its method to teach the students. in the final program ,there will be two kind of tests must be done by students, they are achievement test and proficiency test. 

2.  “A Descriptive Study on The Implementation of English Community       Program at SMPN 4 Tulungagung”
This study was done in  2010, by Fuad Khoirul Huda. The objective of the study is for observing an English Community Program at SMPN 4 Tulungagung. In this study, the researcher pictured out the implementation of English Community in one of Junior High Schools in Tulungagung. 
The findings in this study are the descriptions about all activities of English community  in SMPN 4 Tulungagung and the result from those activities for students. the documentations done by the reseracher is taken from the activities and programs which are done both in the school and outside school. 
The researcher observed the process of teaching and learning by ECP (English Community Program) that include; method, media and evaluation used.  Data collection is done by some methods; interview, observation and documentation. 
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
