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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION
A. Background of the Study
Every one who was born in the world must have language. Language is an instrument to express an idea, opinion, mind, and feeling. Current in Diane Larsen (1986) describe that language is for communication.
 Language is system of sound, words etc used by humans to communicate thought and feeling.
 It is means of communication for human to transfer information or to explain idea or knowledge to another person. When we communicate, we use language to accomplish some functions such as arguing, persuading or promoting. Without using language, it is hard to imagine how people can cooperating one another. In other word, language has very important rules in human life. In this world, there are many kinds of language. One of them is English.

We know there are so many languages in the world. Almost each country has its own national language. This leads to be difficult in communication among nations there for people need an international language and it is English.

English is one of the most widespread languages on earth. The people use it either as the first, foreign or a second one. The fact shows that, more than a half people in the world use English.

Mastering English is very important in this globalization era. A lot of studies and technology that grow rapidly are reported in English. Endless information from mass media that is written or spoken in English is provided for people. The philosophy for teaching English to very young learner is that when a baby or a child is exposed to English, he will be able to learn the language more easily later on. This is the newest trend in elite families especially in big cities.

Danny D. Steinberg argues that the rote (the kind of simple memorization by psycholinguistics, where word, phrases and sentences are remembered just as they are) memory ability of very young children seem to be excellent in that they easily absorb phenomenal amount of data. While children at age 5 or 6 still display a phenomenal ability at rote memorization, it seems that older children do not. Evidence shows that the particular motor skills of speech pronunciation are best developed at a younger age. So the memory is essential for language learning. And good pronunciation, which is related to the ability to control the organs of speech, is clearly an essential part of learning a foreign language. But at some age it begins to decline. With same decline beginning around 8 years of age and with more of a decline from about 12 years of age. And the reason for this decline is as yet unknown.
 

Children learning English as a foreign language also make errors which can be seen as a sign of active learning. These errors give us evidence that both first and second language children are not just imitating what they hear like parrots, but are working out how the language system operates. The errors give us windows to look through and see what they have discovered about language so far.



In Indonesia English is used as foreign language, English is taught as compulsory subject in Elementary school, Junior High school, Senior High school, and university. It seems that English has been considered important in all levels of school. If they have mastered English, it is hoped that they can grow and develop so they become a citizen who is clever, and has good personality.

Teaching learning process is a process of communication. Teaching learning activity in the classroom is a communication in which the teacher and the students share their idea. In communication, any kinds of deviations often arise, so communication is not effective and efficient. Because of the inclination of verbalism, student is not ready or less of interest. One of the efforts to solve this problem is the usage of media in teaching learning process. The function of media in that activity is beside as information stimulator, to develop positive attitude in receiving information. In a certain situation, media also functions to manage steps of progress and to give feed back.
 Gagne and Briggs (1997) emphasize the importance of media as stimulus instrument to the teaching learning process.

There are 3 factors in learning:

1. Internal Factors
They are physical and spiritual. They come from students herself. They have 2 aspects. They are:
a. Physiology
General conditions that can influence are happiness and intensities of students in teaching learning.

b. Psychology
It can influence quantities and qualities in teaching learning. It includes intelligence, attitude, talent, interest, and motivation. 

2. External Factors
They are the conditions of students’ environment. They have 2 aspects. They are: 

a. Social environment

It includes school environment. For example; teacher, administration staff, their classmate, and also family and society.

b. Non – Social environment

It includes building and place of school, house and place of family, facilities of study, weather, and time to study.

3. Approach to learning
It includes strategy and method that was used in the teaching learning. It is the methods and strategies that make the teaching learning more effective and efficient
.  
Beside that, there is the factors influenced teaching learning English for young learners. They are:

1. Mother Tongue

Instinct, characteristic, and skill that was formed in studying mother tongue or first language can help the child to study foreign language or English language.

2. Material

Choosing the material with technique of study that appropriate with the age and interest of child will make the English Young Learners happy.

3. Social Interaction

Good communication between students and teacher and between students and others students can make comfortable and improve confidence to study foreign language. It can help to study and use foreign language.
4. Media

The teaching learning English for Young Learners will be more effective if the teacher use media in the teaching learning process. Caused the children like things with visual characteristic.

5. Background of Family

The factor of the background family or social also can determine the success of English teaching learning. Besides dictionary, books and others facilities at home and support from parents are the factor that can influence in teaching learning foreign language process.

1. Descriptive study

 And the word “study” means, “process of learning something; investigation of the subject”.
 So, Descriptive is intended to describe something. Studying is process of learning something investigation into a subject, give time and attention to learning something, examine carefully.
2. Teaching

The word “teaching” is derived from the word “to teach” that means, “works of teacher earn living by teaching”.
 So the teaching can transfer knowledge, skill, attitude, value from teacher to the student.
