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CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

A. English Young learners

1. Definition of  English Young Learners

English Young Learners (EYL) is the students from elementary school who have age between 6-12 years old. There are consisting of 2 groups. They are Young Group (6-8 years old) and Older Group (9-12 years old). While based on their class, it can called Lower Classes student that includes 1, 2, and 3 grades and Upper Class includes 4, 5, and 6 grades.
 

According Scott and Ytreberg, the young language learners have divided the children into two main groups; the five to seven year olds and the eight to ten year olds. There are the five to seven year olds are all at level one, the beginner stage. The eight to ten year olds may also be beginners.

Now day, there are many preschool or kindergarten students who learn English. So, they are can divided into other group, it is called very young learners group.
 

2. Characteristic of English Young Learners

Generally, characteristic of English Young Learners as follow: 
a. The children (5-7 years old) have egocentric where they like to connect between what they are doing and their self. 

b. The children (5-7 years) still have difficult to difference both of concrete and abstract.

c. The children have imaginative and active leaning

d. The children was easy to boring.

e. The children life colorful and happiness.

f. The children like story as game.

g. Younger group more like to do something by self with friends.

h. Young learners (8 -10 years) have enough aware and ready to study the language.

i. Basically, the children like conversation about their own with their language.

j. Last but not least, the children like learning by doing. 
 

k. The children cover ages 9 through 11 and grades 4 through 6 is their tendency to be together in gangs or clubs just for sake of being with their pals.

In other hand, the characteristic of English for young learners divided into two groups. There are:

a. Five to seven year olds

1) They can talk about what are doing.

2) They can tell you about what they have done or heard.

3) They can plan activities.

4) They can argue for something and tell you why they think what they think.

5) They can use logical reasoning.

6) They can use their vivid imaginations.

7) They can use a wide range of intonation patterns in their mother tongue.
8) They can understand direct human interaction.
b. Eight to ten year olds

1) Their basic concepts are formed. They have very decided views of the world

2) They can tell the difference between fact and fiction.

3) They ask questions all the time.

4) They rely on the spoken word as well as the physical world to convey and understand meaning.

5) They are able to make some decisions about their own learning.

6) They have definite views about what they like and don’t like doing.

7) They have a developed sense of fairness about what happens in the classroom and begin to question the teacher’s decisions.

8) They are able to work with others and learn from others.
B. English Teaching and Learning to Young Learners

1. Purpose

Basically, one of the important purposes that important was remembered in English teaching and learning at elementary school is we must can grown  children’s interest in English learning.

According Role of Menteri Pendidikan Nasional Nomor 23 Tahun 2006, they areabout Standar  Kompetensi Lulusan Satuan Pendidikan (SKLSP) elementary and senior grade. The purposes English teaching and learning as subject matter as follow:

a. Listening

Understanding instructional, information, and simple story that was send orally in the classroom, school, and around of environment context.
b. Speaking

Telling the meaning orally in very simple personal and transactional context that instruct and information form in the classroom, school, and around of environment context.

c. Reading

Reading loudly and understanding means in the instructional, information, short functional text, and simple descriptive text with picture that to send text in the classroom, school, and around of environment context.

d. Writing

Write word, expression, and simple short functional text with grammar structure and punctuation appropriately.

2. Material

a. Definition

Material is anything that can use the teacher to send knowledge to students to get competence that was planning before.
 

The subject material is something presented by teacher to be developed then understood by students, to reach the determined instructional goals. In other words the subject material is one of important components to reach the teaching goals of the subject material consist of facts, generalization, concept, regulation etc. content in the subject.
 

b. Selecting the material

The selection of appropriate materials is often worthwhile for teachers to find time to produce materials specifically for the needs of their own students.
 The teacher should use a textbook, if they need, which is colorful and illustrated with pictures as they appeal more to children. And the material source not only from text book, but also it can from magazine or internet etc.
 

Material is one of curriculum component or can called curriculum content. And usually it includes textbook or book that was appropriated in their curriculum. 

