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CHAPTER IV
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FINDING AND DISCUSSION

This chapter covers the result of the study and discussion toward the result of the study. In this chapter the products of the study taken from planning, implementing, observing and reflecting are reported. On other words, in chapter IV is present about the result of the study.

A. Research Finding
This section covering the findings in preliminary study, Cycle 1 and Cycle 2. They were described as clear as possible as follow:
1. Preliminary Study
After the preliminary observation the researcher got the data of the problems in teaching and learning English, especially in speaking English. After get permission from the English teacher of Al Kamal Islamic Boarding School, on April 20th, 2012. The researcher asking to the English teacher helps and she prepared anything for this classroom action research. The classroom action research was conducted on Friday, May 4th, 2012 and ended on Wednesday, May 23th, 2012. It was done in two cycles. The subject of the research was first year students that consisted of 36 students. The researcher was helped by collaborator teacher, the real teacher in the class. Her name is Mrs. Dwi Crismawati.
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Before the researcher applies the method of teaching speaking, named role-play technique in conducts research. The researcher gives questionnaire to the students in first year students of al kamal in order to know the problem in English class especially in speaking. Besides, the researcher also gave preliminary test. It means to know the students ability in speaking skill. The questionnaire and preliminary test were given on Sunday, May, 13th, 2012. The result of this test can be seen in the Table 4.1.

Based on the Table 4.1, we can find that about 86 % students got scores under KKM score, and just 14 % students got scores equal with KKM score.

Finally, the researcher concluded that role-play technique was suitable for students of first year students of Al Kamal Islamic Boarding School. The role-play technique was designed to get students’ feedback.
2. Cycle I

The data presented in Cycle I covered of planning of lesson plan, implementation of action plan, analysis of the students’ observation sheet, students’ questionnaire, interview with English teacher, and result of student’ test and reflection to draw conclusion.

a. Planning of Action

Referring to the teachers’ problem in teaching speaking, that there were still found the students who have difficulty in speaking activity. So the researcher applied role-play technique in teaching speaking. This technique practically applied in term of how set of technique for using them to be provided and developed. Furthermore, these helped the students developed their speaking skill. In applying the role-play technique, the researcher and her collaborator divided the thirty six students in pair. 

b. Implementation of Action Plan

The implementation of action plan in Cycle I was carried out in three meeting.
The first meeting of Cycle I was carried out on Monday, 14 May, 2012. The class started from 05.00-06.30 p.m. In this meeting the researcher focused in implementing Role-play technique to improve students’ capability in speaking skill. 
The teacher began the class by praying together and greeting the students then it was continued by calling students’ names to check their attendance. Then the teacher started the main activity of role-play technique in teaching and learning speaking process as follow:
1) The teacher submits the material text by the title “Better Asking the Way than going astray”.
2) The teacher reads the sample conversation entitled “Better Asking the Way than going astray” to the students who are expected to imitate and eventually memorize it.
3) Teacher divided the class into two groups then one group said Tina’s role and one other said Tini’s role.
4) The students practiced the conversation role-play in the first chain (with friend sitting beside her and at that time there were two group).
5) The teacher asks some of students to come forward and to do conversation role-play, not all.
6) The players keep doing conversation role-play while other group observe and to give score their performance.
7) After some of group have performed, the students give the result of observation written or even orally and the teacher corrects the mistakes the students make. 
In this meeting the students excite and enthusiast in the classroom when the researcher teaches English speaking by role-play technique.
The second meeting of Cycle I was carried out on Tuesday, 15 May 2012. The class started from 05.00-06.30 p.m. In this meeting there were no much different from the previous meeting. The researcher still focused in implementing the role-play technique in teaching and learning speaking in the classroom. The different were only the conversation role-play material. In this meeting the researcher used the conversation role-play under the title be patient! 

Before the researcher started the main activity the students were expected to repeat the previous conversation role-play in pair. Then the activity in the class ran just like the previous meeting did. 

After the class ended the teacher announced the students that the following day was for the post test for speaking performance. She told the procedure of the examination was that the students were to practice one of the two previous conversation role-play in pair. The practiced conversation role-play would be determined by choosing the card, on which were written the title of the conversation role-play. Besides, they must bring attribute to support their nice performance in practiced conversation role-play. After the class all understood the explanation, then the teacher said good bye and the class dismissed.

