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CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
This chapter deals with the opinions of some education experts or some theories which is related to this study. They include: Constructivism, Contextual teaching and learning (CTL), Teaching Speaking, Group discussion and main class, Testing Speaking, Review of Related Literature and Achievement. 
A. Constructivism 
Constructivism is the foundation of CTL. The basic premise is that an individual learner must actively, build Knowledge and skills. However, all advocates of constructivism agree that it is the individual’s processing of stimuli from the environment and the resulting cognitive structure that produce adaptive  behavior rather than the stimuli themselves. In the classroom teaching learning process, the application of constructivism are applied in five step of learning that are activating knowledge, acquiring knowledge, understanding knowledge, applying knowledge and reflecting on knowledge. The constructivism paradigm has led us to understand how learning can be facilitated through certain types of engaging, constructive activities. This model of learning emphasizes meaning making through active participation in situated context socially, culturally, historically, and politically.
B. Contextual Teaching Learning (CTL)
CTL is an educational process that aims to help student see meaning in the academic subject with the context of their daily lives, that is, with the context of their personal, social, and cultural circumstances. To achieve this aim, the system encompasses the following eight components: making meaningful connections, doing significant work, self-regulated learning, and collaborating, critical and creative thinking, nurturing the individual, reaching high standards, and using authentic assessments 

Based on the definition above, the writer concludes that CTL is the way or the concept of teaching that help teacher and students to relate subject matter to the real life situation and motivate student to connect and apply all aspect of learning into their role in real life. When we talked about context, most people say that it related to their social life. In the classroom teaching, CTL means teacher should present the student real world inside the classroom.

The Characteristics of CTL into eight important elements as follows:

1. Making Meaningful Connections 

Students can organize themselves as learners, who learn actively in improving their interest individually, person who can work individually or collectively in a group, and a person who can do learning by doing

2. Doing Significant Work 

Student can make relationship among schools and the various existing contexts in the real world as business maker and as a citizen

3. Self-Regulated Learning 

Students do the significant work; it has purpose, it has connection with others, it has connection with decision making and it has the concrete results or products

4. Collaborating 

Students are able to work together. The teacher helps students in order to work effectively in a group and teacher helps them to understand the way how to persuade and communicate each others.

5. Critical and Creative Thinking 

Students are able to apply higher level thinking critically and effectively. They are able to analyze, to synthesize, to tackle the problem, to make a decision and to think logically.

6. Nurturing the Individual
Students carry on their selves, understand, give attention, posses high

Wishes motivate and empower themselves. Students can’t get the success without the support from adult people. Students should respect their companion and adult person
7. Reaching High Standards
Students know and reach the high standard. It identifies their purposes

and motivates them to reach it. Teacher shows to students how to reach

what called excellent.
8. Using Authentic Assessments
Students use academic knowledge in the real world context to the meaningful purposes. For example, students may describe the academic information that have learnt in subject of science, health, education, math, and English subject by designing a car, planning the school menu, or making the serving of human emotion or telling their experience
C. Teaching Speaking

Teaching is guidance of learning activity, and learning is a process of behavior change of the individual as result of interaction to the environment in fulfilling the need of his/her life. The purpose of teaching is to help student become independent and self-regulated learners. So, the teacher must consider many factors that influence teaching and learning speaking process. 
1. The goal of teaching speaking

Teaching Speaking for ESL/EFL learner is intending to:

a. Produce the English speech sounds and sound patterns

b. Use word and sentence stress, intonation patterns and the rhythm of the second   language

c. Select appropriate words and sentences according to the proper social setting, audience, situation and subject matter

d. Organize their thoughts in a meaningful and logical sequence


e. Use language as a means of expressing values and judgments

f. Use the language quickly and confidently with few unnatural pauses, which are called as fluency.

The single most important reason for teaching speaking is to develop oral fluency, which is ability to express oneself intelligibly, accurately, and without undue hesitation. The other goal of teaching speaking skill is to communicate efficiently. Here learners should be able to make themselves understood, using their current proficiency to the fullest, and learners should try to avoid confusion the message due to faulty in pronunciation, grammar, vocabulary and to observe the social and cultural rules applied in each communication situation.

