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CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
This chapter presents the foreign language teaching, definition method of teaching, techniques in teaching language, Kumon method.

A. Foreign Language Teaching

Teaching is guidance of learning activity. Teaching is conducted to teach and directed to the goal of learning process. The concept of teaching is understood as a process that is intrinsically and inseparably bound up with learning

Teaching is an organized activity to help student in learning. The essence of teaching looked as a process, that is the process which done by teachers in coursed, learning activity of students. Teacher has first role in direct and create situation to the learning. In other hand, teaching is a learning process, and the result of process is change of behavior. It is not only influenced the knowledge ownership, but also influence attitude, interest, appreciation, and real behavior.
English foreign language means that English as studied by people who live in places where English is not the first language of the people who live in the country and English second language means that English is studied by people who speak other language as the first language
 
B. Definition Method of the Teaching
Method is typically to-down impositions of expects’ view of teaching. Te role of the individual teacher is minimized. His or her role is to apply and adapt his or her teaching style to make it conform to the method. Methods are hence perfective.
 
In order hand, methods fail to address the broader contexts of teaching and learning and focus on only one small part of a more complex set of elements. Brown describes what may be called a “curriculum development” approach to teaching.
 For Brown, the term method is best replaced by the term pedagogy.
Edward Anthony (1963) gives us definition that method is defined as an overall plan for systematic presentation of language based on selected approach.
 Richards and Rogers (1986) said that method was an umbrella term to capture redefined approaches, design, and procedure. Similarly Prabhu (1990) thought of method as both classroom activities and the theory that informs them.

From statement above, we can said that method is a set of theoretically unified classroom techniques thought to be generalize able across a wide variety of context and audience, for researcher and practicing teacher. 

C. Techniques in Teaching Language
Techniques in language teaching is some way to teach language, with some differences teaching learning process, they are: 

1. The Grammar Translation Method (GTM) is not new. This method has purpose of learning a foreign language is to be able to read literature, to do this the student need to read about grammar rules and vocabularies.

The teacher and students rule in GTM of language teaching are:
 
The students’ do in GTM:
a. Students are reading a story.
b. Students translate the passage from English into Spanish.
c.  Students ask one question in their native language.
d. Students write out the answer to reading comprehension question.
e. Students translate new words from English into Spanish.
f. Student learn that English “-ty” corresponds to –dad and –tad in Spanish.  
g. Students are given a grammar rule for the use of a direct object with two-word verbs.
h.  Students apply a rule to examples they are given.
i. Students memorize vocabulary. 
j. Students memorize present tense, past tense, and past participle forms of one of irregular verbs.
The teacher does in GTM:
a. The teacher ask student to read a textbook
b. The teacher ask student to translate into English
c. The teacher help student with give a new vocabulary
d. The teacher asks students in their native language if they have any questions.
e. The teacher decides whether an answer is correct or not. If the answer is incorrect, the teacher select a different student to supply the correct answer or the teacher herself give the right answer.
f. The teacher asks them to write the answers to the comprehension question which appear at the end of the excerpt.
g. The teacher asks students to state the grammar rule.
2. The Direct Method

This method has one very basic rule, No translation is allowed. In fact, the Direct Method receives its from the fact that meaning is to be concerned directly with the target language, without going through the process of translating into the student’s native language. This method has purpose of learning a foreign language by using target language
 

Although the teacher directs the class activities, the student role is less passive than in GTM. The teacher and students are more like partners in the teaching/learning process.

The teacher does in Direct Method:

a. The teacher points to a part of the map after each sentence is read.
b. The teacher uses the target language to ask the student if they have question. 
c. The teacher answers the students’ question by drawing on the blackboard or giving examples.
d. The teacher asks questions about the map in the target language, to which the students replay in complete sentence in the target language.
e. The teacher works with the student on the pronunciation of “Appalachian”.
f. The teacher corrects a grammar error y asking the students to make a choice.
g. The teacher dictates a paragraph about United States geography.
Students do in Direct Method:
a. Student read aloud a passage about United State geography.
b. Student use the target language to ask their question.
c. Student ask question about map.
d. Students fill in blanks with preposition practiced the lesson.
3. The Audio Lingual Method
This method has purpose to use the target language, in order the learner forming new habits to create language acquiescent.


The rules of the teacher and student in Audio Lingual Method are:
 
The teacher is like an orchestra leader, directing and controlling the language behavior of her student. She also is responsible for providing her student with a good model for imitation.

Students are imitators of the teacher’s model or the tapes she supplies of model speakers. They follow the teacher’s direction and respond as accurately and as rapidly as possible.

