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CHAPTER III
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
This chapter presents the research design, subject of study, data and source of data, method of collecting data, and technique of data analysis.
A. Research Design

Before we know the design, it is better to know what the research is. David H. Penny said, “Research is systematic observation about the problems that the researcher needs to collect and interpret the data.”
 

Richard said, “Research is the study of an even, problem, or phenomenon using systematic and objective method, in order to understand it better and to develop principle and theories about it.”


Research Method is essentially how to obtain scientific data a particular purpose and usefulness. Through human research in general are using outcome data that could have been obtain from the use research to understand, solve, and anticipate those problems. 


Research is the formal, systematic application of the scientific method to the study of problems; educational research is the formal, systematic application of the scientific method to the study of educational problems.
 Meanwhile, Arikunto says that the research design of the research as a guide to carry out the research.
   Its means that it keeps on one handed in right direction.

This study employs a descriptive design with qualitative approach. This study particularly describes how the Kumon Method can be employed in English instruction. Gay state that descriptive research involves collecting data in order to test hypothesis or answer question concerning the current status of the subject of the study.


A descriptive study determines and report the way things are. One common type of descriptive research involves assessing attitudes opinions toward individuals, organizations, events, or procedures.


 A descriptive design means to get description of fact or researcher relationship between the fact that had been provided or has happened or subject. Qualitative is the ability to understand the qualitative behavior of informant who becomes the target of research in detail both in the form of "explicit knowledge" or "tacit knowledge" so that qualitative research allows obtaining a complete picture of behavior and depth.

Qualitative approach, assuming that the understanding of human behavior that is not enough obtained only from the 'surface behavior, "but more important than that is the" inner perspective of human behavior, "because from here will get a complete picture of the man and his world.

Technique of Data Analysis 


Data analysis is a process of analyzing data. It is process of categorizing, systematizing, data into pattern, category and basic essay unit to find out the theme. In this study the writer employs qualitative technique to analyze data. The qualitative data are analyzed by inductive method.
According to Ahmad Tanzeh inductive method is method of offering form general to particular.
 In order word this kinds of method is thinking method from the specific face to general conclusion.


In this study, the researcher compare between Kumon as a new method in English teaching with other methods of English teaching in four skills in English, they are:

1. Speaking Skill

In Kumon Method, student listen CD and they practice what is the words in the CD in front of the teacher. It purse students be active and independently, because they study by themselves.

It is different with GTM Method; in GTM is not purse on speaking. In this method student must know well grammar rule and memorize vocabulary. 

Direct Method has a rule that the teacher never translate into the students’ native language. It is purse them speak even they do not know the meaning.

It is same with Audio Lingual Method, in students must memorize dialog and than practice conversation.

Speaking skill is not applied in student way, because the teacher explains the material/lesson by gesture.
Suggestopedia apply speaking skill in to song. It is improve students’ active.

Community Language Learning, speaking skill trough tape-recording student conversation.

2. Listening Skill

In Kumon Method, student listen the lesson from the CD and students practice what was they listen. Listening is related to the speaking, so, it will be same in GTM Method, Direct Method, Audio Lingual Method, Suggestopedia, Silent Way and Community Language Learning.

3. Writing Skill 


In Kumon Method,students listen the lesson from CD and practice to write or make sentence from the word that was student listen.

In GTM Method is focused on grammar, student must able to know grammar rule. 

Different with A Direct Method, students apply this skill by write a paragraph in their own words; they could do this from their memory. It is similar with writing skill applied in Audio Lingual Method.

Writing is not applied in Silent Way and Suggestopedia.

In Community Language Learning, writing applied through make a sentence base on the transcript which was they record in speaking.

4. Reading Skill


In Kumon Method, students read the text and understanding it, after that they answer the question.


In GTM Method students answer the question in the target language based on their understanding of the reading passage.


A Direct Method, students must read a text loudly, and they will ask some sentence which they are not understand. 


In the Silent Way Method, students read color chart (a sign).


In Suggestopedia Method, students reread the target language dialog out loud, as individuals or in groups.


Community Language Learning is not discuses reading skill.


Based on the data above we can compare between Kumon Method and another Method of teaching. Kumon Method has similarity with Community Language Learning in speaking, listening, and writing skill. And it is different with GTM Method.
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
