CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

This chapter covers seven important points; the first point is background of the study that describes the reason why the researcher intends to conduct the study, significance of the study and scope and limitation of the study are formulated. Next, the definition of key term is given so that so that the readers are expected to have the same interpretations in understanding the study. The last is the organization of the study to close this chapter.
A. Background of The Study

In this world, people always interact with another. Without interaction, people can not live well. They can not make food for breakfast, lunch, and dinner. They also can not drive vehicle, do transaction, go to school, etc. so, people need to do interaction trough communication in every their activities. Trough communication, people need to share their ideas, express their feeling, or give and get information. Communication is the way of sending information. It is the method by which people share their ideas, information, opinion and feeling. In communication there is an important means that is language. It is a system of visual, auditory or tactile symbols of communication and the rule used to manipulate them.
In this globalization era, people make an interaction not only with others in their own country but also with people around the world. Making a good interaction, for example in English need a good communication. In order to that, the speaker should provide themselves by mastering English as an international language. English as an international language is used not only in spoken but also in written form. It is used in many fields, such as commerce, government, economics, education, social cultural, sport, entertainment etc.

Nothing could be further from the truth literature preserves the ideals of a people; and ideals – love, faith, duty, friendship, freedom, reverence – are the part of human life most worthy of preservation. He also explains that that literature in the broadest sense, perhaps, literature means simply the written records of the race, including all its history and sciences, as well as its poems and novels; in the narrower sense literature is the artistic record of life and most of our writing is excluded from it, just as the mass of our buildings, mere shelters from storm and from cold, are excluded from architecture.
Meanwhile, Jones Edward states that literature is simply another way we can experience the world around us through our imagination. In its broader sense, literature includes all written materials. in to this general grouping fall history books, philosophical, work, novels, poems, plays, scientific article, dictionaries, instructional manuals, travel folders, magazines, and school text books.
In fact, literature is divided in to two different groups. First group is writing that mainly present information. It is also called the literature of knowledge. The second group is writings that mainly entertain or the literature of power. The function of the first is to teach, but the imaginative literatures present us the sentences in imaginative language. The writers of the imaginative language use the languages for example, figurative language. It aims to arouse thoughts and feelings. The writers also want to entertain for the readers in order they can enjoy their works.

Some literatures use figurative language to make it more interesting and more beautiful. For example, as it is use in a poem. Easier said figurative language or speech contains image. It is when the writer or the speaker describes something through use of unusual comparisons, for effect, interest and to make thing clearer. The result of using this technique is the creation of the interesting images. Forst explains figurative language uses “figurative of speech” is a way o saying something other than the literal meaning of the word. He also mentions some figurative language, they are; metaphor, simile, symbol, personification, apostrophe, synecdoche, metonymy, allegory or parable, hyperbole, paradox, understatement and irony.
As the imaginative literature, poems give the reader entertainment more than information. On the other hand, textbooks are some informative literatures only give information with literal meanings. But it is different, this kind of literature gives us so many information uses non literal meaning words, it is Holy Qur’an. Here we can find figurative languages that consist of broader meaning and some messages.

Holy Qur’an is a revelation from god, the wonderful revelation as guidance for the Moslems.  Holy Qur’an is sentences which are revealed to Muhammad SAW from Surah al-Fatihah until Surah an-Nas, which has some peculiarity out of as noun characteristics and Azali. Although the Holy Qur’an’s main purpose give a lot of information as the source of law for Moslems, it is written a beautiful language. As like poems it also written by using a figurative language to beautify the verses and contains wonderful messages for the Moslems. Khulaifiyah said that Holy Qur’an had been written down in its entirety in the time of the Holy Muhammad (Peace Be Upon Him) and widespread among the people in world up to now. It is the message from Allah to man and therefore it’s became the most important literature of Moslems. A unique expression sometimes occurs that goes beyond humanly recognized dimensions of time and space and thus seems naturally impossible to describe accurately.
By considering that Holy Qur’an is very important for the Moslems, it is necessary for them to understand all of the information or messages from the Qur’an. That is why; it is needed to understand some figurative language uses here, in order to avoid misunderstanding in comprehending the Qur’an especially in Surah Maryam.

Related to description above, the researcher studies figurative sentences used in Surah Maryam from the first verse until the ninety eighth verses. Beside the writer find kind of figurative language used, she also studies the contextual meaning of figurative sentences in Surah Maryam.
B. Formulation of The Problem

Related to the background of the study above, the formulation of the problems are:

1. What kinds of figurative language used in English translation text of Surah Maryam by Yusuf Ali?

2. What are the contextual meaning of figurative language used in English translation text of Surah Maryam by Yusuf Ali?
C. Purpose of The Study

2) To identify the contextual meaning of figurative languages used in English translation text of Surah Maryam by Yusuf Ali

F. Definition of Key Terms

The key term used in the study need to be defined to avoid misunderstanding. In this study, the definition of key term is divided in to two parts, they are:

1. Conceptual definition

a) Analyze is examine or study especially, by separating something into its part.
b) Figurative language is a way of saying something other than the literal meaning of the word.
c) Meaning is what is referred to or indicated by sounds, words, or signal.

d) Context (Mey : 2001) is dynamic, not static concept: …the continually changing surroundings, in the widest sense, that enables the participants in the communication process to interact, and in which the linguistic expressions of their interaction become intelligible. So, Contextual meaning is derived from the context or situation in which the phrase or sentence is used.  Contextual meaning is the meaning we get from the context surrounding the sign.
e) Surah Maryam is a Surah or chapter in the Holy Qur’an which tells Moslems about a mother namely Maryam who has a son but she has not husband, story of prophet Zakariyya A.S., Yahya A.S., Isa A.S., Ibrahim A.S and his father, Musa A.S., and torment for unbelievers who oppose prophets and reward believers who guarded against evil.
2. Operational definition


An analysis on figurative language used in translation text of Surah Maryam by Yusuf Ali means to identify the kind of figurative language; their contextual meaning used in English translation text of Surah Maryam by Yusuf Ali.
