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CHAPTER IV
FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

In this chapter, the researcher present the result of the study through some steps as mentioned in the data analysis. As she previously mentioned, this study is an attempt to present an analysis on the kinds and contextual meaning of figurative language found in the English translation text of Surah Maryam by Yusuf Ali.


Before the writer interpret and analyze the data, she would like to write the summary relate to the kinds of figurative language that are found. Since this research conducted deals with semantic content analysis with qualitative approach, there are no numerals data at all which an going to be presented.
A. The Summary Related to The Kinds of Figurative Language that are found in English Translation Text of Surah Maryam by Yusuf Ali


The Qur’an is revealed in its precise meaning that contains much of implicit and explicit meaning. In Surah Maryam the writer finds some figurative expressions represent ways of saying something other than the literal meaning of the word. She also classifies those expressions into the kinds of figurative language. The findings of figurative language and its classification are written in the table below : (see appendix 1).
B. Discussion

After the writer shows the summary related to the kinds of language that are found in English translation of Surah Maryam by Yusuf Ali, she tries to analyze data based on the Frost’s theory in figurative language. The writer also analyzes the meaning of the data by using Wittgenstein theory and Leech theory in contextual and truth-conditioning theories (see appendix 2).

Almost everyday we use and find implicit meaning in our daily life, whether it is in the form of daily conversation or in writing. And figurative language is often found whether it is in the form of hyperbole, irony, synecdoche, metonymy or metaphor. Figurative language in written form, one of them is translation text of Surah Maryam by Yusuf Ali. Here, the writer will discuss about the contextual meaning in the verses that contains with figurative language. The writer found 18 kinds of figurative language in translation text of Surah Maryam by Yusuf Ali. They are parable, symbol, euphemism, exclamation, oxymoron, litotes, alliteration, hysteron proteron, onomatopoeia, irony, eponymy/allusion, tautology, personification, rhetoric, hyperbole, simile, paradox, and synecdoche. The writer will discuss each of them.
1) Parable 

   It is a figure of speech which contains a succinct story, in prose or verse which illustrates one or more instructive principles, or universal truth, lessons, or (sometimes) a normative principle in the whole of the text that is concluded as norms and rules of life, one of the simplest of narratives.

   In Surah Maryam, all of verses were included in parable figurative except in the first verse. They contained guidelines and philosophies of life, universal truth, lessons from Allah SWT. In verses 2nd-15th classifies about Prophet Zakariyya A.S and Prophet Yahya A.S stories. In Zakariyya story told the reason of Zakariyya’s prayer to plead for descendant. That was contained in 2nd-6th.

2. (This is) a recital of the Mercy of Your Lord to His Servant Zakariya

3. Behold! He cried to his Lord in secret

4. Praying: "O my Lord! Infirm indeed are my bones, and the hair of my head does glisten with grey: but never am I unblest O my Lord, in my prayer to you!

5. "Now I fear (what) my relatives (and colleagues) (will do) after me: but my wife is barren: so give me an heir as from Yourself―

6. "(One that) will (truly) represent me, and represent the posterity of Jacob; and make him, O my Lord! one with whom You are well-pleased!"

   Then, the next verses are in 7th-11th which contains about Zakariyya’s prayer that is answered by Allah as the evidence of Allah’s Authorities. When Prophet Zakariyya was old age, he wanted to Allah to give descendant to represent him and represent the posterity of Jacob. Meanwhile, Zakariyya’s wife was barren, so that is impossible to him to have descendant. Apparently, that is easy for Allah to answer Zakariyya’s prayer. Then, Allah gave sign to Zakariyya that he will get descendant. The sign is he can not speak with whoever during three days, although he was not dumb. The story is as the evidence that Allah can do everything that He wants, although it is impossible for the servant to be happen. 

7.  (His prayer was answered): "O Zakariya! We give you good news of a son: his name shall be Yahya: on none by that name have We conferred distinction before." 