Some principles in selecting material:

1) The material should be appropriate to reach the instructional goals.
2) The material should be suitable with the education level / the student’s maturity.
3) The material should be organized systematically and be continuo.
4) The material should have content both factual and conceptual things. 

Beside that generally, according Kasihani material development as follow:

1) Adoption

Teacher can determine the material directly using the material which was prepared without do anything changing.
2) Adaptation

The teacher can take material with to adapt material and then appropriated with their need. It can add, increase, change, or delete some material didn’t relevant.   

3) Inscription / inscribe 

Beside adoption, adaptation, actually teacher can write the material by self. It can be write using teaching learning principles, appropriate the purposes and reality.  

To give some materials to the students is needed good preparation such as syllabus. Syllabus is the preparation to do the teaching activity by applications the teaching principles and through teaching steps to gain the goals of teaching learning.

A good syllabus should be flexible, it means it can be changed according to the teaching situation and condition which need the change, also giving chance for unpredicted things as long as the changes is not basically and totally. So, a good teacher should have a good syllabus too.

3. Method and Technique
b. a. Definition

Method is a generalized set of classroom specification for accomplishing linguistic objectives. Methods tend to be concerned primarily with teacher and student roles and behavior and secondarily with such features as linguistics subject matter objectives, sequencing, and materials.

Method is a way in achieving something.
 A teaching method is a single set of procedures which teachers are to follow in the classroom. Methods are also usually based on a set of beliefs about the nature of language and learning.
 A method is often viewed as a series of procedures or activities used to teach language in a certain way.
 We can choose the suitable method to apply in the class. So, method is theory which is put into practice.
While technique is a way to be done media implementation by someone more effective and efficient.
 Techniques were the specific activities manifested in the classroom that were consistent with a method and therefore were in harmony with an approach as well. So, technique (also commonly referred to by other terms): Any of a wide variety of exercises, activities, or tasks used in the language classroom for realizing lesson objectives. 
 

A technique is usually seen as one activity or procedures used within a plan for teaching.
 According to the description above, techniques are implementation tactics and strategies that are done by teachers and students in the classroom, which is suitable with the method used. 

In teaching learning process, technique is presented by the teacher to give motivation and facilitation for the student in learning English. Every teacher has different techniques to present the material to the students. They can choose a technique which is suitable with material and situation of the class. Appropriate techniques will arise on motivation of students in learning. So, the students will be active and interested in learning.
b. English teaching method and technique
There are 8 English teaching methods as follows:

1) Grammar Translation Method (GTM)

In English as a Foreign Language (EFL) teaching around the world, grammar-translation is still used by many teachers who are not native speakers of English and who feel less comfortable with their level of proficiency in English.
 This method was used for the purpose of helping students read and appreciate foreign language literature. This method emphasizes the grammatical rules and vocabulary of the target language.

Vocabulary is taught in the form of isolated word lists. Elaborate explanations of grammar are always provided.

The grammar-translation method is the students are presented a text and are asked to translate the word for word. While translating, students’ attention is brought to the appropriate grammar points to be taught.

Strategy:

a) The teacher presents the grammatical structure or rule.

b) Students practice of the structure.

c) Students use the structure in a holistic, authentic manner (in contemporary grammar-based approaches). 

2) Direct Methods (DM)

The direct method has purpose to use the target language in real communication. The students have to learn how to communicate in the target language.

The goal of this method is to teach students, usually adults, how to converse in everyday situations in another language.

Strategy:

a) The teacher shows a set of pictures that often portray life in the country of the target language.

b) The teacher describes the picture in the target language.

c) The teacher asks questions in the target language about the picture.

d) Students answer the questions as best they can using the target language. Pronunciation is corrected, but grammatical structure is not.

e) Students may also read a passage in the target language.

f) The teacher asks questions in the target language about the reading.

g) Students answer questions as best they can using the target language. 

3) The Audio Lingual Method (ALM)

The principles of Audio Lingual Method have similarities with Direct Method. This method views that language is speech. The aim of this Method is the students are able to use the target language communicatively.