In this meeting the students excite and enthusiast in the classroom when the researcher teaches English speaking by role-play technique.
The third meeting of Cycle I was carried out on Wednesday, 16 May 2012. The class started from 05-00-06.30 p.m. In this meeting, the researcher focused in making the post test and filling up the questionnaire.  

After all the class was ready to begin, the teacher greeted the students and the class prayed together. Then the teacher called the students’ name to check their attendance.

The teacher was ready with some cards, on which were written the title of the conversation role-play. Then the students were expected to come forward in pair to take one of them. Then the students were expected to come forward in pair to do conversation role-play. While players practiced the conversation role-play, teacher and other students recorded the players’ voice and rated their performance based on the rating scale written in the criteria of success. All the class had the opportunity to perform the conversation role-play.
After this post test ended, the teacher gave the questionnaire to all the students and they were hoped to fill it according to their own experience. It did not take too long. 

The students excite and enthusiast in the classroom when the researcher teaches English speaking by role-play technique. The activity in the class was done and the teacher smiled by saying “good” then greeted them, the class dismissed.

c. Observing 

The observation was done during the action. In this stage the observer observe the teaching and learning process. The assessment was focused on activities done by the students and the assessing of the students result in the test. The collaborator teacher observe and write down the process happened during the researcher action.

In this section, the researcher and the collaborator teacher analyzed the data taken from students’ observation sheet, students’ questionnaire, interview with English teacher, and result of student’ test. The descriptions were follows:
1) The Observation Interpretation during implementing of role-play technique.
The data related to students’ participation and the way of teacher’s teaching of cycle I were obtained from the students’ and teacher’s observation sheet. See appendix 5-6 and 9-10! The participation of students and the way of teacher’s teaching were noted when the role-play technique was being implemented in the classroom, this observation noted participation of each student and this observation was done by researcher and collaborator. In students’ observation, the researcher emphases eight activities which were categorized as students’ active participation, from students attendance, how active students asked the question, how active students answered question, how active students cooperated in both in pair, how active students did the teacher’s instruction, how good students paid attention to the teacher’s explanation, how well the students practiced the material given, and how the students not to joke in the classroom while in teacher’s observation, the researcher emphases seven activities from how to open the class, how to develop teaching and learning process, how to present material, how to handle the class, using the language, how to use the media, and how to close activity. The result of both, as described in detail is below.

a) Meeting I

(1) Observation of the students’ activities in meeting I
(a) 36 students were present (100 %)
(b) 2 students asked question. (5.5%)
(c) 26 students answered question actively. (72.2%)

(d) 26 students participated in pair or group actively. (72.2%)

(e) 20 students did the teacher’s instruction well. (55.5%)

(f) 30 students paid attention in teacher’s explanation. (83.3%)

(g) 28 students practiced the material given well. (77.8%)

(h) 36 students did not make a joke in the classroom during teaching and learning process. (100%)
(2) Observation of teacher’s activities meeting I
(a) The researcher was good enough in opening the lesson

(b) The researcher was good in giving explanation of the teaching material but sometimes too fast so that the students couldn’t catch the material easily and did not pay attention to the lesson.

(c) The researcher was good enough in developing the material of teaching.
(d) The researcher’s voice in pronouncing the English was good enough but still too fast, which made some students did not understand well.

(e) The use of media was interesting enough.
(f) Involve the students in concluding the whole lesson.
b) Meeting II
(1) Observation of the students’ activities in meeting II
(a) 36 students were present (100 %)
(b) 3 students asked question. (8.3%)
(c) 26 students answered question actively. (72.2%)

(d) 26 students participated in pair actively. (72.2%)

(e) 22 students did the teacher’s instruction well. (61.1%)

(f) 30 students paid attention in teacher’s explanation. (83.3%)

(g) 28 students practiced the material given well. (77.8%)