2. Approach and method teaching speaking

Approach and method are two terms which are often overlapped in language teaching. People often mention one of them but they refer to another.  According to Anthony’s model, approach is the level at which assumptions and beliefs about language learning are specified, while method is the level at which the theory is put into practice and at which choices are made about the particular skills to be taught, the content to be taught and the order in which the content will be presented (Shofiya, 2007:6). In other words, the arrangement of the two is that approach is axiomatic. Method is procedural.

a. Approach

An approach is a set of correlative assumptions dealing with the nature of language teaching and learning. An approach is axiomatic. It describes the nature of the subject matter to be taught (Richards, 2001:19). Approach is level at which assumptions and belief about language learning and teaching. Different people may agree with different belief and assumptions dealing with nature language, learning and teaching. Assumption or beliefs may be taken for granted. People don’t have to come to an agreement about the assumption.
The natural approach is developed in the early 1980s. this name is given by Terrel and Krashen to their new  philosophy of language teaching (Steinberg, 1993:233). The natural belongs to a tradition of language teaching methods based on observation and interpretation of how learners acquire both first and second language in no formal setting.

The natural approach defines itself as a method for developing basic personal communication skills, oral and written (Steinberg, 1993:223). So the goals of the method would include the ability to engage in simple conversational exchanges, to understand announcements in public places, to read newspapers, write personal letter, etc. 

The teaching of any subject matter is usually based on analyzing of the natural of the subject itself and the application of teaching and learning principles drawn from research and theory in educational psychology. The result is generally referred to a set of core teaching and learning principles together with a body of classroom practices that are derived from them.

Approach is the level of theories and method is the plan of language teaching that is consistent with the theories. Method should come after approach because the plan of language teaching should be develop from theories on the nature or language and language learning.   

b. Method

Method is the way to be used for reaching certain purpose. In teaching and learning process, it is needed for a teacher to transfer the knowledge in order to make understand the students.  According to Syaiful Bahri Djamarah (1991) a teacher does not have to do her or his job if she or he does not master the method to teach (Djamarah, 2010:46). 

In Teaching by Principle an Interactive Approach to Language Pedagogy, Brown describes that: method was the second of two hierarchical elements namely approach and method. Approach was a set of assumption dealing with the nature of language, learning, and teaching. Method was described as an overall plan for systematic presentation of language based up on a selected approach (Douglass, 2001:14).
The English teacher has to know many methods in order to be easy in using the suitable method depending on the English teaching goals. There are the criteria for the English teacher in using the method: (a) the method should raise the students motif, interest and stimulate them to study hard, (b) the method should give the opportunity to students creating their product, (c) the method can guarantee the growth  of student’s activities, (d) the method can educate the students in individual learning technique and the way to get known with own venture, (e) the method can expand the values and students attitude in daily life.

Whatever the method used in teaching language, it is clear that its main aim is in order the students have competence in language. The following is a discussion of some major methods, which has been used in Teaching English as Foreign Language (TEFL).
3. Strategy to develop teaching speaking

The strategy that is able to use to teach students on speaking according CTL, Namely are:
a. Real-World Learning

e. Dekat dengan kehidupan nyata dan pembelajaran terjadi di berbagai tempat, konteks, dan setting
f. Perubahan perilaku

Perilaku dibangun atas kesadaran diri baik berdasar motivasi instrinsik karena dia yakin itulah yang terbaik dan bermanfaat, serta penyesalan adalah hukuman dari perilaku jelek
D. Discussion and Main class

1. Definition of Discussion

Group discussions are effective speaking activity in large classrooms, (Murcia and Olshtain, 2000:177). Sometimes, the students are divided by the teacher to become group work. This increases the sheer amount of learner talk going on in a limited period of time and also lowers the inhibitions of learners who are unwilling to speak in front of classroom (Ur, 1991:121).
According suryabroto (1997:179), the discussion is a scientific conversation by some people who are members of one group, to exchange opinions on an issue or work together to find solutions to get the answers and the truth of the matter.

In the discussion of learning has the meaning of a situation where a teacher with students or students with other students verbally exchange ideas, share ideas and opinions. The question posed to generate discussions are at a higher cognitive level, Arends (1997)

Based on the above understanding, the use by teachers to have the sense to understand what is in the minds of students and how to process ideas and information that are taught through the communication that occurs during the learning takes place both between student and teacher communication with students.