The key features of the Audio lingual Method:
 
a. New material is presented in dialog form.
b. There is dependence on mimicry, memorization of set phrases, and over learning.
c. Structures are sequenced by means of contrastive analysis and taught one at a time.
d. Structural patterns are taught using repetitive drills.
e. There is little or no grammatical explanation.  Grammar is taught by inductive analogy rather than deductive explanation.
f. Vocabulary is strictly limited and learned in context.
g. There is much use of tapes, language labs, and visual aids.
h. Great importance is attached to pronunciation.
i. Very little use of the mother tongue by teachers is permitted.
j. Successful responses are immediately reinforced.
k. There is great effort to get students to produce error-free utterances.
l. There is a tendency to manipulate language and disregard content.
The teacher does in Audio Lingual Method:
 Introduce a new dialog
a. The language teacher uses only the target language in the classroom. Actions, picture, or realia are used to give meaning otherwise.
b. The language teacher introduces the dialog by modeling I two times, she introduces the drills or modeling the correct answers, at other times, she correct mispronunciation by modeling the proper sounds in the target language.
c. Initiates a chain drill which each student greets another.
d. Use single slot and multiple-slot substitution drills.
e. Conducts transformation and question and answer drill.
f. Provides the student wit cues, she calls on individuals, she smile encouragement, she hold up picture one after another.

Students do in Audio Lingual Method:
a. Repeat each line of the new dialog several times.
b. Stumble over one the lines of the dialog. The teacher uses a backward build-up drill with this line
c. Students are given no grammar rules, grammatical points are taught through examples and drills.
4. The Silent Way

This method begins by using a set of colored rods and verbal commands.
To avoid used of the vernacular. To create simple linguistic situations that remains under the complete control of the teacher to pass on to the learners the responsibility for the utterances of the descriptions of the objects shown or the actions performed. To let the teacher concentrate on what the students say and how they are saying it, drawing their attention to the differences in pronunciation and the flow of words. To generate a serious game-like situation in which the rules are implicitly agreed upon by giving meaning to the gestures of the teacher and his mime. To permit almost from the start a switch from the lone voice of the teacher using the foreign language to a number of voices using it. This introduces components of pitch, timbre and intensity that will constantly reduce the impact of one voice and hence reduce imitation and encourage personal production of one's own brand of the sounds.

The complete set of materials utilized as the language learning progresses include:
A set of colored wooden rods A set of wall charts containing words of a "functional" vocabulary and some additional ones; a pointer for use with the charts in Visual Dictation A color coded phonic chart(s) Tapes or discs, as required; films Drawings and pictures, and a set of accompanying worksheets Transparencies, three texts, a Book of Stories, worksheets.
The teacher does in Silent Way: 

a. The teacher points to five blocks of color without saying anything. The blocks of color represent the sounds of five English vowels.
b. The teacher points again to the five blocks of color. When the students say nothing, the teacher points to the first block of color and say /a/. Several students say /e/, /i/, /o/, /u/ as the teacher points to the other four blocks.
c. The teacher works with gesture, and sometimes instructions in the students’ native language, to help the students to produce the target language sounds as accurately as possible.
d. The teacher points to a rod and then to three blocks of color on the sound-color chart. The student respond,” Rod”.
e. The teacher points to the words “a” and “rod” on the word chart.
f. The teacher sits down at the table and silent. After minute, a girl points to a rod and says, “A rod”
g. The teacher points to a particular rod and taps out “a blue rod” on the sound-color chart.
h. The teacher mouths the correct sound, but does not vocalize it.
i. The teacher listens attentively.
j. The teacher says “take the green rod”, only once.
k. The teacher asks the student for their reactions to the lesson.
l. There is no homework assigned.

The students do in the Silent Way:
a. Students take turns tapping out the sounds.
b. One student says “A esquerda” to help another.
c. The students learn the sounds of new blocks of color by tapping put the names of their classmates.
d. One student tries to say “a pink rod” and has trouble. He looks to the teacher remains silent and looks to the other student.
e. The first student tries to say “a pink rod” again. This time the teacher accepts the student’s correct pronunciation.
f. Another student has trouble pronouncing part of the phrase “a pink rod”. Using gesture, the teacher isolates the trouble spot for her.
g. The student’s pronunciation is improved but still not as close to the target language sounds as some of the students are able to come. The teacher works with her a bit longer before the lesson proceeds. 
h. The student take turns issuing and complying with commands to take a rod of a certain color.
i. The student practice compound command.
j. The students take turns tapping out the sentence of their choice of the word chart.
k. Some student choose to tap out simple commands, other tap more complex one.
l. In the subsequent lessons, the students will learn to use a number of different linguistic structures.
m. The student will practice making sentence with different combinations of these structure.
n. Student will practice writing the sentences they create.
5. Suggestopedia Method

This method accelerates the process of learning by “desuggesting” the psychological barriers learner bring with them to the learning situation.