8.  He said: "O my Lord! How shall I have a son, when my wife is barren and I have grown quite decrepit from old age?" 

9.  He said: "So (it will be): your Lord said, `That is easy for Me: I did indeed create you before, when you had been nothing!' "

 
10.  (Zakariya) said "O my Lord! Give me a Sign." "Your Sign", was the answer "shall be that you shall speak to no man for three nights, although you are not dumb." 

11.  So Zakariya came out to his people from his chamber: he told them by signs to celebrate Allah's praises in the morning and in the evening.
Then, in verses 12th-15th, they explained that the verses told about the appointment of Prophet Yahya A.S as a prophet and the superiority of his characteristics.

12.  (To his son came the command): "O Yahya! Take hold of the Book with might": and We gave him wisdom even as a youth. 

13.  And pity (for all creatures) as from Us, and purity: he was devout 

14.  And kind to his parents, and he was not overbearing or rebellious. 

15.  So Peace on him the day he was born, the day that he dies, and the day that he will be raised up to life (again)!

   The next verses that contains parable figurative are in 16th-40th that told about Maryam A.S and Isa A.S. in these verses was categorized in four sub-stories. They are, the first one was about the pregnancy of Maryam without man’s touch. Here, Jibril met Maryam to convey that she will get a son. Maryam did not believe it, but that is easy for Allah. Finally, Maryam was pregnant and she got out of the way into for place. 

16.  Relate in the Book (the story of) Mary, when she withdrew from her family to a place in the East. 

17.  She placed a screen (to screen herself) from them: then We sent to her Our angel, and he appeared before her as a man in all respects. 

18.  She said: "I seek refuge from you to (Allah) Most Gracious: (come not near) if you do fear Allah." 

19.  He said: "Nay, I am only a messenger from your Lord (to announce) to you the gift of a holy son." 

20.  She said: "How shall I have a son, seeing that no man has touched me, and I am not unchaste?"

21.  He said: "So (it will be): your Lord says `That is easy for Me: and (We wish) to appoint him as a Sign unto men and a Mercy from Us': it is a matter (so) decreed." 

22.  So she conceived him, and she retired with him to a remote place

   The second sub-story is about the birthday of prophet Isa A.S.  After Maryam bore Prophet Isa A.S , she made a promise to not speak to whoever in this day. 

23.  And the pains of childbirth drove her to the trunk of a palm-tree: she cried (in her anguish): "Ah! Would that I had died before this! Would that I had been a thing forgotten and out of sight!" 

24.  But (a voice) cried to her from beneath the (palm-free): "Grieve not! for your Lord hath provided a rivulet beneath you; 

25.  "And shake towards yourself the trunk of the palm-tree: it will let fall fresh ripe dates upon you. 

26.  "So eat and drink and cool (your) eye. And if you do see any human say `I have vowed a fast to (Allah) Most Gracious, and this day will I enter into no talk with any human being.' "

   Next to the third sub-story, it told about accusation to Maryam A.S that she bore a son from sexual acts outside of marriage and the defense of Isa A.S toward his mother. When Maryam was accused by surrounding people, Isa defend his mother by saying that he was servant of Allah. Allah made him blessed wherever he be. Although he was still a child in the cradle, he could say those. That is evidence of authority of Allah. 

27.  At length she brought the (babe) to her people, carrying him (in her arms). They said: "O Mary! Truly an amazing thing have you brought! 

28.  "O sister of Aaron! Your father was not a man of evil, nor your mother a woman unchaste!" 

29.  But she pointed to the babe. They said: "How can we talk to one who is a child in the cradle?" 

30.  He said: "I am indeed a servant of Allah: He hath given me revelation and made me a prophet; 

31.  "And He has made me blessed wherever I be, and has enjoined on me Prayer and Charity as long as I live; 

32.  "(He) hath made me kind to my mother, and not overbearing or miserable; 

33.  "So Peace is on me the day I was born, the day that I die and the day that I shall be raised up to life (again)"! 

34.  Such (was) Jesus the son of Mary: (it is) a statement of truth, about which they (vainly) dispute. 

35.  It is not befitting to (the majesty of) Allah that He should beget a son. Glory be to Him! When He determines a matter, He only says to it "Be", and it is. 