ALM was strongly influenced by ideas from behavioral psychology that led to the belief that language was a system of habits that could be taught by reinforcing correct responses and punishing incorrect responses. In an ALM lesson, students are asked to repeat correctly the word or phrase that the teacher has said.

Strategy:

a) The teacher orally presents a phrase to the students.

b) Students are then asked to repeat the phrase quickly.

c) If a student pronounces the phrase correctly and grammatically, the student is praised. Students who do not say it correctly are asked to repeat until they can say it correctly.

d) The teacher modifies the phrase by changing a word in the phrase.

e) Students continue with drills in which they try to say the phrase quickly and accurately with various modifications. 

4) The Silent Way

The aim of this Method is the students are able to use the language for self expression to express their thought, perception and feeling. In order to develop students’ capacity, the students must be independent self confidence in error correctness.

The Silent Way is grounded in the belief that students should learn independently of the teacher. Thus, for much of the lesson, the teacher remains silent.

Strategy:

a) The teacher introduces a discrete sound or structure by pointing at Silent Way charts or by using Cuisenaire rods to demonstrate a structure or grammar point.

b) Students then figure out what they are learning and reproduce the sound or structure.

c) Between activities or sessions, students may ask questions of the teacher.

d) The teacher then introduces another discrete sound or structure in the same manner.

e) Students again figure out the meaning and reproduce the sound or structure.

f) As time goes on, students are ideally able to combine discrete sounds and structures to create longer strings of language. 

5) Suggestopedia

Suggestopedia is the application of the study of suggestion to pedagogy. It has been developed to help the students eliminate the feeling that they cannot be successful, and thus to help them overcome the barriers in learning.

If these barriers are removed, then students would be successful. To remove such barriers, Lozanoz suggested drama, art, physical exercise, psychotherapy, and yoga.

Strategy:

a) 
Students sit in comfortable armchairs in a semicircle to create a relaxed atmosphere.

b) The teacher reads or speaks a new text in harmony with the music.

c) Students read the text that has been translated into the target language at the same time as the teacher says it in the native language.

d) There is a period of silence.

e) Next, the teacher repeats the next while the students listen but do not look at the text.

f) At the end, students silently leave the classroom.

g)   Students are told to read the text quickly once before going to bed and once after getting up in the morning. 

6) Community Language Learning (CLL)

Community Language Learning Method aims the students learn how to use the target language communicatively students have to learn their own learning to take increasing responsibility.

Usually this method uses the speaking group practice the students’ ability in speaking. Then the students decide the topic of discussion. Share the idea. Teachers are viewed more as counselors and are expected to facilitate language learning as opposed to teaching it. 
Strategy:

a) Students sit in a small circle.

b) The teacher stands behind a student.

c) The student makes a statement or poses a question in his or her own language.

d) The teacher translates the statement or question into the language being learned.

e)  The student repeats what the teacher said.

f) The new phrase is recorded on a tape recorder.

g) The procedure is repeated with other students until a short conversation is recorded.

h) Students take a tape home or copy written conversation from the board to study at home.

i) 
Direct instruction of grammar or vocabulary may take place from conversation. 

7) The Total Physical Response Method (TPR)

Is this method student listen to the teacher using target language communicatively from beginning of the instruction. The purpose of this method is to make the students enjoy their experience in learning to communicate in a foreign language. It was also developed in order to reduce the stress when studying foreign language and there by encourage students to persist in their study beyond a beginning level of proficiency.

This method application the instruction into the real action. Sometimes the teacher gives example by showing in action then students’ imitate her/him. So, the students know the meaning of something from their action. 
Strategy:

a)  The teacher gives commands such as

	open the door
	touch your nose
	draw a circle

	close the window
	stand up, sit down
	draw a square


b) 
The student completes the action of the command.

c) 
If the student does the command correctly, the teacher knows the student understands the command.

d) The student’s understanding is reinforced by performing the action. 