(h) 36 students did not make a joke in the classroom during teaching and learning process. (100%)
(2) Observation of teacher’s activities meeting II
In this meeting the observation sheet toward the way of teacher’s teaching was no much different from the previous meeting.
Based on the students’ and teacher’s observations sheet in meeting I and II recorded by the researcher and collaborator during implementation of role-play technique in cycle I, it could be concluded that there were some problems that were faced by the students during the implementation of role-play technique such as: the students still felt unfamiliar with the role-play technique, the students felt that the time allotment was too short. While the way of teacher’s teaching was good enough, but the instruction and the explanation of the teacher were still too fast, so the students found it hard to understand.
2) The result of the students’ test on speaking ability.
The researcher used post test to know how the implementation of role-play technique could improve students’ speaking ability. It was conducted in the 3rd meeting. The post test showed that no one got excellent mark, 8 students got good mark (22.2%), 21 students got fair mark (58.3%) and 7 students got poor mark (19.4%). So, the result of students’ post test in cycle I did not meet with criteria of success, because only 28 students (80.5%) passed the criteria of success, the criteria of success was if more than 85% of students passed KKM. The result of students’ post test on speaking ability was showed in table 4.2 (The bold word was the successful students). For more detail see appendix 19!

3) Students’ Questionnaire

The students’ questionnaire on implementation of role-play technique in cycle I was supposed to give some information dealing with the students’ personal learning experience after the implementation of role-play technique. It was distributed after the students did the post test in 3rd meeting. The questionnaire was formed in five question that the students only needed to answer by yes, no or hesitant of the question. The result of the participation questionnaire grouped into two groups.

a)  There were 23 (63.9%) got the good mark, because they felt that they could enjoy the teaching and learning process of role-play technique, they felt that their ability in speaking gets progress after implementing this technique and their interest in English especially speaking skill also increases.
b) There were 13 (36.1%) got the poor mark, because may be they still felt unfamiliar to role-play technique, so that they could not enjoy the teaching and learning process of role-play technique and as the result of her they had less interest to the process of teaching and learning process and also they did fell that their ability in English specially speaking skill got increasing. 

Based on the result showed above that the result did not meet the criteria of success, because there were only 63.9% of students got the good mark, whereas that the criteria of success was if  more than 75% students got the good mark. For more detail of the questionnaire result, see appendix 16!   
4) Interview to the English Teacher
 Interview was conducted in the end of cycle I on Tuesday, 16th May 2012, this device enabled to get collaborators’ comment in the implementation of role-play technique, then the result of interview was used to revise the weaknesses in implementation of role-play technique in next cycle.

The results of interview in this cycle were follows:

a) The teacher stated that she still felt unfamiliar with the role-play technique because the instruction in this technique was many but she wanted to understand the role-play further and seriously to get best result of the implementation of this technique.

b) The English teacher stated that she wanted to implement this technique next in improving students’ English capability specially in speaking skill. Because she felt that this technique was an appropriate technique in specially developing students’ speaking skill.
c) The teacher stated that the causes if the unsatisfactory result of implementing this technique was not because this technique not good, but the students were not only  used to this, but if the students had got used to this technique and they could understand all the instruction she was sure that this study would be successful. 
d. Reflection 

The result of the students’ and teacher’s observations sheet in meeting I and II recorded by the researcher and collaborator during implementation of role-play technique in cycle I, it was still different from the researcher had expected. In this cycle there were some problems that were faced by the students during the implementation of role-play technique such as: the students still felt unfamiliar with the role-play technique, the students felt that the time allotment was too short and the teacher instruction was still hard to understand.
Based on the findings above, the researcher wanted to improve students’ participation in next cycle by modifying some instructions in teaching and learning process to make it clear for the students. The teacher would little translate some of them and also she would give more time allotment.
The result of the students’ questionnaire in cycle I showed that there were 23(63.9%) students got the good mark, and There were 13 (36.1%) students got the poor mark. Based on the result showed the researcher wanted to increase the students’ mark by conducting the cycle II.

The most important point of the researcher’s interview to the collaborator was that the main cause of unsatisfactory result of this cycle was that the students were still unfamiliar with this technique. From this reason, the researcher wants to conduct cycle II.