In conclusion, discussion concerns with the students that are the students may aim to arrive at a conclusion, share ideas about an event, or find solutions in their discussion groups. There are many dissension possibilities. The important thing is the students need the topic, doing some study (if there is a necessary for language input, facts or figures), and more quickly to activate stages. After the discussions are over, there will be feedback with their finish discussion the main class.
In SMA Negeri 1 Karangrejo usually gives the discussion in a class and each group discussion has 2-3 students in each meeting and it fits with the ability of the teacher that handles the students. The teacher can choose the material that they think easy to transfer or discuss  that they will discuss in the front class.
2. Group Discussion and Main class

It has explained clearly above that discussion is the additional time to review the material before or ask the new material. It has little members of students in each group.
Main class here means that the real class that transforms the science to the students. It contains 35-38 students each class but in SMA Negeri 1 Karangrejo itself contains 35-38 students each class.
The students will get much knowledge from the main class. It emphasizes in main material that class as one of media to transfer the knowledge. Class means here group of the people that learn something. Each group contains more than 2-3 people and it does not give the additional time for the students to ask the material that is out of the material that is discussed on that day. 
E. Testing Speaking
As most people say that testing speaking is the most complex to assess with precision. Many of teachers often feel uncomfortable when handling speaking test since it is often difficult to be objective and consistent when testing a large number of students. But it doesn’t mean that speaking test can’t be measured in correct way. From the statement above, the researcher has found several resources that explain about the way to assess speaking test and its technique that will be used by writer to assess speaking ability. The main function of the test is to measure the students’ ability. 

In this paper, the writer quoted the one that used by heaton as it is the most applicable to our speaking class rating system, since we would have 1-10 or 10- 100 range of point as stated in the guidelines of scoring speaking skill in 2004 curriculum. According to Heaton (1988;1) in his book “Writing English Language Tests” explains that tests may be constructed primarily as devices to reinforce learning and to motivate the students or primarily as a means of assessing the students’ performance in the language.
The oral ability test is divided into five elements; pronunciation, grammar, vocabulary, fluency, and comprehension. Each element’s characteristics are then defined into five short behavioral statements as stated in the frames above. This helps to make the test reliable, since it avoids subjectivity because it provides clear, precise and mutually exclusive behavioral statements for each point of the scale. The writer will objectively see the characteristics of each student’s speaking ability whether they achieve 1,2,3,4 or 5 score. Then, it can easily calculate the score. The amount of maximum scores gained is 25. It is gained from the five elements of speaking as stated above. This amount of score can be described as follows:

Since our speaking class rating system is used the range of point 1-10 or 1- 100, then, to make it easier to calculate, the score is converted into 100 point scale by multiplying it with 4. The rating system used here is based on the rounding off system. So, it is clearly seen that the writer modify the range score because the need of the scoring system as stated in the previous page. According to the rounding off system, writer concludes that 100 point is the highest score gained by a student and 20 point is the lowest score gained by a student.
F. Review of Related of Literature

Dalam group discussion ini siswa dibagi menjadi beberapa group, setiap group terdiri dari 3-5 orang, setiap kelompok diharapkan mampu memecahkan masalah dan mencari jawaban. Selanjutnya, mereka mempresentasikan hasil kelompoknya di depan kelas, dan setiap anggota harus menyampaikan ide yang mereka peroleh. Dalam discussi ini siswa bisa berinteraksi dengan siswa maupun siswa berinteraksi dengan guru. Jadi pada group discussion ini guru hanya sebagai fasilitator dan menilai hasil siswa. Maka siswa dituntut untuk aktif, kritis dan kreatif. 
G. Achievement

Achievement is the aid both the teacher and the student in assessing learning readiness, monitoring learning process, diagnosing learning difficulties and evaluating learning outcomes. 

According to Ebel (1978:238) achievement is an outcome of education. He states that most of cases achievement is shown by students’ grades or scores. It can describe the achievement that the students have although it cannot show achievement completely but it can hold. 
1. Internal achievement

a. Willingness

It comes from the bottom of the students’ heart. The students will lose their achievement if the do not have any willingness to get the knowledge.
b. Intelligence

Commonly students who have good intelligence have high performance. Because of that, they have better achievement than students who has no intelligence. 
2. External achievement
a. Motivation 

It can be started from the family that always supports the learners to get achievement. Commonly, students that have good achievement always get the motivation not only form their family but also their friend.

b. School

School is one of factor that can increase the achievement of the students. It can be the infrastructure that is in that school. Infrastructure here means that the school has complete infrastructure to support the students to get the knowledge.

c. Teacher

Teacher is one of element that can increase the students’ achievement. Commonly the students will easy to get the knowledge if the students themselves love the teacher first. If the students do not like the teacher first, they will difficult to get the lesson so that the achievement of the students will be down.
d. Method

The students will have good achievement if the teacher that teaches them has different method and creative method. The method that the teacher uses will influence the students’ achievement.
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