The teacher does in the Suggestopedia Method:
 
a. The classroom is unusual: The students are seared in cushioned armchairs, the lighting is dim, soft music is playing.
b. Among the posters hanging around the rooms are several containing grammatical information
c. The teacher speaks reassuringly.
d. The teacher tells them that learning the target language will be easy and enjoyable.

e. The teacher invites the students to take a mental trip with her.

f. The teacher suggests that the students feel themselves replying fluently in English to the questions posed to them.

g.   The teacher distributes a lengthy handout to the class. The title of the dialog is “To Want To Is To Be Able To”
h. The teacher and students play a question and answer game with a ball.

The students do in the Suggestopedia Method:

a. The students choose new names and identities.
b. The students greet each other and inquire about each other’s occupations.
c. The students use the new English sentence as if they were at a party.
d. She teacher the students children’s song.
e. The student makes an error by saying, “How you do?” The teacher ignores the error at the time, but later uses the correct question structure herself.
6. Community Language Learning

The Community Language Learning method does not just attempt to teach students how to use another language communicatively, it also tries to encourage the students to take increasingly more responsibility for their own learning, and to "learn about their learning", so to speak.  Learning in a no defensive manner is considered to be very important, with teacher and student regarding each other as a "whole person" where intellect and ability are not separated from feelings.  The initial struggles with learning the new language are addressed by creating an environment of mutual support, trust and understanding between both learner-clients and the teacher-counselor.

 This method conducted by creates the community in order to train the using of target language communicatively, increasing responsibility and involving a whole person.

Provides expanded descriptions of some common/typical techniques closely associated with Community Language Learning.  The listing here is in summary form only.

a. Tape Recording Student Conversation
b. (Students choose what they want to say, and their target language production is recorded for later

c. Listening/dissemination)
d. Transcription

e. (Teacher produces a transcription of the tape-recorded conversation with translations in the mother language - this is then used for follow up activities or analysis)
f. Reflection on Experience

g. (Teacher takes time during or after various activities to allow students to express how they feel about the language and the learning experience, and the teacher indicates empathy/understanding)
h. Reflective Listening

i. (Students listen to their own voices on the tape in a relaxed and reflective environment)
j. Human Computer

k. (Teacher is a "human computer" for the students to control - the teacher stating anything in the target language the student wants to practice, giving them the opportunity to self correct)
l. Small Group Tasks

m. (Students work in small groups to create new sentences using the transcript, afterwards sharing them with the rest of the class)
The teacher does in the Community Language Learning:

a. The teacher greets the students, introduces himself, and has the students introduce themselves.
b. The teacher tells the students what they are going to do that evening. He explains the procedure of the first activity and sets a time limit.
c. The teacher stands behind the students.
d. The teacher translates what the students want to say in chunks.
e. The teacher tells them that they have only a few minutes remaining for the conversation.
f. The teacher accepts what each student says.
g. The teacher understands what the students say.
h. The teacher asks the students to form a semicircle in front of the blackboard so they can see easily.
i. The teacher reassures the student that they will have time later on to copy the sentences.
j. The teacher reads the transcript three times. The students relax and listen.
k. The teachers correct by repeating correctly the sentence the student have created.
l.  The teacher plays the tape while the students listen.

The students do in the Community Language Learning:
a. Students are invited to talk about how they felt during the conversation.

b. The students listen to the tape and give the Indonesian translation.

c. The students choose which phrase they want to practice pronouncing, the teacher, following the student’s lead, repeats the phrase until the learner is satisfied and stops.

d. The students have to listen carefully to see if what they say match what the teacher is saying.

e. The student work together in groups of three.

f. The students are read their sentence to the other members of the class.

g. The students are once again invited to talk about the experience they had evening.
7. The Total Physical Response Method
This method concern in experience that student feels during the learning process, as they learn the native language.

The teacher does in the Total Physical Response Method:
 The teacher gives a command in the target language and performs it with the students.
a. The teacher gives the commands quite quickly.

b. The teacher sits down and issues command to the volunteer.

c. The teacher directs students other than the volunteers.

d. The teacher introduces new commands after she is stratified that the first six have been mastered.

e. The teacher changes the order of the commands.

f. The teacher gives the students commands they have not heard before.

g. The teacher says,” Jump to the desk”. Everyone laughs. 

h. The teacher writes the new command on the blackboard.
The students do in the Total Physical Response Method:
1. The students say nothing.

2. When the students make an error, the teacher repeats the command while acting it out.

3. A few a week later, a student who hasn’t spoken before gives commands.  

4. A student says, “Shake hand with your neighbor”
D.
 Kumon Method

1. Characteristic of Kumon
Our English programmed has two central aims: to develop each child’s ability to read understand a wide variety of language to nature in each child life long habit of reading for both education and enjoyment.
Kumon English are divide into two programs, there are:
a. 
English program (EE program), sprout up loving of text through EE program, children will have strong curiosity to read and to improve their ability understanding English text in high level. 

b. English program (EFL English), through kumon program English as a Foreign Language (EFL), children will feel study English with fun which will form strong ability to understanding text with English.
2. The Goals of kumon