36.  Verily Allah is my Lord and your Lord: Him therefore serve you: this is a Way that is straight.
   The last sub-story is conflicting of argument about Isa A.S the conflicting between the Jewish and the Christian about who is Isa A.S. and they be in real digression and in the next replying day they will be in regretting because they did not want to be believer to Allah.  

37.  But the sects differ among themselves: and woe to the Unbelievers because of the (coming) Judgment of a momentous Day! 

38.  How plainly will they see and hear, the Day that they will appear before Us! But the unjust today are in error manifest! 

39.  But warn them of the Day of Distress, when the matter will be determined: for (behold) they are negligent and they do not believe! 

40.  It is We Who will inherit the earth, and all beings thereon: to Us will they all be returned.

   In the next verses 41st-48th. It told about Prophet Ibrahim A.S and his father. Ibrahim A.S is a prophet who correct everything that come from Allah SWT. The name of Ibrahim’s father is Azaar. He was an unbeliever. He was a worshipper of idol that he was made. Then, he ordered him to go away because Ibrahim did not stop his admonition. Although Azaar behave bad behavior to his son, but Ibrahim was constant to pray to Allah so that he want to receive Ibrahim’s admonition and follow him to worship Alllah and finally Azaar left his idolatry. 

41.  Also mention in the Book (the story of) Abraham: he was a man of Truth, a prophet. 

42.  Behold, he said to his father: "O my father! Why worship that which hears not and sees not, and can profit thee nothing? 

43.  "O my father! To me has come knowledge which has not reached you: so follow me: I will guide you to a Way that is even and straight. 

44.  "O my father! Serve not Satan: for Satan is a rebel against (Allah) Most Gracious. 

45.  "O my father! I fear lest a Penalty afflict you from (Allah) Most Gracious, so that you become to Satan a friend." 

46.  (The father) replied: "Do you hate my gods, O Abraham? If you forbear not, I will indeed stone you: now get away from me for a good long while!" 

47.  Abraham said: "Peace be on you: I will pray to my Lord for thy forgiveness: for He is to me Most Gracious. 

48.  "And I will turn away from you (all) and from those whom you invoke besides Allah: I will call on my Lord: Perhaps, by my prayer to my Lord, I shall be not unblest." 

   In this verses 49th-50th, Allah explained that he bestowed him two sons, they are Jacob and Ishaq which both of them were prophet that are full of blessing.

49.  When he had turned away from them and from those whom they worshipped besides Allah, We bestowed on him Isaac and Jacob, and each one of them We made a prophet. 

50.  And We bestowed of Our Mercy on them, and We granted them lofty honor on the tongue of truth.
   The next verses in 51st-65th are story of another prophet like Prophet Musa A.S , Prophet Idris A.S , Prophet Isma’il A.S , and Nuh A.S. They are messenger of Allah which convey  to human to do praying in the morning and in the evening, take outside the tithe to another who have right to receive it. Then, for servants who repent, believe and work righteousness, they will enter to paradise as Allah promise’s to them. Meanwhile, Jibril will not work to give revelation for the servant except Allah command him. Allah dominate the heavens, the earth and all that is between them. So, it is nothing right to be worshipped except Him, it is nothing same with Him in whatever or everything.

51.  Also mention in the Book (the story of) Moses: for he was specially chosen and he was a messenger (and) a prophet. 

52.  And We called him from the right side of Mount (Sinai), and made him draw near to Us, for mystic (converse). 

53.  And, out of Our Mercy, We gave him his brother Aaron, (also) a prophet. 

54.  Also mention in the Book (the story of) Ismail: he was (strictly) true to what he promised, and he was a messenger (and) a prophet. 

55.  He used to enjoin on his people Prayer and Charity and he was most acceptable in the sight of his Lord. 

56.  Also mention in the Book the case of Idris: he was a man of truth (and sincerity), (and) a prophet: 

57.  And We raised him to a lofty station. 

58.  Those were some of the prophets on whom Allah did bestow His Grace― of the posterity of Adam, and of those whom We carried (in the Ark) with Noah, and of the posterity of Abraham and Israel― of those whom We guided and chose; whenever the Signs of (Allah) Most Gracious were rehearsed to them, they would fall down in prostrate adoration and in tears. 