8) The Communicative Approach

The goal of this method is the students become communicatively competent. Communicative competent involves all of abilities to use the language appropriately to a given social context. Furthermore, the students need to understand the knowledge of the linguistic forms, meaning and functions of weakness of this method is it cannot be applied in small group.

In CLT, the goal of language teaching should not be translating and learning a set of rules but should be based on the goal of communicative competence. Communicative competence is most frequently defined as the ability to create meaning when interacting with others in the target language.

Strategy:

a) Determine the communicative goals of the students.

b) Create situations and activities in which students produce authentic, meaningful, and contextualized communication.

c) Focus on accuracy only in as much as errors that would impede communication are corrected. 

According Kasihani techniques that used in EYL class as follow:

1) Listen and repeat

It can do in listening, speaking and reading. The teacher telling some word or simple sentence and the students listen. And then repeat it.  And can use flashcard media.
2)  Listen and do
Teacher gives the command and then students do it. This technique is TPR methods application. 

3) Question and answer

This technique was usually used in daily activity in classroom. It can do in listening and speaking activity. Teacher ask question and the students answer it. Those teachers give example before.
4) Substitution

It includes listening, speaking, vocabulary, and grammar structure. Teacher can use flashcard, poster or real media.
5) Draw and color

Usually this technique used to introduce word or color in kindergarten or first grade.

6) Listen and identify

Teacher gives the sound of vowel or consonant which has almost same voice. Example: eat and it, pen and pan, pig and big, etc.
7) See differences

Teacher asks students to observe the similarity and differences in two thing or pictures. This activity can do in small group give more effectively.
8) In – pair

It includes question-answer that do in-pair activity in interaction and communication with others.
9) Group discussion

The student learn how listening and speaking to show opinion in group discussion.
10) Cooperative learning

Students divided in groups. Between members of groups can learn with others to do exercise from teacher. And teacher must active and give attention more.
11) Questioning and inquiry

It includes questioning that based on inquiry individually. Start with observation and the last take conclusion. Teacher guide and give stimulate student about the topic.

12) Modeling and demonstration

Teacher gives example how student will do and learn something. Commonly, teacher demonstrates in pronunciation drills. 

13) Concept mapping

Usually, it used students to make relation between concept and other concept. 

14) Brainstorming 

It does to active students. Teachers ask students to give more ideas or examples of the topic

15) Outdoor activity

Teaching learning can do in outdoor. It includes speaking and writing skill.

4. Media
a. Definition

Media is any person, material or event that establishes condition which enable the learner to acquire knowledge, skill and attitude.
 Based on the Gerlach and Ely (1971) media is something that characterize delivering message and able to stimuli the thought, feel and audiences (students) desire so it can support them in, in the process of studying.
 

So, media is something to transfer messages and be able to stimulate idea, feeling and student’s desire to support the learning process on them selves. The media creatively stimulate able to stimulate the learners learning better and is able to develop their performance according to the instructional goal.

b. Criterion of choosing media

There are many kinds of media used in teaching, so each media has different characteristic. Something has to be considered in choosing media as follow:

1) The media should be suitable to the instructional goal.

2) The media should be suitable to the instructional goal.

3) The media should be appropriate with the student’s condition.

4) The media should be easy to prepare.

5) The media should be able to explain something will be explained by teacher to the students.

6) The balancing between the coast of media and the result will be reached. 

Teaching media have an important rule in the teaching learning process that intended to make teaching learning process more effective and efficient, that the quality of education can be improved.

c. Characteristic of media

1) Visual media

Visual media is media that just can be seen and have not sounds.
 Visual media or graphic media have function to send message from sender to receiver in order to interesting, to clear, and to illustrate the fact. It   is cheap, simple and easy.