Based on the result of post test in cycle I showed that only 29 (80.5%) students could pass KKM. Whereas that the criteria of success was 85% passed KKM. If it was compared with the result of previous test in preliminary study that was conducted by the English teacher, the test of cycle I increased some points, but it had not yet met the criteria of success (85%). The result of previous test that was conducted by the English teacher just 5 students could pass (70) KKM. Consequently the researcher needs to conduct the next cycle by making the instruction clearer and more detail also she would give more time allotment. To know the more detail result of previous test, see appendix 19! 
To improve the students’ participation in teaching and learning process, the result of the test, students’ interest of English especially speaking skill in, and to solve the problem faced in teaching learning process the researcher needed to conduct the cycle II. In the cycle II, the researcher would make some improvements in instruction, time allotment, and also the students’ formation in practicing the conversation role-play to get the satisfactory result of the cycle II.
2. Cycle II

The presentation of the data in the second cycle is organized into planning of action, implementation of action plan, analysis and reflection.
a. Planning of Action

The planning of action in Cycle II was arranged based on the result of the reflection in Cycle I. In this action, the researcher would make some improvements in instruction, time allotment, and also the students’ formation in practicing the conversation role-play to get the satisfactory result of the cycle II.
b. Implementation of Action Plan

The implementation of cycle II, the researcher took more time than it was. It was three meetings. The first and second meetings were for teaching and learning process and the last was for doing post test of speaking ability.

The first meeting of Cycle II was carried out on Monday, 21 May, 2012. In this meeting the researcher stressed in very clear instruction and giving more change and time to the students for practicing the conversation role-play. The material used in this cycle was same from it was in the previous cycle. 

After the researcher prepared all of revised research instruments, she started to open the lesson by greeting, and then checking the students’ attendance list. Then she told the students the reason why she repeated the teaching and learning activity in the classroom. Then she showed the result of the speaking test in the previous cycle. And she did forget to give the students motivation to improve the students’ interest in English specially speaking skill and the students seemed to have very great motivation to participate better in this cycle. Then the teacher started the main activity of role-play technique in teaching and learning speaking as follows:
1) The teacher divided the class into several groups in pair.
2) The teacher submits the material text by the title “Better Asking the Way than going astray”.
3) The students practiced the previous conversation role-play in pair for several times.
4) The teacher read the conversation role-play on the text to the students who were expected to imitate and eventually memorize it.
5) Teacher divided the class into two groups then one group said one’s role and one other said one other’s role

6) The students practiced the conversation role-play in the first chain (with friend sitting beside her and at that time there were two group).
7) The teacher asks some of students to come forward and to do conversation role-play, not all.
8) The teacher instructed the students to practice the conversation role-play in pair or the second chain by standing face to face and moving from one person others.
9) The players keep doing conversation role-play while other group observe and to give score their performance.
10) After some of group have performed, the students give the result of observation written or even orally and the teacher corrects the mistakes the students make.   
In this meeting the students excite and enthusiast in the classroom when the researcher teaches English speaking by role-play technique.
The second meeting of Cycle II was carried out on Monday, 22 May, 2012. In this meeting the researcher still focused in the implementation of role-play technique as a technique for improving students’ speaking ability. There was not much deferent from the implementation of it in the previous meeting.

The teacher asked the students to stand up face to face to repeat the previous conversation role-play till several movements then the students sat down again and the teacher gave the material in the form of conversation role-play entitled “Be Patient!” the class was guided to activities just like the implementation above. No different. 

In this meeting the students excite and enthusiast in the classroom when the researcher teaches English speaking by role-play technique.

The third meeting of Cycle II was carried out on Monday, 23 May, 2012. In this meeting, the researcher focused in making the post test II and filling up the questionnaire.  

After all the class was ready to begin, the teacher greeted the students and the class prayed together. Then the teacher called the students’ name to check their attendance.

The teacher was ready with some cards, on which were written the title of the conversation role-play. The students were expected to come forward in pair to take one of them. Then the students were expected to come forward in pair to do conversation role-play. While players practiced the conversation role-play, teacher and other students recorded the players’ voice and rated their performance based on the rating scale written in the criteria of success. All the class had the opportunity to perform the conversation role-play.
After this post test ended, the teacher distributed the questionnaire to all students and they were hoped to fill it according to their own experience. It did not take too long. 