59.  But after them there followed a posterity who missed prayers and followed after lusts: soon, then will they face Destruction― 

60.  Except those who repent and believe, and work Righteousness: for these will enter the Garden and will not be wronged in the least.

 
61.  Gardens of Eternity, those which (Allah) Most Gracious has promised to His servants in the Unseen: for His promise must (necessarily) come to pass. 

62.  They will not there hear any vain discourse, but only salutations of peace: and they will have therein their sustenance, morning and evening. 

63.  Such is the Garden which We give as an inheritance to those of Our Servants who guard against evil. 

64.  (The angels say:) "We descend not but by command of your Lord: to Him belong what is before us and what is behind us and what is between: and your Lord never does forget" 

 
65.  "Lord of the heavens and of the earth, and of all that is between them: so worship Him, and be constant and patient in His worship: know you of any who is worthy of the same Name as He?"
   The next verses in 66th-87th explained about the torment for people who defy the prophets and the reward for people who obey them. All of people, of course, will experience of death. They will account for everything that they did during living in the world. For people who defy the prophets, they did not believe with replying day ad resurgence day after death. So, Allah warned them that whoever disobey His command, they will get up from the grave together with Satan. In other word, of course, they will be entered into hell of Jahanam by feeling thirsty and their idols can not help them. Allah will extend the torment for them. And then, for people who obey the prophets, Allah Most Gracious and Merciful give the best position for them, give guidelines to the right way, and also, of course, Allah will enter them into paradise, it is a place that fulfill with happiness and peacefulness. Those are as a reward for people who work righteousness during their living in the world.

66.  Man says: "What! when I am dead, shall I then be raised up alive?"

 
67.  But does not man call to mind that We created him before out of nothing? 

68.  So by your Lord, without doubt, We shall gather them together, and (also) the Evil Ones (with them); then shall We bring them forth on their knees round about Hell; 

69.  Then shall We certainly drag out from every sect all those who were worst in obstinate rebellion against (Allah) Most Gracious. 

70.  And certainly We know best those who are most worthy of being burned therein. 

71.  Not one of you but will pass over it: this is, with your Lord, a Decree which must be accomplished.

 
72.  But We shall save those who guarded against evil, and We shall leave the wrong-doers therein, (humbled) to their knees. 

73.  When Our Clear Signs are rehearsed to them, the Unbelievers say to those who believe "Which of the two sides is best in point of position? Which makes the best show in council?" 

74.  But how many (countless) generations before them have We destroyed, who were even better in equipment and in glitter to the eye? 

75.  Say: "If any men go astray, (Allah) Most Gracious extends (the rope) to them. Until, when they see the warning of Allah (being fulfilled)― either in punishment or in (the approach of) the Hour― they will at length realize who is worst in position, and (who) weakest in forces! 

76.  "And Allah doth advance in guidance those who seek guidance; and the things that endure. Good Deeds, are best in the sight of your Lord, as rewards, and best in respect of (their) eventual returns." 

77.  Have you then seen the (sort of) man who rejects Our Signs, yet says: "I shall certainly be given wealth and children"? 

78.  Has he penetrated to the Unseen, or has he taken a promise with (Allah) Most Gracious? 

79.  Nay! We shall record what he says, and We Shall add and add to his punishment. 

80.  To Us shall return all that he talks of, and he shall appear before Us bare and alone. 

81.  And they have taken (for worship) gods other than Allah, to give them power and glory! 

82.  Instead, they shall reject their worship, and become adversaries against them. 

83.  See you not that We have set the Evil Ones on against the Unbelievers, to incite them with fury? 

84.  So make no haste against them, for We but count out to them a (limited) number (of days). 
85.  The day We shall gather the righteous to (Allah) Most Gracious, like a band presented before a king for honors. 