In this study, the examples of visual media are:

a) Flash card
Flash card is the big font card, usually use the A4 letter. It is useful for showing simple picture or words.  Usually it is consist of the series that appropriate kinds or class. For example: a series of food, vegetables, fruit, transportation, and clothes.

b) Real object

Real object is 3 dimension things which can to show in the class as teaching media. It is useful the children learning to describe something. And it can help the teachers to explain the lesson clearly on the students. Therefore the students more understand the explanation. For example: vegetables, dishes, box, bottle, doll, and so on.

c) Pictures

Picture/photo is commonly media used by teacher to teaching media in their teaching learning process. There are many advantages of picture:

· Picture is concrete

· Pictures can be used every time and every where

· Pictures can make teacher explain the problem clearly

· Pictures are easy to find, because it is inexpensive

d) Charts

Charts are kinds of media which have the function to show difficult ideas and concepts if there are just explain written. It is usually include summary of a visual process or important relationship. In chart we often know kinds of other graphic. Example: pictures, diagram, cartoons, and verbal materials. 
 
e) Blackboard

Blackboard is the media which very important in every school and class. Its can help the teacher to explain and describe the lesson clearly. So it can help the students easy to understanding.

There are some advantages of black board:

· It can help the teachers explain the lesson step by step systematically.

· If any mistakes, the teacher can improving so on.

· It can to support the learning motivation.

f) Textbook

Textbooks are written for general audiences and thus cannot, in them selves, meet the needs of a particular L2 class. That is, a collection of written or oral text selected and sequenced for the learner with accompanying explanations and activities. Teachers are the ones who make materials work; they make them work for their students and for them selves in the context in which they teach. Most common in classroom materials is the textbook that combines language samples, explanations, and activities into a single volume.

And then, textbook also call books that means written matter consist of science.
 So, the textbooks are kinds of presentation in the printed form which presented with a branch of specific science that used by the teacher a guideline in the teaching.
2) Audio media

It is kinds of media that is only heard and it is only include voice.
 Usually they are used to teach listening. This kind of media include: radios, tape recorder, cassettes, and language laboratory.

3) Audio visual media

Audio visual media are kinds of media not only include voice but also include the picture. So they are can be seen and can be heard by the students. This media was better and more interesting than other media. Because it is includes audio media and visual media. For example: video, film, TV and so on.

d. Function of the teaching media
There are many functions of teaching media:

1) It is can help the students to be easy in teaching learning process. 

2) It is gives the real experience for the students (abstract can be concrete).

3) It is can to interest the attention of students more (the teaching learning process not boring).

4) It is to active the sensory (there is balance between sensory).

5) It is give the students interest and motivation to the study.

6) It is can to get up the student from theory to reality.

5. Evaluation

a. Definition

Evaluation may be defined as a systematic process of determining process of determining the extent to which instructional objectives are achieved by pupils. There are two important aspects of this definition. First, note that evaluation implies a systematic process, which omits casual, uncontrolled observation of pupils. Second, evaluation assumes that instructional objectives have been previously identified. Without previously determined objectives, it is difficult to judge clearly the nature and extent of pupil learning. (pp. 5-6)

Evaluation is an assessment activity to achieve student’s competence.
 Oemar Hamalik argues that, “Evaluation is a continuity process regarding collecting and interpreting information to asses the decisions made to plan a teaching system”. That idea has three implications, they are:
First, evaluation is a continuously process, not only in the end of teaching, but it started before the teaching conducts until end of teaching.

Second, the process of evaluation always aimed to a certain purpose that is to get the answers about how to improve the teaching is.

Third, evaluation demanded using the accurate instruments of assessment to get information needed in making a decision. Thus, evaluation constitutes a process dealing with collecting information enables to determine the progress of teaching and to do better in future time. 

According above statement, in this case evaluation is an effort to control how far the students’ progress is in learning.
b. The function and purpose of evaluation

The function of evaluation is not only to determine the students’ progress in learning, but so-far-ranging. According to Cronbach in Oemar Hamalik, the functions of evaluation are:

1) Evaluation helps the students realize themselves to change or develop their behavior.

2) Evaluation helps the students getting satisfied to what had been done.

3) Evaluation helps the teacher determine whether the method used proper or not.

4) Evaluation helps the teacher make consideration of administration.

5) To determine number of  students’ achievement progress.