The students excite and enthusiast in the classroom when the researcher teaches English speaking by role-play technique. The activity in the class was done and the teacher smiled by saying “good” then greeted them, the class dismissed.
c. Observing 

The observation was done during the action. In this stage the observer observe the teaching and learning process. The assessment was focused on activities done by the students and the assessing of the students result in the test. The collaborator teacher observe and write down the process happened during the researcher action.

In this section, the researcher and the collaborator teacher analyzed the data taken from students’ observation sheet, students’ questionnaire, interview with English teacher, and result of student’ test II. The descriptions were follows:
1) The Observation Interpretation during implementing of role-play technique.

The data related to students’ participation and the way of teacher’s teaching of cycle II were still obtained from the students’ and teacher’s observation sheet. See appendix 7-8 and 11-12! The participation of students and the way of teacher’s teaching were noted when the role-play technique was being implemented in the classroom, this observation noted participation of each student and this observation was done by researcher and collaborator. In students’ observation, the researcher emphases eight activities which were categorized as students’ active participation, from students attendance, how active students asked the question, how active students answered question, how active students cooperated in both in pair and group formations, how active students did the teacher’s instruction, how good students paid attention to the teacher’s explanation, how well the students practiced the material given, and how the students not to joke in the classroom while in teacher’s observation, the researcher emphases seven activities from how to open the class, how to develop teaching and learning process, how to present material, how to handle the class, using the language, how to use the media, and how to close activity. The result of both, as described in detail is below.

a) Meeting I

(1) Observation of the students’ activities in meeting I
(a) 36 students were present (100 %)
(b) 4 students asked question. (1.44%)
(c) 28 students answered question actively. (77.7%)

(d) 30 students participated in pair or group actively. (83.3%)

(e) 30 students did the teacher’s instruction well. (83.3%)

(f) 32 students paid attention in teacher’s explanation. (88.9%)

(g) 29 students practiced the material given well. (80.5%)

(h) 36 students did not make a joke in the classroom during teaching and learning process. (100%)
(2) Observation of teacher’s activities meeting I
(a) The researcher was good in opening the lesson

(b) The researcher was good in giving explanation of the teaching material. Now she was slower to give the explanation and the students were used to be with role-play technique.
(c) The researcher was good in developing the material of teaching.
(d) The researcher’s voice in pronouncing the English was good enough and now she was slower to talk, so it made some easy to understand.

(e) The use of media was interesting enough.
(f) Involve the students in concluding the whole lesson.
b) Meeting II
(1) Observation of the students’ activities in meeting II
(a) 36 students were present (100 %)

(b) 5 students asked question. (13.9%)
(c) 31 students answered question actively. (86.1%)

(d) 30 students participated in pair or group actively. (83.3%)

(e) 30 students did the teacher’s instruction well. (83.3%)

(f) 32 students paid attention in teacher’s explanation. (88.9%)

(g) 29 students practiced the material given well. (80.5%)

(h) 36 students did not make a joke in the classroom during teaching and learning process. (100%)
(2) Observation of teacher’s activities meeting II

In this meeting the observation sheet toward the way of teacher’s teaching was no much different from the previous meeting.
Based on the students’ and teacher’s observations sheet in meeting I and II recorded by the researcher and collaborator during implementation of role-play technique in cycle II, it could be concluded that there were no problem that were faced by the students during the implementation of role-play technique. The students felt more familiars with the role-play technique and it seemed that the students began to be very interested in this technique. While the way of teacher’s teaching was good.
Based on the students’ and teacher’s observations sheet in meeting I and II, it could be concluded that the implementation of role-play technique got satisfactory result and as the researcher had expected. 
2) The results of the students’ test on speaking ability.

The researcher used post test II to know how the implementation of role-play technique could improve students’ speaking ability. It was conducted in the 3rd meeting. The post test showed that no one got excellent mark, 10 students got good mark (27.8%), 22 students got fair mark (61.1%) and 4 students got poor mark (11.1%). So, the result of students’ post test in cycle II reached criteria of success, the criteria of success was if more than 85% of students passed KKM. The result of students’ post test on speaking ability was showed in table 4.3 (the bold word were the successful students).