86.  And We shall drive the sinners to Hell, like thirsty cattle driven down to water― 

87.  None shall have the power of intercession, but such a one as has received permission (or promise) from (Allah) Most Gracious.

   Next to the last philosophies of life in the verses 88th-98th explained about falseness doctrine Allah is not same with His servants in everything aspects. Then, it is nothing anyone in the heavens and in the earth who will come to Allah Most Merciful except as servants. And every them will come to Allah in the judgment day by themselves without the helping of son, wife, husband or whoever. And also in these verses explained that Al-qur’an made human easier to understand it by using their language so that they can convey happy news for people who work righteous and obey Allah’s command and leave Allah’s prohibition by giving reward to enter into paradise. And also Allah explained in the Al-qur’an that by understanding Al-qur’an, the human can give warning for people who disobey Allah’s command and obey Satan’s command to do wickedness by giving torment to enter into hell. The last human who disobey Allah’s command, He destroyed them as the evidences of the Allah’s promise and Allah’s authority for them are real happen. 

88.  They say: "(Allah) Most Gracious has begotten a son!" 

89.  Indeed you have put forth a thing most monstrous! 

90.  At it the skies are ready to burst, the earth to split asunder, and the mountains to fall down in utter ruin. 

91.  That they should invoke a son for (Allah) Most Gracious. 

92.  For it is not consonant with the majesty of (Allah) Most Gracious that He should beget a son. 

93.  Not one of the beings in the heavens and the earth but must come to (Allah) Most Gracious as a servant. 

94.  He does take an account of them (all), and hath numbered them (all) exactly. 

95.  And every one of them will come to him singly on the Day of Judgment. 

96.  On those who believe and work deeds of righteousness, will (Allah) Most Gracious bestow Love. 

97.  So have We made the (Qur'an) easy in your own tongue, that with it you may give Glad Tidings to the righteous and warnings to people given to contention. 

98.  But how many (countless) generation before them have We destroyed? Can you find a single one of them (now) or hear (so much as) a whisper of them?
2. Symbol
It is a figure of speech that express something (could be an object, person, situation, or action) which stands for something else more abstract as symbolic. This is a figure of speech that is used when a noun with an inherent meaning is used as a symbol for another object that has a completely different meaning.
   The verses that contained with symbol figurative are 4th, 12th, 16th, 28th, 30th, 36th, 39th, 41st, 51st, 54th, 56th, 58th, 60th, 61st, 63rd, 73rd, and 77th. In the verse 4th the writer underlines that “Infirm indeed are my bones and the hair of my head does glisten” is the symbol of old age. Here, the author did not say directly that Zakariyya was old age but he uses the figurative language of symbol to express it. In his prayer, he showed his modesty that he can not do whatever without Allah’s permission. He was only a weak servant who need helping from Allah and the power of Allah to answer his prayer. Then, in the old age condition he was prayer to Allah because he hope to get descendant so much. Prophet Zakariyya A.S showed his optimism by admitting that his prayer answered by Allah since Allah never disappointed him.

   Next to the verse that contained with symbol is in 12th. In this verse the writer underline “take hold of the book” and “We gave him wisdom”. The book refers to symbol of Taurah. It is a book that be given to Prophet Musa A.S by Allah SWT. The context of this verse, Allah command Prophet Yahya A.S as a Zakariyya son who was devout to understand the content of Taurah, apply it in daily and convey it to people. And then, “wisdom” in this context is as symbol of that Allah gave to Yahya A.S the understanding of the content Taurah deeply. Another verses that discuss “the book” which the writer underline them as symbol of figurative language are 16th, 41st, 51st, 54th, and 56th.

· In 16th, “the book” refers to Al-qur’an. Here al-qur’an told about Maryam A.S when she withdraw from her family to a place of east from Baitul Maqdis.