6) To place the students into appropriate and harmonious teaching learning situation.

7) To know students’ background (psychological, physic, and environment).

8) As feed back to teachers and used to improve teaching learning process and remedial program.

From the statements above it is clearly that the functions of evaluation are useful for both the students and the teacher.

While according Suharsimi that the function and purpose of evaluation are as follows:

1. Selective function evaluation

By doing evaluation teacher has way to select or evaluate the students.

2. Diagnostic function evaluation

Teacher evaluates the students to know their weakness and the causes of the weakness. So it will be easy to solve it.
3. Placement function evaluation

This test is used to decide the group of the students based on the differences of their ability if some students have same result of evaluation they will be in the same group of study.

4. 
Evaluation function as measurement of achievement, the purpose is to know how far a program has been applied.

c. Kinds of evaluation

According to the usage to measure the students, there are three kinds of tests:

1) Diagnostic test

It is a test used to know the students weakness, so from this weakness it is able to do the right action. It is to help the students to solve their problems.

The place of diagnostic test is as follow:
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From the diagram it can be seen that diagnostic test is done from input and during the students study.
2) Formative test

It purposes is to know how far the students been after passing a certain programs. It is done in the end of the program. Sometimes it is called post test. It is to improve the teaching learning.

3) Summative test

Summative evaluation occurs at the end of a program or course and is used to determine its overall effectiveness. The term summative means the summing up of all available information regarding a program at its “terminal point,” defined by a point in time (for example, the end of a school year) or by some stated level of competence or mastery.

 It is done after the program or a bigger program finished in the school. Formative test as like daily test, while summative test is general test (in the end of semester).
 It is to determine the number of students’ achievement.

d. Assessment 

1)
 Definition

A form of assessment in which students are asked to perform real-world tasks that demonstrate meaningful application of essential knowledge and skills.
 "Authentic assessment is an evaluation process that involves multiple forms of performance measurement reflecting the student's learning, achievement, motivation, and attitudes on instructionally-relevant activities. Examples of authentic assessment techniques include performance assessment, portfolios, and self-assessment." 

The term ‘assessment’ is used in different ways in different situations, which can make things confusing, especially when a group of teachers from different countries meet together
2) Reasons for assessment

a)  To identify a pupils progress in learning English.

b) To identify what pupils have learned, achievement over a term or year.

c)  To check pupils’ use of particular skill or language structure in a lesson or unit.
d) To find out whether you have achieved your teaching objectives.

e) To identify the skills/language/attitudes, etc pupils have developed already.

f) To find out whether pupils like/dislike particular activities and why.

g) To diagnose problems and /or strengths pupils have in a particular language area, e.g. writing, reading. 
  

3) Types of Authentic Assessment



a) Scoring guides / rubric

Scoring Guides/Rubric: A scoring scale used to assess student performance along a task-specific set of criteria. A list of required elements are grouped together to make the scoring guide with point specific designations.
b) Portfolio / E – portfolio

Portfolio/E-Portfolio: A collection of a student's work specifically selected to tell a particular story about the student 
 and to highlight achievements or demonstrate improvement over time (e-portfolio is electronic and usually accessible on the Internet).

c) Authentic task

Authentic Task: Authentic assessments are often called "tasks" because they include real-world applications we ask students to perform.
 An assignment given to students designed to assess their ability to apply standard-driven knowledge and skills to real-world challenges.

d) Self – assessment

Self-Assessment: Evaluating one's own performance to determine strength and weaknesses and reflecting on what improvements can be made to enhance product.
e) Oral interviews

Oral Interviews: Teacher asks student questions about personal background, activities, readings, and other interests.
f) Story or text retelling

Story or Text Retelling: Student retells main ideas or selected details of text experienced through listening or reading.

g) Writing samples

Writing Samples: Student generates narrative, expository, persuasive, or reference paper.

h) Project / exhibitions

Projects/Exhibitions: Student works with other students as a team to create a project that often involves multimedia production, oral and written presentations, and a display.