3)  Students’ Questionnaire 
The students’ questionnaire on implementation of role-play technique in cycle II on Wednesday, 23th May 2012 was supposed to give some information dealing with the students’ personal learning experience after the implementation of role-play technique. It was distributed after the students did the post test II in 3rd meeting. The questionnaire was formed in five question that the students only needed to answer by yes, no or hesitant of the question. The result of the participation questionnaire grouped into two groups.

1. There were 28 (77.8%) got the good mark, because they felt that they could enjoy the teaching and learning process of role-play technique, they felt that their ability in speaking gets progress after implementing this technique and their interest in English especially speaking skill also increases.

2. There were 8 (22.2%) got the poor mark, because maybe they were still not sure yet that their ability in English specially speaking ability getting improvement. But the great point here that all the students got the interest in English specially in increasing speaking ability. 
Based on the result showed above that the result reached the criteria of success. For more detail, see appendix 17! 
4) Interview with the English Teacher
This Interview with the English teacher was conducted in the end of cycle II, this device enabled to get collaborators’ comment in the implementing of role-play technique, then the result of interview was used to conclude the implementing of role-play technique and to reflect later.
The results of interview in the cycle II were follows:

1. The teacher stated that she interested in this technique and would implement this technique to improve students’ ability in English. 
2. The teacher stated that the role-play technique was effective and efficient    activity for teaching speaking purpose.

3. The teacher stated that if the students practiced English much in the class or hopefully out of the class too, she was sure that the bilingual are of Al Kamal Islamic Boarding School would run well soon.
4. The teacher stated that the class was more enjoyable by implementing role-play technique because she was happy to see the students more active to participate the class. 
5. And the teacher added that after implementation of role-play technique, it seemed that students had more interest in English specially speaking skill and this was the great point that everybody waited and waited.

The result of interview showed that the role-play technique was interested and suitable technique in teaching and learning speaking.

d. Reflection 

The result of the students’ and teacher observations sheet in meeting I and II, it could be concluded that the implementation of role-play technique got satisfactory result and as the researcher had expected. Accordingly, the research did not need to continue in the Cycle III.   

Meanwhile, Based on the result of individual test in cycle II showed that 32 (88.9%) of students passed KKM. If it was compared with the result test in Cycle I, the researcher identified that after implementing the role-play technique in cycle II the students’ speaking ability improved. 

Based on the result of Students’ questionnaire and interview with the teacher in cycle II, the researcher could identify that there were minor problems faced by students and the teacher in the class, it means that the implementing of role-play technique was successfully.

Based on the all of findings of this study, the researcher concluded that the Implementing of role-play technique could improve significant improvement students’ speaking ability at the first year students of Al Kamal Islamic Boarding School Kunir Wonodadi Blitar.

 For the above reasons, the researcher and her collaborator decided that it was not necessary to continue this study in Cycle III, since it was considered successful.  
B. Research Discussion
The result of the test which is done in preliminary study, Cycle 1 and Cycle 2 increased from 13.9 % to 80.5 % until 88.9 %. The graph of students’ test progress could be looked in figure 4.1.

Based on the figure 4.1, the researcher and collaborator teacher took a summary that the criteria of success of this research could be achieved and be stopped in Cycle 2. So, role-play technique improved the students’ achievement if it was used in teaching learning process especially in teaching speaking English. Because of role-play technique, the students got feedback from it. It was supported by Sagala (2005) that using role-play technique was intended to obtain feedback and to improve skills.
Beside the test, the students’ questionnaire also had the progress from cycle 1 to cycle 2. They were 23 (63.9%) got the good mark and 13 (36.1%) got the poor mark % to 28 (77.8%) got the good mark and 8 (22.2%) got the poor mark %. The graph of students’ questionnaire progress could be looked in figure 4.2.

Based on the figure 4.2, we concluded that the students’ questionnaire exceeded the criteria of success. It showed that the teaching speaking through role-play technique could create the students’ comfort. This finding supported the statement of (Richard-Amato 1996) that implementing of role-play technique must support the learning environment. The students could feel pleasant. 
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