· In 41st, “the book” refers to Al-qur’an. Here al-qur’an told about Ibrahim who correct everything that come from Allah SWT.
· In 51st, “the book” refers to Al-qur’an. Here al-qur’an told about Musa A.S. He was a messenger and a prophet.
· In 54th, “the book” refers to Al-qur’an. Here al-qur’an told about Isma’il. He was true to what he promised, and he was a messenger and a prophet.
· In 56th, “the book” refers to Al-qur’an. Here al-qur’an told about Idris A.S. he was a man of truth and a prophet.
   In verse 28th the writer underlines “sister of Aaron” as symbol of figurative.  “sister of Aaron” is symbol of a pious women, actually she was not a sister of Aaron but her piety like piety of Aaron and he was a brother of prophet Musa A.S.

   In verse 30th, the writer underlines “revelation” as symbol of figurative. “revelation” refers to Injil. It is a revelation that be given to Prophet Isa A.S. This verse explained about the defense of Prophet Isa to his mother toward unbeliever people, he said that he was a messenger and a prophet which Allah gave him revelation of Injil that contained with sciences of Allah. “a way that is straight”(36th,43rd), the meaning is the truth of Allah. Here, it explain that the truth can be followed by following prophet, applying the content of revelation that be given to prophet and working righteous. “the day of distress”(39th), the meaning is Judgment Day that in the day all of rewards and torments that was ever be promised by Allah will be happen. They were Paradise and Hell.  “the signs of (Allah)”(58th,73rd,77th), the meaning is the verses in the Al-qur’an that contained the Power of Allah. He is master the heavens and the earth and everything surrounding them. “the garden”(60th,61st,63rd), the meaning is the garden in Akherat which fulfill with happiness and peace. That is a place as rewards for the people who believe Him and work righteous during living in the world. So, here the verse the garden was unseen but it was really be. 

3. Euphemism

It is he substitution of an inoffensive term for one considered offensively explicit. The writer underline that the verse that contained euphemism figurative are “Your father was not a man of evil, nor your mother a woman unchaste!”(28th), “Infirm indeed are my bones and the hair of my head does glisten”(4th). In verse 28th the contextual meaning is that unbeliever people said that Mary was a whore woman but they were not directly to say it. They made be respectful their statement. And also in 4th, Zakariyya was respectful to do prayer to Allah that he wanted descendant which his condition was old age. That is not to be said directly.
4. Exclamation

It is figure of speech which using exclamation word to express something. The writer underlines that the verse that contained exclamation of figurative are “behold!”(3rd), O my Lord!. In my prayer to you!”(4th), 6th-10th, 12th,15th,23rd,24th,27th,28th,33rd,35th,37th,38th,39th,42nd,43rd-46th,75th,79th,81st,88th,and 89th. Those verses use exclamation word to clarify the meaning.
5. Oxymoron

A figure of speech that brings together ideas or terms that are opposites is an oxymoron. The writer underlines that the verse that contained oxymoron of figurative are "Now I fear (what) my relatives (and colleagues) (will do) after me: but my wife is barren: so give me an heir as from Yourself”(5th),  ‘He said: "O my Lord! How shall I have a son, when my wife is barren and I have grown quite decrepit from old age?" ‘(8th). In both of them, the prayer of Zakariyya was opposite with his real condition. He wanted descendent when he was old age and his wife was barren. That is impossible for servant but that is easy for Allah to realize it.
6. Understatement(litotes) 
The presentation of a thing with under emphasis in order to achieve a greater effect. The writer underline that the verse that contained litotes of figurative is ‘And the pains of childbirth drove her to the trunk of a palm-tree: she cried (in her anguish): "Ah! Would that I had died before this! Would that I had been a thing forgotten and out of sight!"(23rd). Here, Mary was feeling painful when she would born Isa A.S, and she complaint respectful to Allah about her condition and ask helping so that she will be given powerful. She thought after she born her son, all of people will jeer at her and her son, so she hoped that she was nothing before that was happened.
7. Alliteration 

The repetition of the same initial letter, sound, or group of sounds in a series of words. The writer underline that the verse that contained alliteration of figurative are “So peace on him the day he was born, the day that he dies, and the day that he will be raised up to life (again)!(15th), 33rd,64th,58th,42nd .
8. Hysteron proteron 