i) Project / exhibitions

Experiments/Demonstrations: Student documents a series of experiments, illustrates a procedure, performs the necessary steps to complete a task, and documents the results of the actions.

j) Constructed – response items

Constructed-Response Items: Student responds in writing to open-ended questions.
k) Teacher observations

Teacher Observations: Teacher observes and documents the students attention and interaction in class, response to instructional materials, and cooperative work with other students.
C. The Problem of English Teaching and Learning
1. The teacher’s problem of English teaching learning

The teacher has important role in the teaching learning process. More over to teach English that is still as foreign language must be prepared before. There are many problems in the English teaching that forced by the teacher, they are: 

a. There is no balanced between the teacher competences with demand teaching English at elementary school.

b. In the using sources of the material the teacher is not optimal, the teacher just teaches as like at the source of book, not creative by her self so its will causes boring.

c. Many teachers are not use media. 

2. The student’s problem of English teaching learning

English as foreign language has no connection with native language (local and national language). English is used in certain purpose only in Indonesia. Beside the Indonesian culture in different with English. Learners must force their selves to replace their native language with foreign language and use English as habits. It the learner must practically regularly and continuously, the learner especially beginner as elementary students difficult to imitate it.

According to Richard’s (1971) in Keith Johnson book’s definition of error types in foreign language learning:

a. Over – generalization: includes where the learner crates a deviant structure on the basis of his experience of other structures in the target language.

b. Ignorance of rule restrictions: failure to observe the restrictions of exiting structures.

c. Incomplete application of rules: occurrences of structures whose deviancy represents the degree of development of the rule required to produce acceptable utterances.

d. False concepts hypothesized: faulty comprehension of distinctions in the target language.
 
Usually errors types for elementary students, especially fourth and fifth grades is in the three and four point, thus point taught about difficulty on pronunciation (produce utterances) and faulty comprehension that is caused by lack of vocabulary in point one and two taught about grammatical so in elementary grammar role is simply and hot emphasize.

Students’ problems in English learning mean learning problems in achieving the English goals, and mastering of the English material. The goal of English language teaching students can understand and imitation what students have listened from teacher and students can master of vocabularies. 

So, there are various factors with influence the problems of learning, Linguistic factors and Non Linguistic factors.
a. Linguistic factors 
It includes vocabulary, pronunciation, grammar and four language skills (listening, reading, speaking and writing). They are:

1) Vocabulary

Vocabulary is group of word that have a language and to give meaning in language using. It is a core component of language proficiency and provides much of the basis for how well learners speak, listen, read and write. Without an extensive vocabulary and strategies for acquiring new vocabulary, learners often achieve less that their potential and may be discouraged from making use of language learning an opportunities around them such as listening to the radio, listening to native speakers using the language in the different contexts, reading, or watching television.
 So by many vocabularies we will be easy to learn language.

To guess successfully from context, learners need to know about 19 out of 20 words of the text, which requires knowing the 3000 most common words.

2) Pronunciation

Pronunciation is the way to speak the words of language. English speaking have different accent with Indonesian. Many foreign language students often have pronunciation as one of their most important goals. 

Intonation (sometimes described as the music of speech) encompasses the moments at which we change the pitch of our voices in order to give certain messages. Pitch describes the level (high or low) at which we speak. Changing our pitch in an utterance is absolutely crucial for getting our meaning across.

In conclusion the question good pronunciation also provide good model for speaking and provide opportunities to stimulate discussion and to study language.
3) Grammar 

It is the role or system in language learning correctly. It is in order to the language can understand by others.
 Swan suggests that the teaching of grammar should be determined by the needs of the students. Thus, the selection of grammar items to be taught must depend on learners’ aims in learning English. Furthermore, the teaching of grammar should be based on the principles of comprehensibility and acceptability.

For most  teachers, the main idea of grammar teaching is to help learners internalize the structures taught in such a way that they can be used in everyday communication.
 
b. Non Linguistic factors

The difficulties in learning English can be gotten from students’ selves or others. They are psychological, physiologies and sociological factor.