It is a figure of speech which expressing something that is illogical and not common. The writer underlines that the verse that contained hysteron proteron of figurative are ‘He said: "So (it will be): your Lord says, `That is easy for Me: I did indeed create you before, when you had been nothing!' "(9th), this verse explained that Allah can do everything although it is impossible for His servant and illogical thing to show His authority in the heavens, the earth and the surrounding them. The next verse, She said: "How shall I have a son, seeing that no man has touched me, and I am unchaste?(20th)", this verse explained that it is impossible for woman be pregnant if she has not touched by man. Be pregnant without a sex between a man and a woman it is easy for Allah. So, that is illogical thing and no common but if Allah wanted it be happen. ‘But she pointed to the babe. They said: "How can we talk to one who is a child in the cradle?"(29th),  in general the child in the cradle cannot talk, but not for the child of Isa A.S. To defense his mother from the unbeliever people, he can talk to explain about the power of Allah. ‘It is not befitting to (the majesty of) Allah that He should beget a son. Glory be to Him! When He determines a matter, He only says to it "Be", and it is.(35th), it is illogical thing for believer people if Allah beget a son. He master and can do everything He want. So the statement is illogical. Allah is not same with His servants. Needing son is the character of the servant, but Allah does not need it.
9. Onomatopoeia
The use of a word to describe or imitate a natural sound or the sound made by an object or an action. The writer underlines that the verse that contained onomatopoeia of figurative is ‘But (a voice) cried to her from beneath the (palm-free): "Grieve not! for your Lord has provided a rivulet beneath you;(24th), a voice refers to Jibril A.S, because a angel usually met someone trough the voice as a characteristic of him.
10. Irony

Verbal irony is a figure of speech when an expression used is the opposite of the thought in the speaker's mind, thus conveying a meaning that contradicts the literal definition. Dramatic irony is a literary or theatrical device of having a character  utters  words which the reader or audience understands to have a different meaning, but of which the character himself is unaware. Irony of situation is when a situation occurs which is quite the reverse of what one might have expected. The writer underlines that the verse that contained irony of figurative are “But does man call to mind that We created him before out of nothing?(67th), this verse is as satire expressing of Allah to people who not want to think about their creating by who, what for, and how can they be. Why unbelievers people did not believe Judgment Day? Whereas, Allah was a only one creator before out of nothing. That is more difficult for human to create something before out of nothing, but it is easy for Allah to raise human who were death in the raising day because Allah is a only one creator before out of nothing. Logically, re-creating is more easy than the first-creating. “O Mary! Truly amazing thing have brought!”(27th), this verse is a form of satire expressing of unbelievers people to Mary who was virgin but she brought a babe.“Your father was not a man of evil, nor your mother a woman unchaste!”(28th), this verse is also a form of satire expressing of unbelievers people to Mary which they argue that she was from true family but she brought a babe when she was not marriage yet.

11. Eponym/Allusion

It is a figure of speech that reference to a famous character or event. The writer underlines that the verse that contained allusion of figurative is “O sister of Aaron!”(28th). Although Mary was not a sister of Aaron but she called as a sister of him because Aaron was a famous man of his piety. So Mary be related to him because she also a pious woman.
12. Tautology 

It is a figure of speech which express something by using synonymy words. The writer underlines that the verse that contained tautology of figurative is ‘And kind to his parents, and he was not overbearing or rebellious(14th).The underline words are synonym.
13. Personification

It is a type of metaphor in which distinct human qualities, e.g., honesty, emotion, volition, etc., are attributed to an animal, object or idea. The writer underlines that the verse that contained personification of figurative is “It is We Who will inherit the earth, and all beings thereon: to Us will they all be returned”(40th). here, We(Allah) will inherit the earth and all beings thereon. It meant that the effect of the death all of inhabitant in the earth, it can make Allah as a only one that live forever because Allah will never die. In here, Allah does not inherit the earth from human but actually the earth and all beings thereon are Allah’s fate. “inherit” here is just as character of human not for Allah. It is just parable which be made similar between Allah’s character and human.
14. Rhetoric

It is a figure of speech which using question statement that is not necessary answer. In the verses 
8th,20th,29th,42nd,46th,65th-67th,73rd,74th,77th,78th,83rd,and 90th are rhetoric figurative.
15. Hyperbole

An extravagant statement; the use of exaggerated terms for the purpose of emphasis or heightened effect.

“At it the skies are ready to burst, the earth to split asunder, and the mountains to fall down in utter ruin”(90th). This is an extravagant expression. After the last verse explains about the worst of belief that Allah has a son, this verse clarify the effect to be horrified from it. This verse explains that cause big disasters almost happened in this world, they are the skies that is sturdy in layers be broken because of the worst of belief, and the earth that is a place standing on, it will be rent, and the mountains collapse into pieces because they said that Allah Most Gracious has a son.
16. Simile

It is a figure of speech in which a comparison is expressed by the specific use of a word or phrase such as: like, as, than, seems, as though, as if. 
“like a band presented before a king for honors”(85th) and “like thirsty castle driven down to water(86th). The both verses explain that The Day that come as the top of gift and torture all of human. These verses command Rasullullah SAW to remember and recall The Day when We through Our Angels who are so friendly gather the people who work righteous and obey prophet to paradise as reward.  That is prepared by Allah Most Gracious, and then serve them as most respectful delegation and be served kinds of food, “Welcome to Paradise” that is satisfied. Then, in that day We through Our Angels who are so cruel and crude chase like animal of people who disobey prophet to Hell face torture.  That is prepared Allah Most Gracious without any foods, so they be in so thirsty condition. In that day, they have not right and capability to give and get blessing but anyone who make agreement with Allah Most Gracious seriously, a agreement is saying two statements of syahadah and do another requirements that is commanded. So they have right and capability to give and get blessing.  
17. Paradox

A statement or situation containing apparently contradictory or incompatible elements, but on closer inspection may be true. 

“None shall have the power of intercession, but such a one as has received permission (or promise) from (Allah) Most Gracious”(87th). In this verse none have right and capability to give and get blessing, except they are who making agreement with Allah seriously that is saying two statements of syahadah and do another requirements that are commanded. The next verse,   “Not one of the beings in the heavens and the earth but must come to (Allah) Most Gracious as a servant”(93rd), this verse explains that Allah did not need whatever by saying: nothing that be  and have mind in the earth and the heavens, that human admit as child or another, except they will come to face Allah Most Gracious as a servant. That is possessed by Him so they will come in obedient and submissive condition, like or unlike. The next verse,    Behold, he said to his father: "O my father! Why worship that which hears not and sees not, and can profit you nothing?(42nd), this verse explains that Ibrahim remember his father, why he must worship something (idols or stars) that cannot hear and see and cannot help him or give advantages less. And also they cannot refuse disadvantages to him. Whereas, it is true if the one that is worshiped must be more lofty position than the worshipper. Here, between Ibrahim’s father and his idol are contradictory.
18. Synecdoche 

A figure of speech which mentions a part of something to suggest the whole or the whole of something to suggest a part.
“Not one of you but will pass over it: this is, with your Lord, a Decree which must be accomplished”(71st ). Based on the last verse that discuss about unbeliever, so ‘not one of you’ refers to unbelievers, but based on the next verse ‘not one of you’ refers to unbelievers and believers (all of people). All of people will enter to Hell, because nothing people who have not sins except for the prophet. People who work righteous will enter to Hell in the short time, so they will not feel pain. But for people who disobey prophet will enter to Hell for a long time or forever. For people who obey prophet, after they clean up their sins through entering the Hell they will get happiness forever to enter in Paradise.

By discussion above about figurative language that found in Surah Maryam by Yusuf Ali, it can help the reader to avoid misunderstanding about the contextual meaning. The function of some figurative languages used here is to know and understand about the contextual meaning each verse that contains stories of Prophet, guidelines and philosophies of life from Allah. So, the message that will be explained by figurative language here will be accepted well and understandable.
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
